The entire forca of deputies of Sheriff Pohl-
man's oMee will start on Thursday morning
to serve proceases upon citizens who are called
to serva on the posse. A list of 700 or ¥00
names had alreadvy been prepared in the
Rherift’s oMoee in anticipation of the call. To
these will be added hundreds of other names.
The arming of this force (astill a problem. A
meeting to determine how the arming shall be
done will be held at 8 a'clock on Thursdav
morning between Police President Hawes, the
Sheriff and Chief Campbell. The entire fores
will be under the command of Chief Campbell,
and will be in reality an addition to the regular
poliee foree,
