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THE SENATE STANDS FIRM.

BY A UNANIMOUS VOTE IT ADHERES
T0 ITS ACTION ON ARMOR.

A Long Discussion in Which Mr. Hanna De-
fended the Armor Plate Companies and
Got Iato Colloguies With Mr. Tiliman and
#r. Teller Regarding Contributions to the
Campaign Funds of the Two P

WaASRINGTON, June 1.—The Senate to-day
after along debate decided by & vote of 83100,
to adhare to its previous aotion on the subject
of armor plate,

Mr. Hale from the Conference Committee
on the Naval Appropriation bill, reported that
the conferees had been unable to agres, there
being asquare deadlock between the two Houses
on the question of armor plate and the estab-
lshment of an armor plate factory by the Gov-
ernment.

A leng discussion ensued, In which extreme
bostility was expressed to ylelding to the high
rates demanded by the armor plate companies,
Mr. Chandler(Rep., N. H.)remarking that rather
than do so he would favor reducing the num-
ber of warships authorized to be constructed,
and Mr. Tillman (Dem., 8. ) accusing the
Houseof “bolstering up & monopoly and per-
mitting it to place ita unboly hands in the
peopie’s pocket.”

Mr. Hanna (Rep., Ohio) replied energetically
to the charges against the armor plate com-
panies and asserted that $445 a ton Was & rea~
sonable price, yes, a low price, for armor plate
under present conditions, It was a price below
what any government was paving to-day.
As to a government armor plant, it could not
bebuilt and completed in five yvears: and then
armor plate could not be made within 60 per
oent. of tha enet to private companies, The
responsibility for the deadlock, he said, rested
o5 two Senators (meaning Senators Chandler
and Tillman), who had caused the price of armof
plate to be fixed at below what it could be man-
ufactured for.

Mr. Tillman broke in with aremark that Mr.
Hanna's statement was reckless,

“If ever I prove as reckless in my assertions,”
Mr. Hanna retorted, “as the Senator from South
Carolina, I shall feel very badly about it *

Another interruption being made by Mr.
Tillman in his impetuous manner, Mr, Hanna
appealed to him In these words: “Give me half
& ohance, I am a tyro in discusslons ln this
body."”

1 will not interrupt tha Senator any more,”
Mr. Tillman promised

“Thank you,” «aid Mr. Hanna, and he went
on with his argument. He was soon stopped,
however, with the question put to him by Mr,
Allen (Pop., Neb. ' “Has the Senator ever manus
faoturad armor plate?”

“No, sir,” he rapliad

“I mean political armor plate,” said Mr. Allen,
facetiously.

“Oh, ves,” Mr. Hanna repliad In ths same
spirit, “and I found that it was pretty invulner-
able.” [Laughter.

“1 have no doubt It was,” sald Mr. Allen.

“Thank you,” said Mr. Hanna, and be again
went on with his remarks. He characterized
the course of Senators Chandler and Tillman
as a personal matter, and intimated that they
would rather sea the bill fail than that they
should fail. This, he said, should not be the
governing influenca in the decision of such an
fmportant question.

Mr. Elkins (Rep.,W. Va.) argued on the same

Mr. Allen commented upon the last two
speeches and said the discussion had brought
out the fact that the friends of the trusts were

WASHINOTON, June 1.—The Military Academy
Appropriation bill was passed by the SBenate to=
day. Itappropriates $853,614, and contains two
petw seotions ralsing the grade of the senior
Major-General commanding the army to that
of Lieutenant-General, and giving to the Adju-
tant-Geuneral the rank, pay and allowances of a
IQoJ-Geneul. Both were agreed to without

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDNENT DEFEATED.

THE

It Failed to Recelve the Required Two-thirds
Vote, the Vote Standing 154 Yeas to
133 Nays — Only Four Democrats Vote
tor It and Twe Republicans Against In

WASHINGTON, June 1—At 11 o'clock this
morning the House resumed debate of the
Anti-Trust joint resolution. The first speaker
was Mr. Boreing (Rep., Ky) He sald that the
Democratic party had always refused to enter
a contest upon any issue made with the Ite-
publicans. In this instance, not being able to
oppose the proposition, the Democrats charged
the Republicans with being insincere in their
support of the pending measure, If they
wanted to test the matter he advised them to
vote with the Republicins and then bave the
Legislatures of the Democratio States carry
out ita provision, In his opinion that would be
an excellent opportunity for the Democrato
party to get out of the wilderness.

Mr. Fleming (Dem., Ga ) said it was evident
that it was not the intention to have the pend-
ing measures e into law at this session of
Congreas.

OBITUARY.

Dr.E.O. Shakspeare of Philadelphia died sud-
denly yesterday In the Hotel Walton {n that
in that eity. Death was due to heart disease.
He was born in Dover, Del., in 1548. There he
received a preliminary classical education and
later entered Dickinson College and was grad-
uated with the degree of A. B. In 1867, and
three years later received the degree of Master
of Arts. He then entered the University of
Pennsylvania Medical School, from which he
was graduated in 1869. He began practice in
his pative town. He made a specialty of dis-
eases of the eye and also took an interest in poli-
tios, the last year he was in Dover being secre-
tary of the Delaware Senate. He went to hil-
adelphia and became lecturer of operative
surgery and assistant at the Eye Clinic of the
University of Pennsylvania. He soon became
an aulhority on diseases of the eve and was
elected President of the Pathologleal Society of
Philadelphia_and pathological and opthalmic
Rurgeon to the Phitadelpiua [lospital  He waa
also President of the section of pathology of the
International Medical Congress held in_ 1885,
In that year he was commissioned by Presi-
dent Cleveland to investigate the causes and
conditions under which Asiatic cholera thrived
in Furope and Indin. He was the first investi-
gator of cholera ever sent to India by this coun-
try, and devoted a year to the work.  His report
whs exhaustive and was published in 1580, He
was the anthor of many m’ ars on muedical sub-
jects. During the war with Spain he was ap-
pointed brigade surgeon with rank of Major
of Volunteers, and at the time of his death was
engaged as a4 member of the comnission at-
tached to the offios of the Surgeon-General at
Washing ton to investigate the causes of typhoid
fever in the United States Army.

Former Police Justice Willlam W. Corbett,
an old resident of Staten lsland and pronminent
for many years in Republican politics on the
{sland, died yesterday afternoon at the resi-
denoe of his daughter, Mr= Eugene Brenzinger,
67 Taylor street, West New Hrighton. Ho was
7% vears of age. He cane from England to this
country when a young man. He was elected a
Police Justice in the old villuge of New Brighton
in 1877 and served sixteen vears. He was as-
sociated in political work with the late George
Willlarn Curtis.  He was an amateur actor and
he assumed the leading réle in many comedies
and tragedies enacted at what was known at
the time at the New Brighton Lyoeum.  Mr
Corbett was a well-known character on Staten
Island and his oldest daughter Eliza, who died
about six years ago fn New Brighton, exhibited
herself asa fat womnan in Barnum's old museuin
on Broadway. It is said she was Barnum's
first fat woman and that she weiched over 350
wounds.

The Kid
met another rush withleft handers, but Bonner
was #o0 vigorous that MeCoy elinched. he
Jitter's leit eye was cut in a rough mix-up and
Bonner kept on with his leading to the gong
As McCoy came up for the fifth Bonner rapped
him on the mouth with a left and al<o put his
right 10 the body.

MeCoy
got home a series of wicked jabs in the thir-
teenth which soon covered Bonner's face with
blood. The latter finallvy dropped without re-
celv.ng a punch, and while on the floor his see-
onds threw up the sponge. The time of the
round was filty-one soconds.

Mar-
tin requesting the return of checks or vouchurs
which Martin had used while acting treasurer of
the canteen.  The cheoks, Martin sald, could be
found in a desk in the room which he had occue
yed up to the time he was removed to Forg
h;unil!r\n to be tried by court-martial. Lieut,
Hitl said he had sent by mail some of the vouchers
on Monday night and the rest on Wednesdav.
The wituess said that on account of his knowle
edge of the questions asked concerning soms
of them ho took more !hzu} passing notice of
them. He had also reccived certain infore
mation rezarding the character of one of these
chacks and for that reason had paid particus
lar attention to it. He was then asked by
Judee Advocate Payne to look over the checks
which Martin presented to the court and see
if he could identfy that partieular check.
The witness examined the checks and said;

“All the checks that I sent to Martin are not
here, Two of them are missing. The check
