NONMINe PlaEONS. '
They Ave Vory Pepular Newadays and More
People Than Ever Keep Them.

In the suburban districts about New York
there are now hundreds if not thousands of
persons who keep carrier pigeons, mot for racing,
but as they would any other fancy stock, simply
for pleasure. The demand for homing pigeons
from such purchasers has increased greatly
within very recent years, and many more of
the birds are sold now than ever before.

As an incidental illustration of the increased
demand for homing pigeons might be men-
Yoned the fact that carrier pigeon baskets
heretofore commonly made only to order are
now kept in stock by dealers In poultry supplies.
Theee baskets, which are made in half a dozen
or more sizes, to oarry from five to thirty-five
birds each, have the upper half, aides and ends
all around in open work to give the birde plenty
ofalr. There is an opening In the cover through
which single birds can be put in or taken out.
The baskets are provided with locka. These
baskets are used for the transportation of hom-
Ing plgeons anywhere and more particularly
for carrying them to polsts from which they
are to be flown for purposes of business or
pleasure or for racing or for training the birds.

There are now hereabouts many breeders
of homing plgeons, some ralsing these birds
exclusively, but the greatsr number ralsing
them in connection with the breeding of other
fancy fowls. Carrier pigeons cost from $3
to §25 a pair, according to age and breeding
and training. $8 being the price of a pair of
young untrained birds,

Part of the pleasure that the amateur finds
in owning homing pigeons is found in train-
ing them. The dovecote established on the

a sixteenth or an eighth of a mile and from that
point liberates them to iy home.

SUMMER HOMES ON LONG ISLAND.

Minate and Interesting Information Complled
for the Long Island Raflroad.

The traffic department of the Long Island
Rallrond has just issued an interesting book
on summer homes on Long Island, displaying
the attractions of the three sections of the
island, the seashore, middle and north shore
divisions, in {llustrations of more than usual
merit.

The book is well writen and Is designed
to give information about Long Island and its
Attractions as a place of resort in the summer.
Persons in doubt as to where to spend the hot
weeks that are due in a very short time will
find a great mass of information in this book,
much of it useful as well as interesting. lLong
Island apparently has something in the way
of a summer resort for every taste: the Sound
with its fishing, bathing and yachting facili-
ties; the seashore with its surf, which near the
Hamptons is as wild and beautiful as any-
where about New York. and the great middle
strip with its farms and country life. The
compilers of the volume just issued have evi-
dently ransacked the lsland for information
and they have come forth with a wealth of it.
The different resorts are described down to
the minutest detalls, and one has but to read
the book to learn just how much it will cost
him to spend a week in m" one place. There
is a historical ejde to this little book that the
rallroad has just issued. Long Island has
some spots that were once the scenes of great
eventa in our American history, and much
that is interesting and instructive about these

aces ia given to the general public for the
rst time in this volume. Down in the Hamp-
tons there are many old places that ought to
have a rticular attraction for Americans.
There is the old home of Gen. John A. Dix, the
man who gave the patriotic order: “If any
man attempts to haul down the American flag,
shoot him or“ the spot.” This place is now
the summer home of the General's son, the
Rev. Dr. Morgan Dix. Throughout all this
section, in the Shinnecock Hills and around
Good Ground and Canoe l;lxr there are hundred
of such interesting Rk . There is the old
English inn on the shores of Shinnecock Bn{
the wooden Hercules from the old warship
Ohlo, which has ar ide ornament
for years, the quaint old church near by, where
now is thegrave of the last of the Indian mis-
sionaries, ﬁ’nul Cuffee. And not the least
interesting of all are the old windmills and
the dunes of Southampton.

The book pays particular attention to the
facilities offered those interested in fleld sports
in every section of the island. There is scarcely
a place of the least pretan-lnfn on the whole
island which has not its fmlr inks, its tennis
courts and its country elubs. What n‘ﬂwtru
to be the best thing of all about the island Is the
ease with which eyer%haectlon of it is reached
from New York city. @ most remote places on
the island are only a few hours from the city,

AND HOW TO REACH THEN.

A Gleriess Ride to Port Jervis—From New
York to Long Branch -Shortest Route From
Broadway Ferry, Brooklyn, to Whitestone
~To Go From This City to New Haves,

J. A. Mackie—To go from New York to Port
Jervis you had better take a train to Newark,
as the ride from Jersey City there would take
the edge off one of the most glorious rides
in the world. At Newark go up Market strest
to Halsey street, one block the other side of
Broad street; turn right and ride to Bloom-
field avenue, to reach which you turn left at
Fourth avenue and follow Bloomfield avenue
three and a half miles to Bloomfield; the road
lies straight ahead all the way. Continue
through Bloomfield, crossing the D. L. & W.
tracks at grade one mile beyond and ride to
Montolair. From thers you go on through Verona
toCaldweil, which (s nine and three-quarters miles
from Newark. One mile from the Montclalr
raliroad station you meet a road branching
to the left, but you must keep to the right. Im-
mediately beyond the road forks and there
you take the left fork. After leaving Verona
you pass several forks that lead to the right.
At Caldwell go by the church, taking the right-
hand fork and ride past Franklin, crossing first
the Passalo and then the Rockaway River
continue to Parsippany, elght miles from Cald-
well. From Parsippany you ride straight
ahead past Denville, not quite four miles be-
yond, and crossing the D. L. & W. tracks twice,
€0 over & branoh line and then the Rockaway
River, five and a half miles (rom Parsippany.
Beyond the river the road leads alorig by the
Morris canal until it crosseait and turns back
toward the river. Do not do any coasting at
this atage. At the shore you turn to the right
and follow the road, with the river on the left
and the canal and rallroad to the right, into
Dover, nine miles from Parsippany. At Dover
cross‘the canal and the river and ride to the
first street beyond the station on the other
side of the Rockaway. Turn to the left there
and follow the road alongside of the railroad,
bearing to the right when you seem about to
cross the traocks. (o stralght ahead, crossing
Green Pond brook and keep to the right at
the forks just beyond. Then the road follows
the brook and leads across the railroad cross-
ings at grade into Berkshire Vallay, four miles
from Dover. The road then lies straight ahead
through Hurdtown three miles and to Wood-
port, sight and a half miles from Dover. From
Woodport you have a direot road for a little

From Culver's Gap it is a direct ride
to Tuttle's Corners, where you turn to tha left
past the hotel, Bevond Tuttle's (orners you
cross a small stream and take the left fork on
the other side. You now have a hilly ume of
it over poor roads for five miles to Dingman's
Ferry. Cross the Delaware River by the ferry
and ride one mile to Dingman's Pa., eleven
miles from Branchville, From Dingman’'s you
follow the road for five miles right along the
Delaware River, through Milford to Port Jer-
vis, seventy-six miles from Newark., This is
the most pieturesque way to Ko. An easier
way is to_train or ride to Rondout and ride
along the D. & H. Canal diréet to Port Jervis
Probably the finest lrlg would be to ride from
Fort lee to Rondout f' way of Hackensack,
Ridgefield, Hohokus, Allendale, Suffern, Tux-
edo, Newburgh Junction, Woodbury Falls,
Vailsgate Junction, Newburgh and then cross
the river and go up the east side to Rhinebeck
ferry back to Rondout, then follow the can
to Port Jervis and return by the route given.

After going a mlle and
passing the Court House you come to a stretch
or cobblestone pavement that extends for
one and three-quarter miles, but the sidewalk
there is not paved and riders use it, as police-
men are few and not officlous. At the end of
the cobblestones you reach good riding again
and continue to the Flushing Bridge, seven
miles from the Hunters Point ferry. Cross
the bridge and keep stralghtrahead past the
fountain at Flushing, until vou come to White-
stone avenue, a quarter of a mile from the
bridge. \Whitestone avenue rins direct to
Whitestone, which is two miles from Flushing.
