Next to beating him the hardest thing in the
porse world was to get a brush with him. In
those days he had everything to lose and noth-
ing to win. He was up on the top round of the
ladder. Mr. Straus wanted to keep him there,
and o declined to turn him for a brush with
any horse until his rival had shown in other con-
tosts undoubted ability to cope with the king of
nﬂd
th;;m came Col, Fred Lawrence with his
gray horse Caryle Carne, 2:11%, and in an
unguarded moment proved that Cobwebs was
got invineible. A prearranged contest follo wed
on Decoration Day, and Cobwebs went home
without his erown. ° Last Thursday he lost his
scalp to Lucille, the mistress of the Chicago
Bpeedway
Mr. Straus drove him up the road yesterday
porning expecting to renew hostilities with |
Lucille, but found the little mare from Chicago
quite as exclusive as Cobwebs used to be. Their
positions in life had been suddenly reversed. It
was now Lucille that had everything to lose and
pothing to win in a brush with the horse she
had beaten, and Mr. Billings declined to let her
g0 aainst the former champion. The Chicago
poad rider wanted to take the blue ribbon of theJ
gpendway home to the City of Sin and Soot, and-
pe had no notion of putting it in jeopardy just

ore his departure, The big crowd was
b‘:fm;r disappointed that the two crack trotters
G not come together, for both were on the
poad and both were driven at top speed. The
trends of Mr. Bilings justitied his retusal to
start Laclle by saying the Chicago mare had
poen compelied to wait a loug, long fime before
getting i =hot at Cobwebs, aud that now it was
only tar that the big chestnut horse should do
the sae.  The Billings horses will be ship
West to-day, but their owner said yesterday
that he intends to bring them back to New Yor
oxt 1all -
! W hether the championship of the Speedway
pelongs to Lucille is a nice guestion, Before
shr defeated Cobwebs that horse had lost the
championship to Caryle Carne, so that Mr.
pirai~'s horse was hardly competent o sur-
render to her the title he no louger held. Carne
however, talled, on account of sickness, to keep

his appointment with the Chicago mare, aud
some torsemen might say he thereby forfeited
the honors

As matters turned out yesterday It was prob-
ably lueky tor Mr. Billings that Lucille did not
Jeasure strides with Cobwebs.  The New York
trotter was a eyclone in horsehide ‘and was
faster. dccording to all the eritics, than he haa
bee 1 4t any time this year. I'hat his owner in-
dulged hin too much before his brushes with
Carvie Carna is now the opinian of every ¥,
aud there are many who maintain in the face
of his two defents that the measure of the real
Cobwebs has not yet been taken. Nearly ail
‘requenters of the Speedway are chuckling over
he fact that the victories of Lucille and Caryle
are will operate to keep Cobwebs off the re-
red list uatil he has made the effort of his
life to win back the |ost laurels, 1In spite of
his defeats he is still the most popular horse on
the Speedway. This was pretty clearly demon-

Mr. Billings set out yesterday morning to
discover just how fast Lucille could trot a quar-
ter of a mile, straight away, on the stretch
north of Washington Bridge. Cobwebs has been
timed there in 0:20, 0:20'; and 0:30, r t-
ed.. and many other marvellous feats of the
trotters have been recorded by watches started
at the drop of the handkerchief in the distance,
Many persons have doubted the accuracy of
the timing. and, following a plan suggested by
Capt. W. Bovee. Mr. Billings determined to
time Lucille over this ground. Two watches,
which ran true. were started exactly together by
pressing the stems agaiust each other. One
watch was then carried to the starting point
and stopped as Lucille sped past the post. The
other wateh was held at the finish and snapped
s the little mare's nose reached the post. By
comparing the two watches and noting the
timovhmrkolr\pwd hetween the stopping of the
first and the second the speed of the mare was
sccurately determined,

Mr Billhngs first sent her down the road in
company with Hontas Crooke, 2:00, driven by
Frank Jones, for a warming-up spin. At the
nest trip the timers were stopped. )
the surprise of the onlookers
tered was 0:38% —a 213 gait,
Lucille had beaten Hontas Crool

The Contrel of Columbia’s Crews May Be Given
to Capt. Mackay.

Notwithstanding the fact that Saturday's
regatta showed that Columbia has an abun-
dance of goed rowing material and is well sup-
plied with one of the best boathouses in the
country, with all the necessary paraphernalia,
the university crews are in a bad way. Not
only mre they without a regular coach, but
there seems to be only a chance of securing
a goad man, who would be willing to take the
crews a few weeks before the intercoh
Jegiate regatta at Poughkeepsie and attempt
to devélop a fixed stroke out of the combina~
son affair the oarsmen have been taught to

use. .
Besides, the old financial question has arisen
with fresh force. After Saturday's races,

Manager W. L. Oakley distributed printed
oirculars amang the alumpi and students pres-
ent asking for immediate contributions to as-
sure a mtal of not less than $2,000.- The manager
contended that without this money the crews
could not go fo Poughkeepsie.

“We.have paid this year for repairs to the
launch because of the wear and tear of previous
seasons $1,250-and for unpaid bills of the crews
of last vear $050," he said. “Without these
unusual demands, the present appeal would
not be m‘w‘uarr The Columbia University
Rowing Club, with 220 paying members and
annual dues amounting to almost $2,500,
was destroyed in the organizetion of the new
General Athletic Association. Had it been per-
mitted to live the extraordinary expenses of
this season would have been paid and the
amount already subscribed for the crew of
1900 would have been sufllcient for the season,
and this appeal would be unnecessary.
