TROOPS NOT YET IN PEKIN,

REPAIRING THE RAILROAD AS THEY
ADVANCE TO THE CAPITAL

Boxers Burn Summer Residences of Eaglish-
men— New Edict Jssued Ordering Thelr
suppression — American Missionaries At-
tacked at Che-Foo—Censul at Chin-Klang
Appeals for a Crulser—Japan Threatens to
Land Twice as Mamy Troops as Russia.

Loxpoys, June 13 —=There |8 little news of im=
pot tance from China. Foreign troops continue
to land at Tien-Tain at intervals. The trains
that  left Tien-Tsin within the past
three days do not appear to have reached
pexin Troops are repairing the track which
was torn up by the Boxers. A train left Tien-
Tsin yesterday to bring Gen. Nieh to consult
with the Viceroy.

A despatch to the Morning Post from Pekin,
dated June 9, says that the Emperor and
Dowager Empresa have issued a new and wiser
edict for the arrest and suppression of the
Pekin rioters,

The Timea's Bhanghal correspondens says
that the Japanese Minister is pressing for the
recognition of Japanese spheres of influence In
the provinces of Che-Kiang, Fokin and
Biang-Si

The Tsung-li-Yamen telegraphed on Satur-
day to the Governor of Nyan-Whei stating that
Rus<ia was about to bring a large iorce to
Pekin.

The Viceroy of Nanking has been ordered to
be specially vigilant to prevent British aggres-
gion in the Yang-tse-Kiang Valley. Thecorre-
gpondent remarks that it is poteworthy that
British interests there are now practically une
protected, the entire force between Shanghal
and lchang consisting of three diminutive gun-
boats

\nother Shanghai correspondent reports that
.00 Bussians have landed at Ching-Wau-Tao.
Itts said that they are awalting orders there
becauss Japan has notified China of her inten-
tion to send twice as many troops as Russia If
the Hussians go to Pekin.

A transport has been engaged at Hong Kong
to convey 800 troops to Tlh‘-Ku

The Foreign Office confirms the report of the
destruction of the summer residences of Eng-
lishmen near Pekin.

Panis, June 12.—THE SUN'S correepandent
hears on excellent authority that information
has been racelved here to the effect that as the
United States propose merely to protect thelir
own subject and property in China, they will
pot cooperate with the other Powers in pro-
tecting and patroliing the Pekin-Tien-Tsin
Railway. The reason advanced s that the
American Government has not the troops to
spare for any such work.

The Foreign Office has received a ocable
despatch from Pekin via Kiachta stating that
the telagraph line between Pekin and Tien-
Tsin has been cut.

The summer residences of Englishmen bave
been burned.

The Tsung-ii-Yamen has been packed with
Bozxer chisfs who have replaced the old mem-
bers.

The British marine detachment under Ad-
miral Seymour had not arrived at Pekin up to
the hour the message was sent—é o'clock on
Monday afternoon.

M. Delcasse, the Minister of Forelgn Affaire,
announced st 8 Cabinet meeting to-day that
M. Pichon, the French Ambassador to China,
telegraphed under dats of June 10 that 400 men
bad left Tien-Tsin for Pekin.

The French Consul at Shanghal telegraphs
that all wires have been cut.

The Minister of Marine has ordered €00 men,
who are expected to arrive on the oruiser
Baigon, to reénforce the troops now at Tiea-
Tsin.

RUSSIA'S WAR PREPARATIONS.

Shipments of Men and Munitions te Pert Arthar
and Viadivesteck.

SAN FrANcIscO, June 13.—Yokohama news-
papers received by steamer to~day give some
{nteresting details of the enormous movement
of munitions of war and arms and men by the
Russian Government to its possessions in the
Far East. A Japanese who publishes a news-
paper at Port Arthur recently interviewed the
captain of the big Norwegian steamer Norman-
nia, which landed arms at that port.

The captain said that the Normannia was
only one of many ships engaged in the Russian
Government to bring over arms and men.

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FATAL PIRE IN WILLIANABURG
—WEIDNMANN COOPERAGE BURNED,

Scramble for Life in a Four-Story Bullding
~Flames Climbd Up & Chate a8 Threugh a
Chimney—Several Men Tryiag te Escape
Slide Dowsn This Chute Inte the Fire—Fire-
men Save Three Big Gas Holders Frem
Explodiag—Victime Drep Frem Windows,

The Weidmann Cooperage, on Wythe avenue,
between North Eleventh and North Twelfth
streets, Willlamsburg, was destroyed by fire
last evening. The fire started ata few minutes
before 8, just as the men were washing up be-
fore quitting. About one hundred and Lwenty-
five men were in the building. Three of them,
at midnight last nignt, were known to
be dead. A fireman was at the polot of
death. Seven other workmen were in the
hospitals with severe injuries and four were
missing from thelr homes. People who reached
the fire before the fint company of firemen ar-
rived are sure that there are many bodies in the
ruins, because they say they sew man after
mmmmmuc.ﬂmnudmn

the building. There never was a big fire
that did not give rise to such stories, but the
firemen said that it would not surpirse them to
find that there was some truth in them this
time.

The fire spread so fast that almost anything
in the way of loss of life was possible. The
factory was a four-story brick bullding that
ran clear through the middle of the block from
Eleventh %0 Twelfth streets. On the Wythe
avenue side of it was & low one-story bullding
used as a store room for shooks and for finished
sugar barrels On the Twelfth street aide of
the buflding were several lean-to sheds used
for storage purposes. The eastern side of the
lot was occupied by three tanks of the Brook-
lyn Union Gas Company. They were full of
@as. There were also three dwelling houses on
Eleventh atreet below the faotory. The factory
itsel was not particularly substantial in its
architecture. It was peculiarly adapted to
spreading fire in that it had a chute which ran
from the third floor to the bottom of the build-
ing, through which finished barrels were slid to
the ground floor. The fire started near the
chute on the bottom floor and the flames shot
up the ohute as though {t had been a chimney
made for just that purpose. There were fire
escapes ou the front of the bullding.

Most of the men and boys on the firet floor
got out. Some of those on the second floor
were burned a little. The names on the lists of
the killed, injured and missing are those of men
on the third floor.

The third floor men saw the smoke coming
up through the ochute, but some of them
thought that {t was only smcke and that the
chute offered them & quicker way of get-
ting down than the crowded stairway
or the precarious fire-escape, and they
Jumped into the chute. They salld right inte
the fire. Every one of these was badly
burned. One man, August Benedict of 54 Btagg
street, ran to the ohute and heard the yells of
fear and pain of those whom he had already
seen jump into it Though he had already
climbed in and was holding himseif up for a mo-
ment before taking the slide, the heat rising
from beneath satisfied him that the chute was no
sale way of escape. He pulled himself out to the
floor again. But even this time the flames
had osught bhm and bhed bumned
clothing from the lower part of his body. Some
of ube men at the windows making their way
to the fire escaped called him %o join them. Ia
his pain and fright he became confused and
went up to the roof. The firemen on the roof
of the storehouse saw him there and put

upa ladder He had fainted and was lyms
ge&pbu on the roof when they finally reache
im Tne; had just got him off the roof when
itfell with a great noice. He was taken to
the Eastern Distriot Hospital and died there at

The firemen had no easy task before them in
keeping the flgmes away from the gas tanks
The first engine to reach the cooperage was
No. 112 from Wythe avenue and Eighth streer,
three blocks away The alarm came from
Berry street and North Eleventh, a block to the
east of the factory No 112 came up to Eleventh
street and was swinging east when oneof the fire
men standing on the tailboard saw the
flames coming from the windows of the
cooperage The engine was whirled around
and sent flying down the street. Foreman
Cleary needed but one look to convinee
him that it was uo fire jfor one single bat-
talion to tackle, and he sent in a third alarm,
without going throug!: theformality of sending
in a second. hen a third alarm follows a
first with a two minutes intervai, every fire-
man knows that sometliing extraordinary has
happened. The apparatus fairly swarmed Yn the
vicinitr for the next fifteen minutes. The David
A Boody and the Seth Low, the two fireboats
uffed up to the foot of Eleventh street and
ﬁn... of hose were stretched block- and blocks
down to the river to meet them. Chiel Perry
who had charge of the fire until the arrival of
Chief Dale. did not lik- the wwoks of the big
gas tanks so clos to the roaring furnace into

TO WATCH A SUPREBME COURT.

North Carolina's Leglslature in Session to
Outwit the State’s Highest Judiclary.

Ravrmion, N. O\, June 12.—The General As-
sembly met here In an adjourned sesslon to-
day for the first time In the history
of the State The Legislature, which
is o verwhelmingly Democratic, took
this precaution when (It adjourned in
Maroh, 1899, to circumvent the Supreme Court,
which has a Republican majority, in the event
of an attempt on the part of the court to declare
unconstitutional or to interfere wish the pro-
posed suffrage amendment. This amendment,
which is to be voted on in Ausust, will have the
effect of disfranchising the ignorant negroes in
the State, who constitute the majority of the
Republican party.

The Supreme Court isstill In session and it s
declared by Republicans that it will sit as long
as the Legislature does. As the members of the
Legislature do not draw anallowanoe during an
extra session, it s believed that the Assembly
will not sit longer than a week.

The House to-day passed the new amendments
to the election law, which makes impoassible (o=
terference with the election machinery by in-
junction or mandamus. To-morrow the suf-
frage amendment will be amended so that ¢
will stand or fall as a whote if it s tested by
the United States Bupreme Court.

Japanese to this country. The cordial coSper-
ation of the Japanese Government with the
United States in this matter is also looked upon
by the President and the Cabinet as a most
triendly action by a power which has always
been on the best terms with this country.

While in the Pacifio Coast Btates in recent
political conventions vigorous protests in the
form of resolutions have been adopted against
allowing such numbers of Japanese to come
into this country, the Administration has no-
where been blamed for lack of vigilance. The
prompt action of the Treasury Department
upon Becretary Gage's order, in sending e
special supervising immigrant inspeotor to the
coast with full powers to employ as large &
force as he found necessary to examise immi-
grants. and deport all who were not clearly
entitled to enfer the country.has been the sub-
jeot of commendation all along the Pacifie
Coast. Nevertheless, the Japaness 'question
threataned to become a troublesome lssue un-
less prompt means cvild bs found to prevent
what the Pacifio Coast States objected to
strongly.

The Japanese Government having been in-
