COFFIN DESCRIBES THE
OF LABOR UNIONS.

JORN P.
METHODS
In the Attempted Forcible Suppression of
Non-Union Labor, He Says, They Attack
the Principle of Equal Rights to All Men
~The Several Causes Leading to Strikes,

WASHINGTON, June W.—John P. Cofin of
Lake Butler, Fla., Viee-Prasident of the Hunts-
ville and Chattanooga Industrinl Convention,
was before the United States Industrial Com-
mission to day and gave his views on the rela-
tions between labor and capital, The relations
of organized labor to non-union labor and the
right to liberty of contract was, he said, a
relation of suppression of non-union labor by
labor combinations whencever and wherever it
could, by any means in its power, prodnce such
puppression, usipg foree even 1o the death,when
1t could attain its end by no other means; and
should non-union labor surrender to this com-
bination without foroe being used, then It
gimply meant a death by slow starvation, for
where not strenuous in their own behalf, those
who were not in the labor trust were allowed no
favors and no chance to earn their bread. It
was a matter of placing their liberty in the hands
of a walking delegate, submitting to enforoed
fdlenass, with all its attendant evils, or taking
thair places in the fiald of labor ready to combat
foroe with fores, if nead ba to the death.  lLabor
Unions in their relations to non-union men
pimply sald:  “You must do as we say and sub-
mit to our dietation or you shall not labor for
yourselves, vour wives or your little ones.”
Unskilled labor, ho said, was seldom organized
£o an extent to play any significant part in the
great labor problem,

1n his observation the several canass leading
up to strikes were:

First—The walking delegate, a man usually
who desired to earn a living from the rouscles
of others, & born and cultivated agitator, who,
though himself prospering largely from the

warnings of others, could not bear to see peace
prevailing for fear the sinecure he enjoyed
would be lost, Therefore he insinuated sug-
gestions Into the minds of those most ready to
Yoooive them: & chance grievance here, a mis-
understanding there he exaggerated instead of
removed, The leaven worked, the whole mass
was stirred, particle by particls, man by man,
until the whole finally overflowed in a strike,
without causa or reason, to the injury of all
concerned, the laborer most of all

In the second cause of strikes he placed the
great crime of greed, whera the manufacturer
parrow-mindedly ground down the wages to
such a point that no respectable man could live
upon the stpend.

The third cause was the employment of non-
union men in a shop where the labor combina-
tion was trying to attaln and keep absolute
control. This cause attacked the right not

nly of the etuployer to manage his own affairs,
?‘nt of an American eitizen to earn a subsist-
ence. It attacked the very principle laid down

n the Constitution of aqual rights to all men
t formed a class which arr u"nh-d to itself ex-
Jusive privileges and denied equal rights to
others. It formed o gwgantic trust, beside
which the so-called trusts or aggregations of
capital palad into insigniflcance

As to the method of swrikes—tha boycott,

s black list, picketing and patrolling -

ir. Coffin  sal all were known and
t were useless to go Into an  extended
mrgument rr-xurdmr them, They wers
un-Amerfcan, in  that they sought to
fnvade private right and induce outsiders to
tako up a gquarrel regardless of its justice, A
man had & right to trade or cease trading, as
ft suited him. An employer had a right w
dischurge a man and to refuse to re-hire him;
an employee had a right to lsave his employ-
gnent and refuse to return; but no man had a
right, be he employer or employed, to place tha
pame of another upon any list which would
tend to hold him up to ridiculs or scorn or de-
prive him of the ability to employ labor or to
obtain it

One of the most unjust of all methods of
all organized lubor, he said, was the sympa-
thetio strike, for they wers ususlly without
any cause or grievance, ratisfled labor being
compelled to cense work, break confidence
with employers and ruin their business,

Compulsory arbitration, . Coffin raid,

was' in hi# mind the only method for settling
isputes between employer and ﬂln‘\lnym,
oluntary arbitration is all very wall if It could
be aomuq'»hnlwd but his experience and ob-
servation had been that when arbitration was
{»rnpnu-d both sides wore juggling =o hard
o obtain the advantage that nothing was
m-romi-hnhml. A board of arbitration whe
ﬁropﬂr constituted under State laws woul
» & tribunal_which would command respect,
It would be Judge and jury, with, however,
the right of appeal to elvil conirts, This would
bring about quick action in labor troubles
and both ]'nr(lm to the controversy could
submit thelr cases to the board without loss
of dignity. Ilie believed every State would
have to adopt some such legislation, There
should be compulsory arbitration lawe passed
by each State cr an amendment to the Consti-
tution of the United States framed in such
manner that no misunderstanding between
rnbc-r and capital could unsettle social ends
or interfera with public businass or convenience
for any greatlength of time,
Bﬂardlnu the question of trusts, Mr. Cof-
n it was an enigmatical one, for th\u ques-
fon of what a trust is and where the line of
.}tsndod partoership ended and the bouuduhv
of trusts began wis one which required a deli-
cate scale weight. He would draw the line
at the same polut in the trust guestion as In
the labor problem—that was, just as soon as
any corporation began to use [ts power tocrush
p'\‘t opposition by unfair methods, such as
thc‘rawh Its ruodu from sale and refusing
to sell to those mndlmi v;;gvl not made by
that corporation—then he leved the cor-
cor tion became A menace to the people and
y the nation, and should ba suppressed. no
matter by what name or title it might be called,
whether trust, corporation or partnership.
The right to buy up every opponent for the
urpose of making a monopoly wus ungues-
onably, under the Constitution, one of the
privilogkes of any mav or T-»mhmmi.-n that
was able to do it, But if this power was not
exercised to prevent others from entering the
fleld of competition the graat combine would
fall by its excessive weight,

INCREASING POSTAL BUSINESS.

OMces Advanced and Salaries of Postmasters
Increased -Changes in New York.

WASHINGTON, June 14, -The annual re-
adjustment of postmasters’ salaries, just com=
pleted in the offoe of the First Assistant Posts
master=General, shows thas the wonderful in-
crease in the business at ofMees of the Presi-
dent lal class shown last year has been eclipsed
this year, making the present year in that re-
spect the bannar vear in the history of the pos-
tal service. The Presidential offiees now num-
ber 4,270, an increase of 256 over last year and
of 888 over 1504, and an increase of nearly 26
per cent, in seven years. These 4,270 offices

are divided as  follows: Twenty-seven
first  class; M2 second class, and 5,12
third eclass, In the adjustment  just

complated 15 second=class ofces have been
advanced to the first class, 110 third class to
second olass, and 215 fourth class to the third
olass, while only one of the first class has been
relegated to the second class, 7 from the
second to the third class, and 12 from the
third to the fourth class. Eight offices were
discontinued during the year and wmade sta-
tions of other offices,

Owing to the increased recelpts at Presiden-
tial oMoces during the year, 1,014 postmasters
will receive increased salaries on July 1, the in-
dividual increases ranglng from $100 to $1,000.
The latter amount will be allowed to the post-
masters at 8t. Paul, Minn., where his salary
will be increased from 84,000 to 5,000, and Mil-
waukee, Wis, which is increased from $5,000
to 86,000. The aggregate increase Lo the 1,014
Jostinasters 1= §236,100, or §28 300 in excess of
he increase last year, which was *.’u.ll) in
excess of anything allowed prior to that year.
One hundred and seventy-one postmasters will
recelve a reduction in nulur{. ranging from
$100 to 8300 each. The total reductions wil

MINEOLA’S FIRST VICTORY.

VICE-COMMODORE AUGUST BILIO.\'T'A
YACHT WINS FROM THE RAINBOW.

New York Yacht Club’s Regatta Marred
by Fickle Hreezes, Calms and Squalls-
Amorita Outsalls Quissetta and Gets Ben-
pett Cup — Vigllant  Heaten by Wasp.

Vice-Commodore August Belmont's Mineola
won the first race for the new T70-footers

yesterday, beating Cornelins Vanderbilt's
Rainbow by 1 minute and 13 seconds.
The race was sailed in the ffty-fourth

recatta of the New York Yacht Club,
and {t is doubtful if any one, not excepting
the owner of the Mineola, was satisfled
with the contest The weather Wwas more
fluky than that which favored the Atlantic
yachtsmen on Tuesday and almost every
sample of the Weather Burean's wares was fur-
nished. There were strong breezes, hard pulls,
light winds, winds that seemed to be coming
from all points of the compass at the same
time, “Paddy’s Hurricanes,”” and then to glve
s little spioe to the day the yachts crossed the
finishing line in a white squall. The regatta
was started ina whole sail breeze, but that
soon died out, and with little more than
steerage way the yachts drifted with the tide
balf way to the Southwest{ Spit. Then a light
breeze came in from the east and when the
racers did get olear of the Hook they found a
strong wind coming from the south southeast
This took them out to the 8andy Hook Light-
ship and back to the Hook, but inside the har-
bor it was as calm as when the vachts sailed
down the bay in the morning.

After passing the Southwest Spit on the way
home the wind blew gently from the west. A
squall was making up in the north and shortly
before the leaders reached the finishing ltne it
struck them and many had to shorten sail.
Each yacht had a ecertain amount of luck,
but taking the day through it is hard to say
if one got more of its share than another.
The Mineola was well handled and seemed to be
in better trim than the Rainbow. The former

has beep in commission for five weeks, und has
received more opoortunities to get in shape
than, the Ralnbow, and it may be to this
fact that her first victory is due more than
to anytning else, )

The Quissetta and Amorita met again and
after a close race the Amorita won. The
Quissetta led during the first part of the race,
but received a good lift when the wind ~hifted.
She maintained her advantage to the finish,
She was well handled throughout. The race
was not a fair test of the merits of the two
boats and yachtsmen will have to wait
until the two come together in a steady
breeza before they can judge which of the
two is to be the champion of her class this vear,
Commodore Perey Chubh's Vigilant went over
the long courss against the Queen Mab
and the Wasp for the Bennett cup. 'The
old Cup defender ralled o rattling od
race and was only a short distance behind
the new 70-footers at the finish.  She lost
the race however, to the Wasp on oorrected

time. The 8yce, too. did well andshe led
the smaller classes over the course. The
Hussar Il sailed against the Syce. At
one tme the Hussar by  the wind

ghifting was berthed about a mile to windward
of the Syos, but this advantage was soon lost,
and when it was seen that it was a hopeless
task to try to catch the Syce the Hussar
turned back.

MUSTN'T RUN FOR GOVER\NOR,
TRAOUGH, SAYS HIS FATHER,

Has Got to Quit Polities and Make Some
Money—Deputy Comptroller Levey Says
There’s Nothing ia Mack's Charges- Mr,
Mack Says There I»—Bankers Not Concerned
The charges against Comptroller Coler,

made to the Governor by Jacob W, Mack,

are not taken very seriously by either Mr,

Coler’s political friends or enemies in this city,

Deputy Comptroller Levey had a few things

to say on the matter yesterday. He declared

that he could not get away from the idea thet
the charges were brought forward for purs
pores “purely Journalistic® and would be
dropped now that they have been published.

“It {8 wue.” he said, “that Mr, Coler was in-
strumental in forming the syndicate that took
that iseue of bonds, He spent a great deal of
his time in getting men to bid and I guess the
city was made richer by several hundred thous-
and dollars as a result of his work in that di-
rection. It is evident from the form in which
the charges were preferred that Mr. Mack
does not understand the nature of the discus-
sion concerning the city's Constitutional debt
limit. The $12,000,000 bonds were for the old
city of New York about whose debt margin there
was no question; not for the consolidated city
whosa debt limit, the Comptroller declared,
had been exceeded. The policy of this oMee
has always been to sell the bonds in the way
that will net the city the greatest profits. If
this can be done by selling In parcels, they
are soid in parcels; if by selling In a lump, they
are sold in a lump. It Is true that some of the
smaller bids in 1808 did exceed the bids
for the whole amount; but if we had taken all
the bids for parcels and put them together,
the total premium would not have been so
large as that offered by the Produce Exchange
company. No combination of small parcels
could be made by which the city would not
have lost.”

Mr. Mack said that in bringing the charges
against Mr, Coler he had only acted as a cit-
jzen,

“I don't know Coler excepting by sight,”
he said, “and I am not Interested in any bank-
ing concern, nor am I a bidder for bonds. 1

‘have acted {n this case as 1 dld when 1 enjoined

the Board of Education from removing Secre-
tary Palmer last year. let me tell you that
wh;n has been sald about this whole matter
Laving been thrashed out in the courts is not
true. Only one phase of It was touched in the
court proceedings, and that was about the con-
ditional clause in the bids of some of the bank-
ers. The other things in the charges seem to

me to make out a very fine case against the
Comptroller. My attention was first brought
to Mr. Coler when I was chairman of the Coin-
mittee on Buildings of the Board of Education,
Coler was then giving out his debt limit fake all
the time, and he had held up all the work on
new echools, That his firm was (nterested
fn the Produce Fxchange Trust Company,
thers can be no doubt.

Cherry thieves shot and probably fatally
wounded a farmer in Maspeth, L. 1., vesterday.
The vieitim i= Michael Stember, 40 years old,
who lives on Trotting Conrse lane near the Dry
Harbor road. Farmer Stember has several
trees heavily laden with ripe fruit and for seve
cral days he has kept an eve on them while
e tolled in his flelds,  About 11 o'clock yes-
terday morning he saw the limbs of the trees
shaking and, believing that some one was steal-
ing the fruit, he ran toward them. He had
been at work in the barnyard and carried with
hiri a pitehfork he had been using. When a
short distance from the trees ho saw two young
men drop to the ground from the lower limba,
About that time a man employed on the farm
also saw the thiloves and started toward them.
He was uearer to them than the farmer and
was halted by a shot from a revolyer in the
hands of one of them. Stember did not stop
when the shot was fired, but kept on. waving
the pitohfork and calling to the men to get out,

He was an easy mark jand the revolver was
levelled at him. The first shot did not taks
effect, but the second struck him in the r la‘:
wrist, shattering the bones and causing
plichfork to fall from his grasp. A third shos
etruck him in the right side of the abdomen,
Ho fell and his as<ailants fled from the farm,
followed by the hired man, who was shouting
for help. X
