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CROKER IS lNVESTIGA,’

FOR A WAY TO SET TAMMANY |
RIGHT ON ANTISTRUST LINES.
The General Talk Is That If There Are Goats
Among the Sheep the Wilderness Yawns
for Them—Chief Will Get Right to Work
~Jdkely to He Natlonal Committeeman.

Richard Croker spent yesterday gathering in-
formation in regard to the political situation in-
gide Tammany Hall, in order to begin the
work of stralghtening out what tangles
exist in the organization, Mr. Croker would
not tell whether he had formed any opinion
as to the guilt or Innocencoe of Mayor
Vvan Wyek and the other men In the
organization holding city office who have
also beld Ice Trust stock. He stood by his
statement madejon Saturday that if Mayor Van
Wyck or any other official of the city was
guilty he should be removed from office
and punished. Mr. Croker said that he was
investigating and that he wouldn’t have any-
thing to say until he had finished his In-
westigation. This statement recalled
the fact that in 1889 on his return
from' Europe Mr. Croker announced
that he was going to investigate the action
of the Municipal Assembly in holding up
bond issues and promised that the
Tammany  organization would punish
the men who were responsible for the
enarl. Vice-Chairman John T. Oakley of the
Council, was the slated candidate for
Sheriff then and Lad received congratulations
from his friends. Mr. Oakley did not get the
nomination, 1t was gwen to William F. Grell.
Mr. Oakley's friends have said that the change
in the Tammany plans was not due to his
connection with the bond snarl but wus
on acocount of the need of a German
ocandidate on the Tammany ticket. Others
believe that Mr. Croker withheld the nomina-
tion because Mr. Oakley was mixed up In
the bond tangle. It was sald yester-
day that Mayor Van Wyck, If Mr
Croker bhecame offended at his conuection
with the Ice Trust, might find himsell in
the fall of 1901 without the nomination for
a Justiceship of the Supreme Court, which
he is said to desire, The Mayvor was on the
City Court benclh when he was nominared for
his present office, He enjoyed the life of &
Judge more than he has enjoyed being Mavor,

Mr. Croker is going to Tammany Hull this
week to it in the chair in which John Kelly
used to sit, behind the desk that used to be John
Kelly's. He does not know when he will go to
the Hall  Possibly it will be to-day. It is
more likely, however, to be tosmorrow. John
¥. Carroll is expected to be at Tammany Hall
to-day ns nsual, between 1) o'clock and 1 o’clock.
Mr. Carroll did not go to the Democratic Club
yesterday. It is not his custom to visit the
club on Sunduvs when he is living at his country
home in Far Rockaway, but some of the mem=
bers of the organization who don’t like Mr.
Carroll declared that his absence yesterday
meant that there really existed the coolness
between him and Mr. Croker which they hope
exists. Mr. Carroll's friends said that, on the
other hand, his absence from the club meant
that he and Mr. Croker nnderstood each other
80 thoroughly that thers was no necessity of
his altering his custom. Mr. Carroll's friends
also said that he was perfectly willing that Mr.
Croker should learn how Tammany had been
managed during his absence from other lips
than his.  The men who said this declared that,
In view of the attacks which have been made
on Mr. Carroll, that gentleman was anxious that
Mr. Croker should &ear on what they wers based
wnd the reasons for them in full before any
extonded defence was mada.  Mr. Carroll’s ad-
mirers, of whom there are a t many, declare
that he 18 confident that Mr. Croker will not
find anything in the record of the last six months
on which to censure Mr. Carroll.  Mr. Croker
would not say anything about the matter yes-
terday.

All the Tammany statesmen agree that Mr.
{roker is very much put out over the ice ECAl-
dal. The men who are to run the campaign
realize that the Tammany spellbinders will
not be in a position to get very elogquent over
the groat anti-trust issue. Mr. Croker has said
that he bhelieves that trusts are the greatest
danger that menaces the nation.  Last fall he
gve out an interview in which he said that
resident MceKinley was owned by the trusts,
and that unless folks watched out, the mon-
sters would gobble up the entire nation, He
attacked the gas companies in the winter of
1898-00. and =aid that there should be a muni-
cipal gas plant, The Tammany Executive
Committec passed resolutions demanding legis-
lative action which would permit the city to
build gas works. The corporations now en-
gaged in the manufacture of gas were de-
nounced as trusts which squeezed the very
life out of the people, When Mr. Croker first
became interested in the Auto-Truck Com-
tum)' ha wus careful to explain that while
he company expected to do all the trucking
in the city, the truckmen who had horses
needn't fear, for their businass would be bought
at fair prices. He said. too, that the drivers
of trucks needn't fear, for they would be
employed by his company., On Saturday
Mr, Croker said he thought that anti-trust
and anti-imperialism would be the great issues
of the campaign this fall.

n view of these facts It was declarad by all
yesterday that Mr. Croker would have to make
an example of some one’ “to convince people
that Tammany is against trusts.” Every one
guessed who would be sacrificed.  Mr. Caroll s
name was mentioned by his enemies. Mayor
Van Wyck's name was mentioned by the men
whodon't likehim. The books of the American
Ice Company show that Mr. Croker holds 1,500
g{mrm. of stock, but his name was not mentioned.

ut it was predicted that some one would be

unished severely and publicly in order that
ammany might howl against trusts during
the campaign this fall.

MATTHEW STANLEY QUAY.
Indications That He Will Have Hanna's Sup-
port for U. 8. Senator.

PHILADELPHIA, June 24.—Just before starte
Ing for his home in Cleveland, Senator Hanna
made a call upon State Senator Magee of Pitts-
burg, and remained in conference with him for
more than an hour. Senator Hanna asked
Magee how many Republicans went into the
caucus for United States Senator at Harrisburg
last January; how the vote stood, and the
names of the Semators and members of the
House who went into that caucus and then
refused Lo vote for the candidate of the caucus.

National Chairman Hanna asked Magee if
he belleved there would be a repetition of that
action next January when the legislature
convenes for the election of a Senator, and the
Ohio Benator clearly manifested his surprise
when Magee flippanty informed him he thought
there would be.

Senator Hanna, after hearing all the facts
in the case, told Magee that the spontaneous
and so decidedly marked demonstration for
Senator Quay on the purt of delegates and
people to the National Convention from every
State in the Union, and the unity of the Penn-
sylvania delegation In supporting Senator
Quay was a revelation to him, and that he de-
sired to say to Senator Magee, 5o that he could
communicate it to those who atter uung part
in a Republican caucus retused to be bound
by its action, that the Admiuistration desired
party regularity; that the Nationul Comunit
w..ufd put its seal of condemnation upon
such proceedings as that which characterized
the caucus of the Pennsylvania Legislature
last winter,

Senator Hanna especially warned ator
Magee against entering into *Fusion” schemes
for the election of “Insurgent” members of the
Legislature of 'omn)lum;h as he feared it
might not only lose a Republican Senator, but
might result in the defeat of probably four or
five Republican Congressmen in the State,
From this time forth during the uext four
vears regularity of party usage will prevail
with tha‘ih-'pub icans of Pennsy lvania, as Sen-
ator Hanna's parting injunction to Magee was:
“There must be no sulking in Pennsylvania
during this campaign.”

TWO TAILS TO BRYAN'S KITE,

Does the Oolonel Still Belleve That Two Run-
ning Mates Are Better Than One?

LINCOLN, Neb., June 24.—W J Bryan has
received hundreds of letters inquiring whether
or not he wants two tails to his kite or will in-
sist on one, but Bryan remains mute on this
subject. In Nebraske the belief is general
that Bryan desires two tails, similar to 1508,
An authority on that subject says:

“In his book reviewing the last Presidential
written shortly after its close,
Bryan, referring to the nnprecedented anoms-

aly of a Presidential ticket with two candi-

dates for the Vice-Presidency, says:

“‘Looking back over the campaign, I am
now convinced that undar the conditions then
two  Vice-Presidential candidates
were better than one, and that, notwithstand-
ing the embarrassment at the time, the silver
cause made a better showing than it would
have done if Mr. Sewall had withdrawn in fa-
vor of Mr, Watson or Mr, Watson in favor of
Mr, Sewall.'

*This qualified indorsement of the two-
tailed system prompts the question, Does
Mr. Bryan want two runnlnf mates again In
the campalgn of 1900? Reading his statement
critically, it refers only to the conditions as
they existed four years ago, and would be ap-
plicable to-day only case the present con-
ditions are substan y similar. In what re-
apect, then, are the conditions in 1900 differ-
ent from those in 1898 so far as the fusion can-
didate for the Presidency is concerned?

“Mr. Bryan is already the duly
candidate of the Populist party, and the Pop-
ulists, in spite of hia protest, have gone on and
linked to him a candidate for the Vice-Presi-
dency who does not subscribe to the Demo-
cratic ereed. The forces to whom Mr. Bryan
must look for support, however, are to all in-
tents and purposes the same as four years ago.
They conkist of a conglomeration of antago-
nistio elements, organized loosely under three
different [m.rl* names, each of them insistent
upon voting for men only who conform en-
"M{ to their versioh of the popular demand
on all the publie issues.

“So f{ar Mr. Bryan seems to be the only
man at home on all fusion tickets, while to force
a Democrat for Viee-President on the Populists
or a Populist on the Democrats seems to threaten
as great dissension now as it did four years ago,
Would not the withdrawal of Mr., Towne in
favor of the choice of the Kansas City Conven-
tion excite as much objection Amogg the Popu-
lists a* would the suppression of Tom Watson
in 1808? And would not the indorsement of
Mr. Towne by the Kansas City Convention
alienate as many Democrats as would have
been driven away by the substitution of Watson
for Sewall in the last numrnian?

“Taking into consideration all these circum-
stances, then, Is it not fair to assume that the
same reasoning that led Mr. Bryan to the con-
clusion that two Vice-Presidential candidates
were better than one in 1888 holds good with
reference to the nominations for 1900, and that
Mr. Bryvan's peraonal view of the situation
favors another contest with himself at the head
of a two-tailed ticket?"

A SUNDAY MESSAGE ;.CIIVR” BY
SENATOR PLATT.

Mr. Platt Was Thinking of Luther Little ov
Howard Carroll for President of the County
Committee—Decision Reserved Pending the
Conference of Local Leaders on Tuesday.

Senator Platt is gaining in bodily strength
every duy. Yesterday he left his apartment in
the Fifth Avenue Hotel and visited his friends
in the corridors downstairs. In the afternoon
he had a long drive. At5o0’clock he was in the
parlor of his upartment when he received a
card reading:

AMOS M. KNAPP,
Repreaenting Gov. Roosevelt

Mr. Knapp is the confidential messenger of
the Governor. He had just come from Oyster
Bay. Hecame upand handed a letter to Sen-
ator Platt from Gov. Roosevelt. The Benator
ripped it open, read its contents, bowed to Mr,
Knapp and said:

“Will you kindly convey my compliments and
thanks to the Governor?"

The Governor's letter to Senator Platt referred
to Gen. Francis Vinton Greene, Moreover, the
Governor's letter suggested to Senator Platt
the advisability of not changing the programme
to make Gen, Gireene President of the New
York County Committee. Gov. Roosevelt
wrote of Gen Greene in the highest
terms. Senator Platt seemed to be pleased
with Gov, Roosevelt's letter, While at no time,
either during the Philadelphia Convention or
sinoe, has Senator Platt had anything unkind
to say of Gen. Gireene, he nevertheless, in
personal conversation, has sald that Gen.
Greene possibly was a little forward in giving
advice and suggestions at Philadelphia. Senator

Platt recogmzes, he said, the great qualities
ol Gen. Greene, but he insisted yesterday
that Gen. Greene had no authority and
that it was lacking in guod poliucal
taste for him to atiempt to advise Gov,
Koosevelt on & matter which promised
to be one of the greatest points in the Gov-
ernor's career, and that, too, without consulia-
tion with Senator Platt, Senator Depew, Chair-
man Odell ana the others who are suppe o
be in charge of the Kepublican party of the
Siate of New York. Senator Platt said yes-
terday that Gen. Greene wus a new and worthy
manin politics but that it was unpleasant to re-
member that Gen. Gireene on his first appear-
ance on the politicul swaxe should have at-
tempted to thwart the demand of the purl( for
the nomination of Gov. Roosevelt for Vice-
President.
“He'll loarn better after a while,'’ said Sena-
tor Platt. ""He's a good fellow, he's a sraight-
forward and upright man, und it seems that his
experience in Philadelphia will be ol some
profit to himself in the future,
A~ 4 atter of fact, after Senator Platt re-
ceived the letter from Gov. Roosevelt late yes-
terday afternoon the Tioga chieltain was more
leasantly inclined toward Gen, Greene. Still,
gt'nllor i’lau has called together the intlu-
entinl members of the Republican jarty
to meet him at the Fifth Avenue Hotel
on Tuesday night to discuss the availability
of Gen. Greene. Nenator Platt said that while
he desired to respect the Governor’'s wishes, he
nevertheless, had two others unaer considera-
tion for Mr. Quigg's successor as President of
the New York County Committee, Neverthe-
less, the situation would be gone over carefully
and no hasty acticn would taken. The two
names that he had under consideration were
those of Luther B Little and Gen. Howard Car-
roil, Senator Platt said he did not believe that
Gen. Carroll's business Interests Would permit
him to take the place. Hespoke highly of Mr,
Little and said that he and Chairman Odell of
the Republican State Committee would discuss
to-day the adyisacility of making Mr. Litt|e the
President of the County Comuittee. Mr, Little
was formerly one of the upolitical writers
of the New York Times, He has attended
most of the Republican National Conventions
since 1880. After the death of John C. Reid. he
was made culef of the literary bureau of the

He Will Make Speeches in the Larger Citles
and Do the Rest on His Front Porch.

laNcoLN, Neb.,, June 24—~ Mr. Bryan's
family, minus Mr. Bryan, arrived home to-day
from their Wisconsin fishing trip. Mr. Bryan
stayed over in Chicago another day to cone
sult with some Fastern Democrats, who wired
that they desired to meet him. The general
outlines of Mr. Bryan's vampaign have been
agreed upon. He will receive the Committes
of Notification at his home here and will re-
main bers during the greater part of the cam-

paign. He will receive all delf*ulom of Damo-
crats who desire to call upon him, and he will
make no campaign tour of the country from
the rear platform of a train or otherwise. He
will, however, from time to time during the
campaign visit the larger oities of the country
and deliver speeches, which will be used as
campaign documents. He has been deluged
with requests for speeches, but if he has his
way about it he will speak only in New York,
Philadel \hl}l and the larger oities of the Middle
and middld Western States,

Thin decision was arrived at by Mr. Bryan
weeks ago and was not due to any suggestions
by Chairman Jones although it accords with
his opinion as well as with the adviee of personal
friends who feared the effect upon his health
of a repetition of his labors of four years ago.
It i# expected that he will deliver an address
in Chicago on Labor Day. which will he signifi-
cant because of the conditions that have ex-
istad for months in labor ecireles there. In
other respects Mr. Bryan's campalgn will re-
semble that inade famous by President McKin-
ley four years ago. His front porch has heen
enlarged to twice its ordinary area

Mr. Bryan expects, however, to pay his at-
tent'on to the doubtful States during the closing
month of the campaign if the occasion de-
mands it. To his per-onal friends here he
makes no secret of his belief that his election
this year is a certainty.  As they put it, he made
his personal canvass four years ago because
the people did not know him and it was nec-
essary for him to personally appear to refute
some of the stories told about him. Sinee
then he believes they have become better je-
gnainted with him and his beliefs, and that no
campaign alarms can arrange the conserva-
tive element against him solidly.

11TTLE ROCK, Ark.. June 24.—The Democratio
State Convention to nominate a State ticket
and select delogates-at-large to the Kansas
City Convention will meet in this city on Tues-
day. The State officers will be nominated

without a contest. as the candidates were g
lected by primary elections,  Attorney-Gen-
eral Jefl Davis carried every county in the
State for Governor. It is conceded that Sena-
tors James K. Jones and James H. Berry, ox-
Gov.

The resolutions said that it was evident that
the present Administration was totally governed
by Evgland and English influences, although
England had ever baen the bitter and reient-
less foe of this nation. “A crisis of the affairs
of the nation s upon us,,” the resolution said,
“and the Administration is drawing this coun-
try as an ally of Kngland into the ruin which is
about to overwhelm England."

CLUMP-CLAW AND FOUR-EYES.

Some Phases of Life as Seen in One of the
Taoks at the Aquarium,

In one of the tanks of the gallery tier on the
salt water side at the Aquarium show s a
“four-eyed” fish; this fish being so-called on
account of two spots on its body, one on either
side near the tall, which look lke eyes and
which, with its two real eyes, give it the ap-
pearance of being four-eyed. Four-eyes is
about four inches long, and shaped like a water
melon seed, it swims on edge and moves with
lightning-like rapidity. It is withal, a very
pretty little fish. = Most of the four-eyed fishes
seen here come from Bermuda, but this par-
ticular one came from Gravesend Bay. )

In the same tank with four-eyes there is
a little cluip-claw crab, less than an inch in
length. How it got there nobody knows, but
it {4 not unusual for strange creatures to find
their way into the tanks in one way and an-
another. This little clump-claw, then perhaps
as big as the sharpened tip of a pencil lead,
was probable thrown into the tank at some
time with the food for four-eyes. Now it
makes its home under the edge of an overhang-
ing rock that is bedded in the gravel on the
bottom of the tank. The gravel in the tank
is of & dark brown color, due to its being cov-
ered with a minute form of marine vegetation.
In making a home for himeelf under that over-
hanging rock, clump-claw has dug out the
gravel there and pushed it ont in front. The
gravel thus upturned, not covered with the
vegetable growth, looks . like Juwst what it is,
a little mound of freshly dug earth, thrown
out there in front of clump-claw's domicile.

Clump-claw sits in under that overhanging
rock ns a person might set on the porch of a
house; and from there he can easily back in
under the rock out of sight, which he does if
frightened. To clump-claw, no doubt, four-
eyes looks like a terrible monster, that would
destroy him if it could; and when that odd,
graceful, and pretty little fish comes swimming
near clump-claw’s home, the tiny crab draws
back in and dh-ur[mrn. and when the monster
has gone by little clump-claw comes out and
sits on his '{mmn again.

JAPANESE LABORERS INTIMIDATED,

Driven From Thelr Work by Masked Men and
Ordered to Leave the Country.
HAELENA, Mon. June 24.—-Two days ago Sher
iff Davidson was notifled that unknown men had
driven off a party of Japanese who were worke
ing for the Great Northern Railroad at Wolp
Creek, and he was asked to send up an officin]
to investigate, and, if possible, to arrest 1hg
people who had intimidated the Orientls,
Aocording to the story told by Deputy (yse
kelly, on Thursday evening a party or men,
estimated to number twenty, each of whom
had his features concealed by a handkerchint
worn over the face, made a call on the Japanese
camp. The Japanese laborers had teen dj.
vided Into two parties of gix each,andjthey made
their headquarters in two tents not far from
the station at Wolf Creek. They were in char
of two guards, and in addition there v«‘m‘:
third man who acted as interpreter and who
overlooked the operations of the two gangs,
When the masked men appe they ore
dered the guards to go to the station, and then
they hustled the Japanese into a wagon, which
was driven down the road % within a few miles
of Craig. Then they were unloaded and told
to f” out of the country. The Japanese went
to Cralg and the next morning they were taken
by the railroad back to the camp at Wolf Creek.
On Friday the two guards in charze of the
Japanese gave up their jobs and on Friday
evening a party of six or seven men again visited
the Japs. They suceeeded in rounding up only
about six or seven, and these were hustled
into a wagon and started toward (Craig. The
arty of intimidators was not disguised on
riday night, and the members were not so
gentle with the Jups as on the first night. Threa
of the Orientals were beaten about the head
| with revolvers, and while they were not seri
ously injured their bruises were painful.  As
on Thursday night, the laborers wera taken
down the road toward Craig and warned to
leave the country, which they did.
Similar trouble ix expected at saveral pointg
along the line, vet the Japanese, who work
for almost notging, are not removed.

BOYCOIT CAUSES PARALVYSIS.

Toledo Steamboat Man in Danger of Death

owned by Quale, stranded on a sand bar and
lay within sight of the city until 2.0'clock in the
morning wit: 1,200 pa-sengers on board,
Among them were many women with children
who came out for the ride. There were also a
number of drunken men and women who got
on at l'rm«nx.n Isle and fought during partof
the night. Several women fainted from lear

Mr. Quale was on hoar(, but was unable te
control the disorderlv churacters. He prome
ised that a8 the passengers were delayved past
the scheduled car time he would provide street
cars at his own cost, The passengers after-
ward were charged car fare, and local indigna=
tion over the whole occurrence started the t oy«
cott, On Friday night it reached its holnk\t
when a crowd gathered on the dock and pre-
vented any passengers going out. The line was
tied up and the crowd departed promising to
return every night

The next morning Mr. Quale was seized with
paralysis and has not sinoe recoverad consciouse
ness.
