would seem to be grave danger that unless
some remedial action is taken the shade will
be entirely lost, and the trees themselve-, sapped
of their jimees, wither and die. The actual
damage to the attractiveness and consequent
value of property in that region of the city
is not yet very apparent, but it will be before
the summer is over

It is too late now for preventive measures,
Those should have been taken in the winter
by destroying the egg masses which are easily
scraped off the trees, All that can be done
now is to spray the nfested leafage with jn-
fusions of Paris green and other poisons, thereby
killing the caterpillars. It is an expensive
operation, but it is less costly than the lo«s of
shade trees. The most successful method of
destroying these pests before they have reached
the point of doing harm is that adopted in the
city of Rochester some time ago and imilated
in Saratoga Springs this year. A reward was
offered to school children for collecting the
egg masses, The reward money cost the city
little and resulted in the destruction of m'llions
of eggs which would have hatched out into
caterpillars with large appetites for folinge,
