GAYNOR REMOVAL CASE UP,

Supplementing the Georgia Indictment by
Evidence Given Here.

The hearing In the proceedings looking
toward the removal of Benjamin D. Green
and John F. Gaynor, W. I'. Gaynor and E. H.
Gaynor from the jurizdiction of the United
States Distriet Court here to Georgia waa re-
sumed vesterday before United States Com-
missioner Shields.

Spriakies 100,000 Gallons of FMuid and
Leaves Itallan Dens Almost Clean.

The Health Department officials started out
yesterday morning on a grand disinfecting
orusade of the Itallan quarter in and around
Elizabeth, Grand and Mulberry streets as the
beginning of a series of rather radical steps
in preparing certain sections of the city against
any contagious disease. The trip was the
result of an excursion President Michael C.
Murphy recently made into the section. He
saw lots of things going wrong in the tenement
houses of that district and others and he told
his men to get in and distinguish themselves
by doing some hard work.

They did it. | From 8 o'cdlock until late in the
day when the 'men quit work they had ex-
amined about one thousand tenement houses
and had distributed more than 100,000 gallons
of dhlnlo?mm according to Dr. F. H. Dilling-
ham, Assistant Sanitary Su lmoudem who
had charge of the disinfecting col
Dillingham and Dr. Alonzo l!lnuvalt Chief Of
the Bureau of Contagious Diseases, nearl
one hundred men at Grand and FEl
strents at 8 A, M. There were soventy sanitary
policemen under command of Sergt. Gehegan,
and about twenty-tfive other men from the
Health Departinent. They had two trucks
loaded down with a germicide disinfectant in

owder form and two big sprinkling ocarts.
