in New Jersey than they are to go to one of
the quiet New FEngland resorts. That they
will continue most of the time In thelr own
Canton home i= more probable than either,
The reason for this is that here they can apend
the time !n greater freedom from official
formalities, and secure more actual rest and
recreation than elsewhera. New evidence of
this was furnished only this morning. They
wanted to take a drive, and they did ft
just as any Cantonian wonld. The stable was
telephoned for the rig, the quiet family team
which Mrs. McKinley prefers to the more
showy sorrels behind which the President ee-
ecorted Goy Roosevelt to his home.

BANKER TEWKSBURY GONE?

OFFICE FULL OF LAMENTING CUS-
TONERS, INCLUDING WOMEN,

Sheriff Cau’t Find Any Assets- It's the Second
Time the Droggist-Financler Has Been Up
Against It -Settled Hi9 Debts the Other
Time—~His Horse Robert J. Has Gone Also.

Lewis . Tewksbury, who has advertised him-
self extenslvely as the head of the firm of
“Lewis G. Tewksbury & Co., Bankers, 12 Broad-
way,” hasu't been in his oMee for two weeks,
and If those who ought to know where heis
really do know, they wont tell Shenff Grell or
any of Mr. Tewksburyv's customers. Al the
customers have been in 4 state of mind over the
disappearance for several davs, and one of
them, W Browning Johnson of 20 Weat Forty -
ninth street, got out & writ of attachment on
Thursday for $12,472.50 Johnsonalleges that this
amount is due him from the coucern, and having
reason to believe that Tewksbury has |eft the
State and removed his property, he asked the
courts to come to his rescue.  This attachment
wadserved by Deputy Sheniff lLeavitt yestere
day morning amid sighs and moans from many
of the other creditors. None of these creditors
would tell his or her name but rumor credited
various ones with a balance on Tewksbury's
books of from $10 to $00,000, the total reaching
as much as$400,000. How much of this is true
no one in a position to know and to tell would
sAy yesterday

Tewksbury has been a character in New York
ever since he came here from Manchester, N,
H, in 1888. He had owned a drug store in Man-
cheater, but had also a soul above soda water,
He opened a banking house at 3 Broadway,
advertised extensively, paid well for deposits,
did a general brokerage businessand prospered.
He joined the Consolidated Stock and Petroe
leum Exchange and the New York Produce
Exchange, indulged his taste for the finest pace
ing and trotting horses, built a splendid house
at 20 West Seventy-second street and became
one of the flyures of the metropolis  His
horses, which inclnded at one time both Joha R,
Gentry and Robert J , were a good advertises
ment as well as a source of pleasure,

But the going in Wall Street was not always
As smooth as it was on the roads, Hismethods
of financiering did not meot with the full ap-
proval of the Consolidated Exchange. In 1805
he was suspended for a vear., When his sus-
pension expiged the Exchange refused to reads-
mit him unless he would jermit its oMoeers to
examine his books. He decl.ned the honor and
sold his seat. In June, July and August of
the year 1897 the daposits In Tewksbury's
“bank " dwindled and he <old out to another
crowd, which assumed all of hisobligations ex-
cept those of a few creditors, who preferred to
settle with Tewksbury. He settled in such a
manner that he was able to proceed with his
financiering. But he lost his Seventyesacond
street house, which was sald to have onst $800,~
000

He opened comfortable oMees at 82 Broadway
with a fine line of flamboyant =igus in hlack
and gold eramel, telling of what he could and
would do in his capacity of banker and broker,
advertised more extensively than ever, and,
apparently, was doing well l.ately he hns
dealt in stocks, cotton and grain for out-of-
town speculators largely, but those in theknow

say that the restricted market has interfered
with his protits The confidence of his cuse
tomers was, however, unshaken,

Among them was W. Browning Johnson. In
the aMdavit on which Mr. Johnson got his at-
tachment and which was made before Justice
McAdam of the Supreme Court Johnson aileges
that on Mav 14 last he deposited 83,470 and on
June 1 82,500 as 8 margin on stock transactions,
Tewksbury & Co. agreeing to act as_brokers
and s-uro_hw such ~tocks and bonds a< Johnson
::whx d direct and also to sell then on his order,

nJul

11 Johnson orderad all his stock rold
out and that same day he demanded a settle-
ment. He was told to come around next dav.
This he did, repeating his demand. Mr Ham-
mond, the order clerk, toid hir: he would have
to waitand see Henry M. Johnson of Nlies &
Johnson, 11 Broadway, »ho was counse! for the
firm. The next dayv, Johnson swears, he was
summoned by telephone tolawyer Johnson's
oﬂlr where the latter said this to him:

"l am very sorry toinform you that the firm
of Tewksbury & Co. isbroke. They have no
asseta, Thers is nothing for you to attach.
Lewis G. Tewksbury, the principal ﬁwmber of
the firm bas absconded, taking with hini, as far
as I can learn, all the assets of the firm. 1 don't
know where he has gone. 1know of a woman,
& cllent of the defendant, who has a claim
against this firm of upward of $40,000. 1 have
searched but I cannot find any assets.”

W. Browning Johnson then looked up Alex-
ander M. Lowry, who gets the credit (or he.
ing the “Co” of the irm. Jowry savs heisn't
the “Co.”” He says he's only the manager, gote
ting 838.50 a week, wiich he thinks is a nighty
small salary congidering that he was called
upon to rmmotu-sgr»ld mipe in Calitornia, a
co?er mine in Arizona, a gold and copper mine
in British Columbia, A lead mine in Joplin, Mo,
a water power scheme in Delaware county,
N Y, anda natural gas woll near Indianapolis.
Johnson alleges that lLowry declared he was
as much surprised as any oneover the condition
of the company's affairs

PANIC OVER THEIR LOSS.

Poisoning Has Been Golng On for F'wo Years
and It Is Estimated That 1,000 Horses
Have Been Klilled—-Over 832,000 Ralsed to
Seek the Polsoner—Arsenio Put In Feed.

The fruit pedlers on the East Side are in a
panic over the wholesale polsoning of their
horses. They ralsed a fund yesterday of $2,250
to be used In running down the poisoner,
Thirty members of the Fruit Pedlers’ Associa-
tion contributed to the fund. Ten gave $100
each and ten $78 each. More money will be
ralsed In a few days. The money has been
placed with Dr. George Cohen, a veterinary
surgeon at 135 Div.sion street, and private de-
tectives have been hired to run down the pols-
oner,

The fruit pedlers say thatthe polsoning of
their horses has been going on for more than
two years, and they estimate that 1,000 horses
have been killed. Aboutsix months agoone man
was suspacted of doing the polsoning. He was
arrested and a lot of money was spent to secure
his conviction. The courts decided that he
wasn't gufity. Business jealousy is given as
the reason for the poisoning. It is & singular
fact that most of the horses poisoned belonged
to pedlers around Ludlow and Division
streets, although other frult pedlers have
suffered, too. Examination of the horses’
bedies afier death showed that arsenic had
been used in large quantities,

Within the last ten days fifty-eight Lorses
have been killed. The pedlers say that their
animals were worth about $150 aplece. The
horses left.the stables apparently wall and In
good condition. It takes the pedlers about nine
hours to go to the market and get loads of fruit,
In some cases the horses died in the atreset on
the way back from the market,
sions they were just barely able to stagger back
to the stables and died in the stalls. The ped-
lers have become so frightened that when they
take their horses trom the stables they naver
expect tahring them back again allve,
