EastHAMPTON, L. L, July 24.—A swirling
sea puss swept the beach yesterday morning
and ied seaward seven young women who
were bathing in the surf, besides badly fright-
enhing a soore of other bathers who wers caught
{n the treacherous current and escaped from
ity grasp only after a hard strugkle.

Clapp, Mlss Cornelia Lee,
Miss Marion Eidlitz, Miss Phyllils De Kay,
Miss Marjorie Rios, daughter of Dr. . C. Rlce
of New York, and Miss Antolnetta Erhardt,
daughter of Joel B. Erhardt, formerly Col-
lector of the Port of New York, were in the water
as far as they oould go without getting out of
their depth, when Everett J. Edwards, the life
guard, remarked to his partner, Frank Barnes,
that the young people were venturing out
rather far, Just as he spoke & sea puss swept
in and {n an instant the whole party were car-
tied off thelr feet and out. The two guards
rushed down the beach and wera half way to
the struggling bathers before the latter ut-
tered a cry for help and befors those on the
bheach were aware that anything was wrong.

Miss Erhardt was the only one of the seven
who oould swim and grasping for Miss lLee,
who was neareet to her, held her up and called
for help. The cries brought wssistance quickly.
By this time Edwards, who s a powerful man,
had reached Miss Erhardt, who had aiready
sunk under her burden, and, grasping the two
women and Miss Eldlitz, kept the thres afloat
by desperate efforta.

Aurry orders for new freight cars have been
sent to car faotories in tiie West by the rall-
roads traversing Kansas, and requests have
been received by Eastern rallroads for the loan
of oars with which to move the unexpectedly
large quantity of wheat that is coming In from
the Kansas flelds, Most of the Southwestern
rallronds have been caught unpreparsd by the
rap d movement of wheat in Kansas.

Raports from the oorn region In southeastern
Kansas indivates an extraordinary crop of corn
this fall, and the rallroads are ordering hun-
dreds of additional cars in order to be ready to
handle this big corn crop promptly.

WEERLY CROP BULLETIN,
Qonditions of the Various Crops Throughout
the Counntry.

WasHINGTON, July 24 —The weekly summary
of crop conditions [ssued to-day by the Weather
Bureau says:

Radn {8 very generally needed in the Atlantic
coast districts north of Florida, the drought
being quite severs fin the Carolinas, New Jarsey
and portions of New Englund, while too mueh
rain has fallen over portions r;'.thp central val-
leys, northern Taxas, the central Gulf States
and northern Florida. Very favorable temper-
ature conditions have prevailed during the
week, exoept in the Middle Atlantio States,
upper Missouri Valley, and over portions of
Washington and Oregon, where unusually high
temperatures have been detrimental to eropa.

While the condition of corn in Kansas and Ne-
braska has improved the reporta indicate that
much of the early crop inportions of these
Btates has b een serfously injured by drought. In
the other great corn States of the oentral val-
leya the orop has made rapld growth under
highly favorable conditions. Throughout the
Atlantic Coast distriota corn Is generally in need
of rain.

Ré#ins have Interfered with threshing and the
completion of winter wheat harvest where un-
finisiied over the more northerly section: of the
central valleys, but the conditions have been
highly favorable for harvesting in the Middle
Atlantic Btates and on the north Pacific Coast.
In the central valleys and Lak» region harvest-
ing and threshing have not only been delayed,
but rains have caused Injury to grain in shock
in portions of these districts

Spring wheat harvest is In general progress
fn South Dukota and portions of Minnesota,
and has bagun in North Dakota. In South Da-
kota and Minnesota the crop has made ad-
vanoement, although excessive rains ¥nd local

hailstorma have caused some damage in south-
Iu North Dakota the

{n Uregon and Washington the crop hassuf-
fered from hLot winds

Oat harvest (s nearing completion in the cen-
tral valleys, where the orop has suffered to
sor e extent from rains,

Haying has been interrupted and the orop
dam :weﬁ to some extent by rains {n the central
valleys. In New York and New England hay-
{ng 18 practically finlshed, the yield in New
York being bettar than expected.

FPINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

TurspaY, July 24,

The Indications discernible in yesterday's
stook market, that a culminating point in the
narrow, professional speculation had been
reached, were confirmed to-day. As a rule, the
first prices this morning were the highest re-
corded. In a few stocks prices were bid up
fractionally, but in only two was there a mater-
fal advance upon the final figures of yesterday.
These stocks were Amerioan Tobaoco and
Bugar Reflning. There was extensive buying
of each of them that naturally stimulated the
@eneral trading. In consequence the two
stocks supplled nearly one-third of the
small totil transactions, The early advance
in Sugar Refining was nearly 2 points, but all
of it waslost in the subsequent trading. The
speculation in Sugar Refining was based upon
expectations of a further advanoe In the price
of refined sugars, American Tobacco enjoyed
a maximum rise of 4 points and closed 2% per
cent. higher than yesterday. This was the only
noteworthy net gain recorded. The Street at-
tributed the movement to operations by in-
siders and assumed that {t was based upon data
avallable to them, that the next quarterly re-
port of the company will make an exceptionally
favorable showing,

The reactionary movement was most pro-
nounced {n Brooklyn Rapld Transit, which
ranked third in respact to activity. The
decision of the Appellate Division of the
Supreme Court in favor of the company on
tho question of itsa right to charge a 10-cent
fare ;to Coney Island was evidently taken
advantage of both yesterday afternoon and
to-day, to dispose of a good deal of the stock
that was held speculatively. In the rallway
list Unlon Pacifio common received the most
attention, but the decline in it was not more
than the average in other stooks, namely, about
1 per cent. The market for the iron and steel
stocks reacted both In respeot to activity and
prices, with Tennessee Coal and Iron suffering
the greatest net loss.

The broadening tendenoy of yesterday's
market disappeared to-day, chiefly because
efforts to advanoe prioes were followed by a
desire to take profits. The unsatisfactory
oondition of the European money and seourity
markets wus reflected In sales on balance
through arbitrage houses of about 20,000 shares.
The ocondition of those markets is made plain
by the fact that British consols closed weak at
2% points under par. It is also to be noted that
the British Treasury |8 borrowing money for
nine months at a shade over 4 per cent. and for
twelve mouths at slightly under that rate.
The market for English raliway securities
was depressed by fears of strikes on
two or thres of the more important
rallway Hnes. Moreover, English industries are
hampered by an {uadequate supply of coal, fron
and ootton, These ciroumstances, together
with Europe’s appreciation of the seriousness
of the Chinese situation and ita disturbing pos-
sibllities, have absolutely deprived this market
of the support of foreign =peoulators and in-
vestors. During the last hour it became ap-
parent that domestic support was also lacking,
for prices yielded eaaily, and In some cases ma-
terially, under comparatively moderate selling.
The olosing was, in the main, heavy.
