I'he other handlcap scheduled was an over-
night affair for four-year-olds and upward, at
one mile and a sixteenth, Bondman and Gen.
Mart Gary declined the lssue, leaving five to go,
of which Raffaello and Blue Devil closed equal
favorites at 5to 2. Old Maximo Gomez, with
the steadier of 128 pounds in the saddle, was
freely backed at 4 to 1, and when Clawson
called on him, the sturdy som of Victory
—Quesal, easily ran down the pacemaker, Bettle
Gray, and won by two lengths. J. E. McDon-
ald’s mare barely squeezed into the place a
head in front of Raffaello,

The only two-year-old event on the card was
ada-h for youngsters that had run and not
won at the mecting.

TRAVIS AND TERRY, JR., WIN

TREY CAPTURE THE SEMI-FINAL

PUTS HER BEHIND THE SCHEDU LE.

Century Rider Loses Eighteen Hours, but De-
termines to Make It Up—Cycling Clubs
Tarn Out in Spite of Stormy Weather—New
York L. A, W. Division Again Leads.

The weather is beginning to beat Mrs. Emma
Bayne, who is seeking a record for the greatest
number of single oenturies in thirty days.
Wednesday was her day to ride adouble century
and it was necessary for her to do it in order to
keep up with her schedule. She finished a single
century that brought her up to 2,500 miles at
0:30 o'clock Wednesday evening, and stopped
for supper before going on for the other 100
miles. Before she was ready to start it be-
gan to rain, It poured all night and Mrs.
Bayne did not go out. The rain of yesterday
morning further deterred her and she did not
start until noon. She found that the rain had
fmproved the Merrick road by washing off
the heavy surface of dirt that the farmers have
been throwing over the macadam pavement.
Mrs.Bayen travelled at a stiff clip on a chainless
wheel that she had borrowed from Will Brown
and at 7.30 o'clock last night completed her
twenty-sixth century. According to her sched-
ule for forty-five centuries in thirty days, she
should have done 2,700 miles last night at mid-
night, and she was behind for the first time. To
make up the loss she resolved to do a “quad,”
or four continuous centuries before returning
to the schedule of one century in one twenty-
four hours and two in the next. This is cal-
culated to put her a ocentury ahead.
