NEWBURGER RUNS AWAY.

TWO SPILLS ADD SPICE TO LIVELY
BRUSHES ON THE SPEEDWAY.

Page the Star Trotter of the Day-Jack Beats
All the Pacers, but Falls to Meet Isanc
Hopper's Speedy Stalllon Lucre—Poor Soll
Belng Used to Resurfave the Road.

Newburger, 2:1515, the rat-tailed, roach-
backed, blue-roan trotter whose riotous anties
cansed John Splan's hair to turn gray, gave
his owner, Alex Newburger, a spill on the Speed-
way yesterday which came near winding up
the career of both horse and man. The two
Newburgers had just gone down the road in
i stern chase after Barney Goodwin's four-
cornered trotter Page, 2:09%, who appeared
to earry 100 much sail for the Jay Bird geld-
Ing. Nearing Wa<hington Bridge the little
roan horse broke, and in much less time than
it takes to tell it he had gone from a canter
into a dead run, and was disappearing from
view in a cloud of dust down the decline from
the big bridge to the Speedway Inn. As he
went plunging over the crest of the hill he col-
lided with the cart drawn by Charles Sullivan’s
high-strung bay trotter, turning it over and
sending the driver to grass without ceremony.

While Newburger kept on in the direction
of Xd De Cernea’s oathin down in Fifty-eighth
street the Sullivan horse started off toward
Dyckman streat with the overturned two-
wheeler at his heels. His dash through the
lines of moving vehicles was short lived. Be-
fore he had gone 100 yards one of tha mounted
bluecoats suceeeded in grabbing the end of
one line and brought him up with a sharp turn,
like a cowboy roping a Texas steer. Mr. Sul-
livan gathered up the pieces of the cart and
harness, took his horse out on the grass at
the roadside and proceeded to patch up the
turnout, faterspersing his efforts with un-
complimantary remarks about Newburger
Meanwhile the relief column that had gone
to the rescus of the Newburgers came back
with horse and man. Mr. Newburger had an
ugly-looking gash over one eye, where he struck
the ground, but his namesake wus without
a scratch, almost.

Fver since the roan trotter made his appear-
ance on the Speedway, horsemen who know
Lim have been predicting that some day he
would land his owner in the ditch. He was n
terror to trainers when John Splan took him
out to Doan Brook Farm and put him through
a course of sprouts by way of preparing him
for the campalgn. It fs said that he would
buck and fight like a Wild West bronco at
that time. He was known to be one of the
fastest natural trotters in the country and years
were spent in quelling his turbulent spirit,
The man who drove Rarus finally brought to
his ald an electric battery which was so rigged
0s to give the roay gelding a shock every ume
he indulged in his tree-climbing proclivities,
At last, in 1504, when the horse was b years old,
Splan pronounced him eured and took him out

on  the campaign. Ten consecutive  races
were won by him before he met his first defeat,
Ho was among the big winners of the year.
Then le took to bleeding at the nose and his
value as a campaigner disappearsd. Eph
Nimmons, who owned an interest in the erratic
trotter, sold out to Mr. Newburger and the latter
brought his namesake to New York, starting
hitm a few times without success and then

retiring him to the Speedway
