Bperandio
Jeft a lotter in which he referred to himasell as
having been seleoted to k'll the Itallan king.

*“We do not believe that letter,” raid Ernee-
tina Cravello. ''Sperandio was not an Anarchist
of this group at all and Brescl knew nothing
about him."

But the Ityvlans who approve of what Brescl
bas done belleve that Sperandio also did a good
thing on a smaller scale. Pessina was not in
sympathy with his fellow countrymen who live
in Market and Stralght strets, and he threat-
ened to punishfihls children for reading an-
archistio newspapers. The real cause of that
murder, it was sald yesterday, was a debt of
$00 which Pessina owed Bperandio for giving
his dsughter musio lessons. Sperandio asked
for the money, and the next day, it is alleged,
Pessina discharged him from the mill.

BUN reporters were unable yesterday to find
Bresci'sfamily in West Hoboken. At the cor-
per of Paterson avenue and Clinton avenue,
West Hoboken, Mrs. Louis Berisso keeps
@ saloon. It was crowded with [Itallan
Anarchista last night, who were celebrating
the death of King Humbert In royal style.
They frequently drank toasts to Mrs, Berisso
and spoke of her husband being abroad. Mrs.
Berisso and the other Itallans were equally retis
cent about what Mrs, Berisso's husband was
doing in Europe at present.

A maloonkeeper in Hoboken told a SUN re-
porter yesterday that Malutesta formerly kept
a saloon on Becond street, Hoboken, and that
he bad & big meeting room over the saloon,
where the Anarchists met. THE Sun's in-
formant said that Malatesta had given up the
saloon some time ago,

THE BUN'S cable despatohes say that two

“Secretary of State, Washington:

“Kiog Humbert was assassinated last night,
Bunday, at 10 o'clock, at Monrza, while driving
away after distributing prizes at the competi-
tive athletic exercises. The King was shot at
threa tiraes by an Itallan and died a few min-
utes later. Have just received officlal note from
the Minister for Forelgn Affalrs announcing the
death of the King and the succession of his son,
Prince Victor Emmanuel IDDINGS."

President McKin'ey sent the following mes-

The embassy is besieged with callers. Among
others who called to express their sympathy
were M. Paul Cambon, the French Ambassador;
Jord HRosebery and the Austrian Chargé
d'Affalres and many other notable persons.

Baron di Renzis di Montanaro, the Itallan
Ambassador, says he {8 unable to conjecture
whether the assassination of King Jumbert was
the result of an organized plot or the will of &
fanatic who was seeking notoriety.

The Pre s Assoc.ation says itis belleved in
Rome that political reasons are at the bottom of
the as-a‘sination. Kumors of the King's un-
popularity have been in circulation for some
time and the ill-feeling has been heightened by
his attitude toward the Vatican.

KAISER LAMENTS THE LOSS,

He Leaves Heligoland for Berlin and May At
tend Kin; Humbert's Funeral,
Special Cable Despateh to THR SUN,

BerLIN, July 80 —~The Official Gazelte pub=
lishes the following:

“His Majesty the King of Italy has been made
the victim of an accursed crime. This fresh and
terribla outbreak of anarchist lust for murder
awakens everywhere in Germany, with the
deepest loathing of the criminal, the most in-
tense sympathy with the sovereign family and
the population of tho allied kingdom of
Italy.

FRANCIS JOSEPH'S SORROW,

Austrian Emperor May Atiend the Funeral of
the Murdered King.

VIENNA, July 30.-Emperor Francls Joseph
was at Ischl when he learned of the murder of
King Humbert through a telegram from the
Austrian Embassy at Rome, Ile was terribly
grieved.

FEELING AMONG ITALIANS HERE.

The Better Class Deeply Affected—Others
Showed Litte or No Concern,

Of Italy's sons in New York a small propor=
tion went Into mourning yesterday for the
murdered King. It was the Italians of sub-
stance and education who realized the loss
sustained by their mother land. But of such
as these the majority of the Italians in New
York is not made up. The laborers, the Italian
masses, went about just as though nothing had
happened. 1t may be doubted if there were
not a great many of this class who did not even
know that King Humbert was dead. Such of
them as did know simply shook their heads
and shrugged their shoulders when asked
what they thought about it and said: “Id'n
know. 1 hear some talk, but ld'n know. I
can no help.”

The educated Itallans, however, showed
deep grief. Hoping to get some official de-
tails of tha tragedy a great number of these
gathered at the Italian Consulate at 35 Broad-
way long before Chevalier Giovanni Branchi,
the Consul<General, arrived. A few minutes
after he reached the Consulate he received the
newspaper men. He had not then been oM-
clally informed of the King's death. He gaid
he could not doubt the accuracy of the press
despatches and then added:

“It seems that we can do nothing but accept
this terrible news as authentic. 1 do not be-
Illeve, though, that the assassination was the
result of any plot, anarchistic or other. The
assassin will be found, I am sure, to be one of
those misguided men whg think all govern-
ments are arraved against them and who seek
to become distinguished over their fellows by
some such deed as this, If he sald he was an
Anarchist you mu&' depend upon it that all
the Anarchists and Socialists will fairly fall over
themselves to repudiate him. And this was
all s0 unnecessary. \Why, the King of Italy
doesn’t have as much power as your President,

“But it wont accomplish anything. The
new King will take his place on the throne and
the ship of state will move on as before, The
masses at home will be so awe=struck, so stunned
and aur‘urlmd by the deed that any effort to
take polltical advantage of it would fail miser-
ably. A man who would publicly declare in
any city or town of Italy now that he approved
of the assassination would never live to make
another declaration. [ want to say also that
I take absolutely no stock In the sicry that the
King was killed as the result of a plo* hatched
{n this country. [ think that Is the veriest rot,
I can say no more than that Italy has lost the
best of kings and the best of friends.”

Just here a telegram was handed to the Consul-
General. It was from the Itallan Embassy at
Washington and ned by sSignor di Novoli,
Chargé d'Affaires.  Translated, it read:

“It I8 "i{- sad duty to inform you that his
Malesty, King Humbert, died at moonset on
Bunday, I regret to say, at the bands of an
assassin,

As so0on as the Consul-General had read this
despatch he directed that an Foglish transla-
tion bea made of it, and that the Consulate he
closed and the Italian fag half-masted. Then
he sent word to his fellow countrymen, who
had gathered to the number of saveral hundred
in the halls and mr;}»‘rnnvhw to the Consulate,
that he would see them in the rear office. To
those who came the Consul-General read the
despatch, amid manifestations of deep grluf
on the part of nearly all of the callers, Sobs
could be heard abouf the room, and finally the
Consul-General himself broke down with a
grief that he couldn't econtrol.  Everybody
wanted to know more details, but for these
Signor Branchi referrad his [riends 1o the news-
papers. It was suggested by some of those
present that a memorial meeting ought to he
arranged, to be held not later than Wednesday
evening in some hall in the ('ll{ The Consul-
General seemed to approve of this and he said
he would see what could be done.

Shortly after noon Baron Fava, the Italian
Ambassador to the United States, sent the fol-
lo‘lrln¢ telegram which was posted at the Con-
sulate:

“Hawve received officlal confirmation of the
death of his Majesty King Humbert, who was
mur d at Monza yesterday evening, Sunday.

THE NEW KING AND QUEEN.

Victor Emmanauel 111, and Elena—Characteris-
tics of Humbert's Only Child,

Vietor Emmanuel 111, who, as his only child,
succeeds King Humbert 1. as King of Italy, is
now In hia thirty-first yoar, having been born
Nov. 11, 1860, He is elight and short of stature,
though not so short as is generally believed,
for the nickname il principino, the little Prince,
was given to hkm when he was a child and de-
noted affection as much asdescription. As a
matter of fact,he was taller than his father and
mother, but did not have the broad shoulders
that lent Impressiveness to the flgures of his
parents when they wera seated or on horse-
back. What detract from the appearance of
the row King are the abnormally short legs,
that seem characteristic of his branch @f the
famlly; they were very noticeable in hie?ather,
King Humbert, and his mother, Queen Mar-
gherita, and in his grandfather, King Vietor
Emmanuel 11,, so that those personages seemed
bardly taller when they stood up than when they

were seated. His cousins of the Aosta line have
no trouble that way; they are tall, well-bullt
young fellows,

The new King 1s not bad looking, but his
blondish hair and light blue eyes made him
seem Insignificant by the side of his strikingly
strong-faced father and mother with their
masses of black hair and their magnificent
eyes. King Humbert's occhioni, his big eyes
that seemed to look through and through you,
were known from one end of Italy to the other.
After the Crown Prince’s marriage there was
another unflattering contrast with the splondid
figure of his Montenegrin bride.

As a child he was very delicate and the great-

FUNDS TO TRAVEL

Confirmatory Despatches Alse Recelved Here
Concerning the Massacre at Pao-ting-fu
~Shanghal Is Now Crowded With Foreiga
Refugees Who Came From the Interior.

Cable despatches confirming the report
of the massacre -of forelgn misslonaries at
Pao-ting-fu were recelved yesterday by the
secretaries of the Presbyterian and Congre-
gational Boards of Forelgn Missions. The
one received by the Presbyterian board was
from the Rev. George F. Fitch, Treasurer
of the Shanghal mission, in reply to a message
cabled to hin on Saturday, in which he was
asked to name the authority from whom he
had obtained the news of the Pao-ting+fu massa-
ore, tidings of which he had previously sent
Mr. Fitch cabled yesterday that the informa-
tlon came from United States Consul Good-
now, who had recelved news from Chinese
officials at Shanghal and Pao-ting-fu whom
he considered authoritative. Mr. Fitch added
that he had learned tbat Dr. Cortland Van
Rensselaer Hodge and wife of Philadelphia
and Miss Maude Mackey, M. D., of Los Angeles,
Cal, were at Pekin, and not at Pao-ting-fu,
as stated in the first reports of the massacre.

The second despatch was recelved by the
Rev. Charles C. Creegan, D. D., local Secre-
tary of the American Board of Foreign Mis-
siona, from the main office in Boston. It read

us follows:
SHANGHAL July 27,

Massacre Pao-ting-fu July & Pltklos, oble,
Morrill, Gould. Property destroyed.

Inasmuch as the cable was not signed and
also reported the deaths of Dr. Willis C. Noble
and Mrs. Letitia Pitkin, who are now in the
United States, the secretaries of the board in
Boston do not consider the mes-age authentic
and are still expressing a belief that their mis-
sionaries at Pao-ting-fu are allve, Despatches
thus far received, however, seem to confirm the
massacre of the Rev. F. E. Bimcox and wife and
three children and Dr. Georg» Yardiey Taylor of
the Presbyterian board, the Rev. Horace Pit-
kin, Miss Anna A. Gould and Miss Mary 8.
Morrill of the Congregational board and the
Rev. Mr. and Mrs. Benjamin Baenall of Can-
ada—missionaries attached to the China inland
mission.

Several cnhh'fimmn wern remlvot; {nstardny
by the Forelgn Board of Missions of the Meth-
odist Episcopal Church, which indicated that
the spread of the anti-Christian movement
wus driving the misslonaries out of central
and southern China to the coast towns of Japan,
The Rev. Arthur J. Bowen, who was stationed
at Nankin, but sought refuge at Shaunghal,
cabled that missionaries were coming to Rhnm{-
hal from the Interior and that they ware in
pressing need of funds. He asked for $4,000.
Another cable despatch stated that the mis-
slonaries ordered to Japan were at Shanghal.
Mrs. H. B Skidmore, Treasurer of the Women's
Foreign Misslonary Sm-lan' connected with the
Methodist Church, received a despatch yester-
day from Miss Kate Oghern at Shanghal, who
asked for $1.500 to meet the expense of bring-
ing the missionaries stationed at Kul-kiang
to the coast. Accordingly the board cabled
$4,000 to Mr. Bowen and ?I..‘;ﬂl; to Miss Oghorn,

The Methodist board had at least elghteen
missionariea in central China at Nankin and
six at Kui-kiang. It is supposed that the
women missionaries are already ot Shanghal
on their way to Jupan and that their husbands
remained behind to protect the mission prop-
erty
The Methodist Board also recelved a cable
message yesterday from three of its rngn»
sentatives In Shanghal, urging that Bishop
Duvid H. Moore of Cincinnati be sent to  China
at once.  The despateh was signed by Bishop
F. W. Warne of Indla, who i8 supposed to have
stopped at Shanghal on his way to the United
States on furlough; the Rev. W, H. Lacey of
Foochow, and E. R. Jellison, M. D., of Nankin.

ARMY OF REFORMED CHINESE.

Kwang Yu Wel Calls a Council of War at
Macao—-To Act With the Allfes?

Vaxcouver, B, C, July 30—A number of
prominent Chinese members of the Reform Ae-
sociation left by the steamer Empgess of India
to-day for Macao in response 10 & summons
from their leader, Kwang Yu Wel to a council
of war to be held at Macao for the purpose of
rai-ing an army to join the allied foroes,

W. A. Cumyow, Forelgn SBecretary of the Re-
form Assoclation, stated to THE BUN corre-
spondent ihat all the leaders of the reform
mov ‘ment throughout the world had been sum-
moned to Macao for the purpose of raising an
army of 100,000, the object belng the overthrow
of the Empress Dowager and the restoration of
Emperor Kwang-Su on the throne. There
were ample funds in the treasure headquarters,
he said, to equip such an army with modern
war implements and the raising of the amny
wou!d be hurried.

GERMANY'S ATTITUDE IN CHINA.
Not Seeking a Partition of the Empire, but
the Restoration of Order.

WasHINGTON, July 30.—It is semli-officlally
stated in the North German Gagette of July 13
that, after conference with the Forelgn Affairs
Committes of the Bundesrath, Count von
Buelow, the Imperial German Becretary of
State for Foreign Affairs, communicated to
the several Federal Governments, In regard
to affairs in China, a statement, a synopsis
of which has been furnished to the Depart-

wnt of State. After referring to events In

ekin and at Tientsin and the murder of the
German Minister, Baron Von Ketteler, the
statement says:

“The military measures taken by us should
put us in a position to participate in an aw)ru-
riate manner, as regards Germany's political
mportance (Bedeutung),in the military actions
{n China, which all the Powers consider
necessary, Events in China threaten the
s0 successful German mission work in the
Far East, the prosperous German trade lx’
East Asia, and finally the impcrtant industria
undertakings in the Province Shantung. These
ideal and material interests must be protected

“Theend for which we are striving Is the res-
toration of safety to the persons, property
and activity of German subjects in China, the
rescue of foreigners shut up in Pekin, the re-
vival and insurance of order under an organ-
ized Chinese Governmen!. and Spla'jon and
indemnity for the acts committed. We desire
no partition of China; we are striving for no
special advantages. The Imperial Govern-
ment 1s fully convinced that maintenanoce
of the understanding among the Powers is the
preliminary reqguirement for the restoration
of peace and order in China, and will, for its
vart, continue to consider this as of the first
{mportance.”

CAUSE OF CHINA'S UPRISING.

American Board's Peblication Says Contact
With (Modera Civilization Did It.

BostoN, July 80.—A stateruent given out by
the American Board of Commissioners for
Foreign Missions seems to suggest that there
were other reasons for the outbreak against
foreigners in China than the opposition to the
Christians and misslonaries, One of the board's
publications, just out, says that the troubles
are due to the building of railroads, the serious

drought and suspicions born of Ignorance and
superstitions,

“The simple truth is, * says the article, “that
beeause held in the bonds of lgnorance and
numberless superstitions, the Chinese are
suspicions of evervthing to which they are un-
accustomed. Whatever is strange (and what-
ever Is foreign is strange to them) is feared
and repelled. It is not the Western religion
alone, but chiefly Western civilization that
awnkens thelr wrath. A prominent (‘hinese
offielal, in conversation with one of our mission-
aries In April last, said:

“*‘China I3 dead; lnnf sincedead. Itisof no
use to try to reform. It will be of little avail.
Your good forelgn friends mean well, but the
task i= hopeless. You want to bring in all
good thingsto us right away. It {s a pleasant,
and kindly purpose. but will have no resn't
for hundreds of years we have been steadily

oing down and now we are at the ver: bottom,
(\'hn can hope for a permanent change?' *

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HOLDING OUT ON JULY

Consul Fowler Forwards a Letter From the
Japanese Legation in Pekin.

WASRINGTON, July 30.—The Secretary of
State received at midnight last night a despatch
from Minister Fowler, American Consul at
Chefoo, dated at noon on the 20th. Mr. Fowler
Bays:

“A letter from the German legation dated
the 218t inst.,, received at Tientsin says
German loss 18 ten dead and twelve wounded,
Chinese ceased their attack on the 12th. Baron
Von Ketteler's body raid to be saved. The
Austrian, Itallan, Dutch and Spanish lega-
tions destroyed and the French partially.

"A letter from the Japanese lagation, dated
the 224, arrived at Tlentsin on the 25th. Ten
battallors of Chinese shelled the legations
inoessantly from the 20th of June and stopped
on the 17th of July, but may renew. The enemy
are decreasing. The German, Russlan, Amer-
lean, British, half the Japanese and the French
legations still defended, The Japanese say
they have food for six days, but little ammu=
nition, The Emperor and Empress are re-
portad at Pekin.*

The advices from Japanese and German
official Bources at Pekin are regarded here as
the most important that have been reoceived
for some time, not only on account of thefr
apparent authenticity, but for the reason that
they cover eventa to a comparatively late date,
'1:h:~1 are regarded as emphasizing what this
Government has maintained, that the forelgn
Powers were making a mistake in assuming
that all the foreigners in Pekin were dead.
One hopeful view is that the German and
Japanese Governments will, on the basis of
the despatches to which Consul Fowler refers,
fnsist that the forward movement on Pekin
should begin at once, and will so (nstruct thelr
commanders on Chinese soll,

Besides confirming the Chinese oficial ao-
counts of the safety of the Ministers, the Jap-
anese and German advices throw some new
light on the situation. Thay agree In every-
thing except as to the time when the attacks
of the Chinese ceased. The German despateh
says that they ceased on July 12, while the
Japanese decpatch gives July 17, five days
later, as the date. The statement that the
shelling began on June 20 agrees with the une
derstanding here, based on what was oon<
sidered trustworthy information., The most
fmportant new fact brought out in the Jap-
anese despatch is that six legations were wholly
or partially standing and were being defended,
1t had been accepted as true by the ofcials
hege that only the British legation was left
standing, or that it, at least, was the only one
which the foreigners were defending. In the
message signed “Conger,® the American Min-
ister says, or {3 made to say, that he is in the

British legation under a continuous fire.
