JACON SLANGS ROOSEVELT—-EX-MAJOR
" |CALLS COYNE COWARDLY LIAR.

Law Point at Issne Was: Can the Courts Re-
view the Dismissal From the Natienal
Geard of Clinton H. Smith, Whe Was Major
of the Seventy-firet?— Decision Reserved.

Deputy Attorney-General E. P. Coyne moved
pafore Justice Giiegerioh of the Supreme Court
veaterday to setaside a writ of certioral fs-
wied by Justice MoAdam of the Bupreme
Court s few days ago to review the action of
the Fxamining Board appointed by Gov. Roose-
velt, which found that Clinton H. Smith, for-
merly Mujor of the Seventy-firat Regiment,
was unfit to serve in the National Guard of the
State of New York, Major Smith was relleved
trom service by (Jov. Roosevelt on this report.
The proceeding gave Col. Alexander 8 Baocon
an opportunity, of which he availed himselt, to
oake more of the filngs at Gov. Rooseveit,
which have characterized the litigation of Major

Smith
Mr. Coyne said that certiorari could not lssue

1o raview the acts of the Governor and the re-
moval was his act. The Examining Board had
been appointed to enlighten the consoclence of
the Governor, so thathe could act advisedly,
put the act of removal was the Governor's as
Comman der-in-Chief of the military foroes of

the State

(ol. Bacon raised the preliminary objection
that the writ of review was made returnable 'n
Albany county, where the papers to be recon-
sidered would have to be flled with the clerk of
the Supreme Court and that the motion would
have to be made in that department. Hoe also
made the point that the writ could not be
quashed until the return of the writ.

Mr Coyne sild that the motion oould be made
whare the writ was {ssued, regardiess of the
writ being refurnable in Albany. The writ was
somprehensive and required the filing of all tee-
timony, evidence, rulings, offers, exeeptions,
decalons and proceedings of the Examining
Board 'That record, he said, would cost be-
tween $4,000 and $5,000, and there s no appro-
pristion for such an expenditure.

“Tha only reason I can assign for the motion
to set aside tha writ," sald Col. Bacon, “Is de-
jay. This ofMcer, Major 8mith, was dismissed
by & star-chamber prooeeding. Thecourt that
raportad agninst him held only one meeting. It
lasted but fifteen minutes. It was a secret
hearing. We want to know with what we are
charged. The tribunal took no evidence. It
acted from its inner consclousness. If that
kiod of a proceeding is legal andis to besus-
taloed by the oourts we may as well move to
Russia. Weare willlng to meet men in the
open, but we object to belng shot in the back.
Waobject to being shot at from ambush. We
object to the bushwhacking methods which we
have been subjected to in this case. We have
peen shot at from ambush long enough and
pow want our foes to come out {n the open and
we will meet them.”'

“I don't know what Col, Bacon means by this
diatribe,”” sald Mr. Coyne. ““We will supply
the records at any time if it la so held, and we
wil abide by the decision ¢f theSupreme Court.
But If Col Bacon insista on his technical objec-
tion we cannot meet him on the merits. We
want to know whether we can be compelled to
fila documents in court which have been flled 1n
the office of the Adjutant-Gieneral in Albany
and inakind of proceeding which the courts
have already held to be invalid.”

Justice Glegerich asked if Col. Bacon would
walve his technical objection and he refused,
#0 the Judge said he would not hear the merits
of the motion, but would reserve decision on
the objection, Counsel went out into the hall
and returned in a few minutes saving the
technical objection of Col. Bacon had been
waived. Mr. Coyue then said in part;

“'I ao not belive tha time has come when the
civil courts ure going to issus orders to Inter-
fere with the action of the military courta in
the pertormance of their regular and lawful
#ots in dealing with military affairs and military
offenders, 1 do not balieve that the eivil courts
will attempt to interfers with the Governor as
Comimander-in-Chief of the military and naval
forces of the Btate 1t would be & »erious mat-
ter for tha civil courts to interfere with military
tribunals.”

(ol Bacon =aid that he did not contend that
diseretionary acts of the Governor ecan be re-
viawad, but he held that the Governor's acts
can be considersd when they are hased on iuy-
proper evidence or on no evidenceatall, In
reply to a question ot Justice Glegerich, Col,
Bacon said

“What we geak 15 to nullify the action of this
board and thereby nullify the action of the
Governor in distn'ssing Major Smith, It is a
mistaken idea that the Governor can arbi-
trariiy dismiiss an officer Tt is a mistaken idea
that the President of the United States can re-
wove a multary ottieer without the instrumen-
tality of a court-martial A military officer
under the State or United States Governnient
has  Just as tixed a position as has i'uur
honor.  The Seventy-first Regiment did its
duty ar San Juan Hili. Unlike other regiments,
they did not have a saff of newspaper re-
porter. with them to chronicle their glorious
action and boum them. They did not s#nd an
Admtant back to exploit the acts of their
Cowonel and Lieutenant-Colonel.  Contrast the
showing made by the Seventy-first and that of
the Rough Riders. Which is the best?"

Mr. (ovne objected to this Line, but Col,
Bacon took a fresh breath, saying he was con-
fning hioself to his aMdavits, and launched
ol further against Gov, Roosevelt and the
lough  Riders.  When he =poke of Gov.
Roosevelt as his “anenst Majesty,” he was
calied down by the Judgs

Major Smith and the Seventy-first Regiment
wereshot at, and did not hide behind hills as
did the Rough Riders. Wo are told of the valor
of the Kough Riders at the famous charge of
Ban Juan Hill, Was it a brilliant charge? Hid-
den behind teo hills, out of range of the bullets,
It took the Rough Riders hours to capture o
niers handful of Spaniards. Che Rough Rider<
were shot ot Oh, yves, but the Spamards had
tnshoot at them throngh two hills. The Rough
Riders did not eome to the front until the sol-
diers of the Regular army had put the enemy
1 aht Majoe Smuth did what he was
ordersd to o at SanJuan Hill. He wasshot
a! for many hours, a soldier fall d{)iml from the
enemy’s chot on Major Smith's breast, vat he
does not wear a hat turned up on one side,”

Col. Bacon satd that his client had not been

ertytted to give evidence before the Examin-
ng Boara. He continued:

‘After its report was ready we were allowed

talk to us for an hour- sent to come to Albany
on@fool'serrand " At another time he said:

I am reminded that the report is said to have
been made by honorable men, but I am re-

Backed by London Capital -Rapld Transit
Commission Objects.

No declsion was reached, owing to the request
of Albert B. Boardman, counsel of the Rapid
Transit Commission, for time to enable Alex-
ander A. Orr, President of the Commission,
to prepare an aMdavit setting forth the plans
of the commission with reference to a tunnel
to Brooklyn to be built by the city.  Mr. Board-
man argued against the granting of the appli-
cation, because the Rapid Transit Commission
had not yet determined what to do

George Wilson, managing director of the
astern Contracting Company of Dublin, Tre-
and, made a staternent concerning the flnan-
cing of the scheme The Eastern Contracting
Company is back of the New York corporations

MILK WAR REVIVED.

Five States’ Assoclation Threatens to Cease
Sending Milk Here.

It was said yesterday that a crisis isimminent
in the disagreement between the Five States’
Association of milk producers and the New
York milk dealers. The threat of the Five
States’ Association not to send milk to this
city unless it obtained the adoption of perman-
nent and satisfactory prices, it was stated, was
to be carried out immediately, The dealera de-
clared that they were ready for the hoyeott, as
they call it, and expressed confildence in their
abllity to procure all the milk they need from
dealers not in the Five States’ Association; The
as<ociation’s agents in turn deciare that the
dealers will find this impossible, as a number of
the larger independent produe rs had about de-
clded to engage in the manufacture of cheese,
finding it more profitable to do so under offers
recently made by the cheese commission mer-
chants than to send milk to this city at the pre-
vailing rates

William Graves of Flint & (‘o the New York
representatives of the Flve States’ Association,
sald yesterday the association had notifled the
dealars that unless its demand fora 2', cant a
quart rate lor August was complied with theas-
soclation would withhold its supply. Mr. Graves
declared that the supply of milk was less now
than when on May 1 the association first asked
for an adjustment of rates. At that time 7,000
cans a day were withheld from the city by the
association. Weather conditions had greatly
reduced the output . he explained and the sup-
plv was further d.creased by the large pur-
chases of milk condensing factories. Another
reason he gave for the comparative scarcity of
milk was the fact that theS8tate Board of Health
has been unusnally active against milkmen who
water their supply.
