WATER 1S SCARCE IN BROOKLYN.

Ofice Bulldings and Faciories May Be Out
ON-Stop the Waste, Says Coler,

Speaking of the threatened water famine

| tn Brooklyn Comptroller Coler said yesterday:

“If the waste of water was stopped there
would be no danger of famine. The waste can
be stopped. Why doesn’t the Commissioner
of the Water Department do it? He knows
it can be done and #o do his engineers.”

Deputy Commisaioner Moffett of Brooklyn
has already reverted to extreme measures $0
stop any use of the water in Brooklyn that is
not absolutely necessary. His latest order
was to suspend street sprinkling. That alone,
it I8 estimated, will save 2,500,000 gallons a
day. The supply from all the automatic flush
tanks in the public school buildings has been
shut off and the summer schools closed as a
result.

“We hated to close the schools,” said
Supt. Hawhes of the Water Department,
“but we had to chooss between them and the
actories and it was better to send the children

Gov. Wilson Explains Their Causes—1Is in New

NEw ORLEANS, LA, Aug. 8. —8ir David Wilson,
Governor of British Honduras, arrived here
to-day from Mexioco on his way to England
by way of New York.

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NEELY TO Bf EXTRADITED.

JUDGE LACOMBE FINDS THE EVie
DENCE AMPLE FPOR IT.

Prisoner Must Take His Chance Under the
Criminal Code of Cuba, Where the Alleged
Crimes Were Committed—Points in the Evie
dence~Extradition May HBe Expedited.

Judge Lacombe of the United States Circuit
Court decided vesterday that the evidence
Introduced by the Government in the recent
extradition proceedings was sufficient to justify
the extradition to Havana of (', F. W, Neely,
former ohfef of the burean of finance of the
Cuban Department of PPosts, that he may be
tried there for the embezzlément of Government
funds. If the two proceedings brought here
against Neely, one the eriminal charge of bring-
ini stolen money into tha country, and the other
a civil suit for conversion, are discontinued by
Aug. 15.Judge I.acombe will upon that date sign
the order for Neely's removal.

Since the middle of May Neely has been con-
fined in Ludlow Street Jail in default of 850,000
bail required in the civil sult,

Judge Lacomba's decision first disposes of
the contention made at the hearing by Noeely's
lawyer, John D. Lindsay, that the Judge signing
an order of removal must first assure himself
that the prisoner will have a fair and impartial
trial in the courts of the country to which he is
sent. The Court {8 not called upon, Judage
Lacombe thinks, to enter upon any investigation
to assure himself of this. Its sole function is
to determine whether or not there is probable
eause to conclude that the prisoner {a guilty of
the offence charged.

Judge Lacombe examines the testimony
and says that the evidence of Marshall, one
