Bat They faven't Any Evidemce to Show That
He Was Concerned In the Crime - He
pawned Kate's Watch, but That Was Twoe
Weeks Ago- Scharn (o the Tombs—Elsen-
price on Ball-Shopper Not Yet Found.

The principal dovelopment In the Soharn
murder case yesterday was the increase of
suspiclon on the part of the pollce that Fred-
erick Bcharn, the elghteen-year-old brother
of the dead girl, has a gullty knowledge of the
orima This growth of suspiclon, however,
was disproportionate to the discovery of evi-
dence tending to confirm the theory that the
young man Wis connected with the erime
Fiis alibl from 4 o'clock in the afternoon of the
day of the murder to almost midnight of the
same day is as yet unshaken. As to some other
parts of his story the police have proved him
& ltar and he certalnly lied to them yesterday,
{a<t and furiously, but it must be remembered
that his connsel advised him to glve no Infor-
mation to the polioa

BIG CORN CROFP SURE Now.

Rains in Nebraska Give Confidence That the
Yield Will Be 300,000,000 lushels,

Omana, Neb., Aug. 21 — Enormous quantities
of ruin have fallen throughout Nebraska in the
past forty-eight hours, following a very warm
perfod. 1In the estimation of the leading grain
men of the State there is no longer ground for
apprehension concerning corn crop of Nebraska,
They express the utmost confidence that the
yield will pow approximute °00,000,000 bushels,
This is not very high, considering the fact that
the State has an acrenge of oyver 8,000,000 this
year, West of fincoln the corn has been dam-

ed & good deal by drought. The east half
:’ the RBtate, however, Is away ahead of usual

times,
The Nebraska Grain Association re-
onived reports from every county in the

State to-day and in 88 of the 100 conuties re-
porta were very favorable. They say & large
crop ia now assured without another drop of
raln. However, there is a good deal of late
corn that ean be flred by drougth, and one or
two more good rains are necessary to make
thisa the banner corn erop of Nebraska.

The farmers are making extensive prepara-
fons to store the corn thie fall, There will be
}lvtl- of it sold helore next rlmf. and very
ikely not until it is knnw”-oo tively next year
what the corn erop of 191 will be. This is
the general verdict, To this end, farmers in
all parts of theState have constructed additional
crifn and bins. It is the gensral opinion that
the price of corn will advance materially this
fall and in that event a much larger volume of
the crop may be movy The rallroads come-
peting here are acting, however, upon the
advicos furnished by their station awents
throughout the State, and upon this !hmfry
thera will be little demand for ecorpeshipping
facillties on Nebraska roads before next spring.

WILLIAM GOEBEL'S WILL.
It Was Made a Short Time After He Klilled
Sanford-Gives All to His Brother.

CINCINNATI, Aug. 21.—The wlill of the late
William Goebel was probated to-day in Coving-
ton, Ky., court. Itisdated 1886. This was not
very long after he had the encounter with John
Banford of Covington,each firing upon the other
in front of the bank with which Sanford was
connected, Sanford being shot in the head and
dying almost immediately. Goebel was held
by the authorities to have shot In self-defence,
but it is asserted that ever afterward he folt
that his life was in danger from Sanford's
friends, Sanford's widow is now in a sani-
tarium and has been nearly ever since her
hushand's death as a result of the shock and
griaf, The will flled to-day bequeaths and
devises all of the testator's property to his
brother, Arthur Goebel, and names the bene-
ficiary as executor without bond. While no
flenres are given In the will it i= thought that the
estate laft to Mr. Arthur Goebel will make a
very valuable legacy, as Gov, Goebel's law
practice was very lucrative and he always led
a frugal life,

The document reads:

“I, William tioebel of Covington, Kv, do
herehy make and constitute this my last will
and testament. [ give, devise and bequeath
to my brother, Arthur Goabel, all the property
and estate, be the same real or personal or
im".d' to which I ma{ be entitled or whereof

may be possessed at the time of my death,
to'have and to hold the same unto him and his
bheirs and assigns forever, I nominate my
said brother executor thereof, and direct that

no security reqiired of him as such. Wit.
ness my hand at Covington aforesald to this
instrument, which is in my bhandwriting, this

in the vear 1848,
“WILLIAM GOEREL.”
There are no witnesses to the will.

Big Wave Sweeps Along Lake Michigan.

CHICAGO, Aug. 21.—A great wave swept the
shore of Lake Michigan last night, causing the
water to recede 100 feet from rome parts of
the Illinois shore and then to rush hack again,
The Chicago River level fell and rose about
four feet, When the wava returned, two deaths
resulted and a numbar of bathers narrowly
escaped with their lives. The dead are. Eugene
Patterson, drowned at the foot of Sixteenth
Rireet

Willlam Rider, 15 years old, drowned at the

BANKS RACE TO0 A NEW TOWN.

Bulldings Pulled Along by Horses and the
Farmers and Merchants' Wias,

SkLeY, 8. D, Aug. 21.—The extansion of the
Chicago, Milwaukee and 8t, Paul, west from
Bowdle, has reached thls town and Is belng
pushed west by an increased foree of men, the
telegraph line men following oclosely. The
station will be opened this week and gooda
received for shipment.

The business buildings of Bangor are about
half here and the remainder will come before
the week closes. A hot race oocourred when
the two banks started, the Farmers and Mer-
chants' and the Walworth County and State.
They left Bangor about the same time. The
latter had about a quarter of a mile the start
and was much the lighter bullding, being but
one-story in height, while the Farmers and
Merchants' {s 80 by 20 and two storles. The
latter soon began to gain, and when about a
mile and a half out, passed the State bank and
steadily inereased the distance between them.
The State people sent back for resénforoements
and soon added two more teams, making twelve
horses in all. Then they began to gain stead-
ily on the Farmers', who, seelng they would
be losers unless help soon arrived, dropped
the wagon In which they had the safe and added
four horses to thelr thirty~horse team.

It was then an even thing for some distance,
but the Farmers and Merchants' pulled into
town several lengths ahead. Then the race
for lots began, 'The Farmers' pulled up on their
Jot first, but, in passing their cellar, one horse
fell In, thus delaying them. They were, how-
ever, declared winners, as the first bank In
Selby.

BUFFALOES IN STOCK YARDS.

Three of the Once Famous Cheyenne River
Herd Recelved in Chicago.

Cricaao, Aug. 21.~Three buffaloes, the last
of theirspecles from the plains, were received
this afternoon at the Union Stock Yards. The
celebrated Cheyenne River herd has dwindled
till there are only these three left. The buf-
fuloes are shipped from Plerre, 8. D., and con-
sigued to H. B, Duplan. Thls stock will be sold
on the open market at the yards. There s
much interest taken by the buyers, and if they
are sold as butcher’s stuff the bidding will be
sharp. The downtown restaurant and hotel
men hofe tosecure a share if the buffaloes are
sent to the abattoir.

The Choyenne River herd was one of the old-
est and largest herds in the West. The survive
ors were oiptured a few years ago and taken to
Pierre, S. 1), where an attempt was made to
breed buffaloes on a cattle ranch. The venture
Lias not been as succesaful as hoped. Probably
never again will Chieago receive a shipment of
pla'ns buffalo. There are herds in the moune
tains, but the others are gone forever. The
speciacleof thecepresentatives of suoh a race
of animals going to slaughter may save their
lives, It is hoped that there will be bidding
upon the animals by agents from museums and
parks

SLOOP YACHT CAPSIZED.
Four Men Drifted for Five Hours Off Atlantle
City Before They Were Reacued.

Areastie Ciry, N, J., Aug. 21.--The sloop
yvacht Speedway, In command of Capt. John
Anderson, with three passengers aboard, Wil-
linm Anderson, James Murphy and Russell
Parker, from north Jersey, capsized thls morn-
ing and drifted along the coast for five hours
before the life saving crew at Longport res-
ened the party.

Capt. Anderson started for the fishing grounds
off Ocean City in squally weather early this
morning. The yvacht had most of her canvas
set when a «trong puff of wind turned her over
abont 6:30 o'clock. The three passengers and
the captain had barely time to elimb on top of
the nearly submerged craft, which sank deep
in the water

Wavealter wave swapt over the boat, drench-
ing all hands time and ain. Owing to the
fogey weather tha peril of the party was not
discoveral until 11 o'clock. Capt. Riter of the
Life Saving Station saw the sifnnl of distress
through the gnarine T{hw-ﬂ when the Speed-
way had drifted within a short distance of the
beach at Ocean City. When the Government
eraw reached the men they wore exhaustad,
Anderson having barely strength enough to
retain his hold on the craft.

Upon landing they wers taken to the Life
Saving Statlon, given stimulants, dry ecloth-
ing and food and in the afternoon were able
to return to Atlantic Clity, The yaoht foundered
in Great Fgg Harbor Inlat. [t was saved, but
will have to be overhauled,

AMERICAN LBOATION, PERIN, Aug. 14, 4P. M,
via Chefoo, Aug. 20, and SBhanghal, Aug. 21.—
The British, Russians and Americans are in
the city. The legation people are safe.

During the slege fifty-seven persons have
been killed and some hundred odd wounded.
There has been considerable sickneas.

PREIN, Aug. 14, noon, via Chefoo, Aug. 20,
and Shanghal, Aug. 31, 2:18 P. M.—The Russians
disregarded the agreement of the commanders
of the allles and attacked last night single-
handed. Thereupon all the forces advanced.

Two ocompanies of the Fourteenth [United
States Infantry climbed the east outer wall
and holsted the Stars and Stripes at 11 o'clock.

The Japanese kept up a vigorous bombard-
ment.

All the troops are now Inside and are advanc-
ing toward the wgll of the Tartar City.

CaMP NEAR PEKIN, Aug. '4, morning, via
Chefoo, Aug. 20, and Shangha!, Aug. 21.—Dls-
tant heavy firing has been heard all night in
the direction of Pekin and still continues. It
is supposed that the Boxers are making desper-
ate efforts to capture the legations,

CAMP NEAR PEKIN, Aug. 18, evening, via
Chefoo, Aug. 20, and Shanghal, Aug. 21,2 P M.
A reconnolssance to-day practically covered
all the country east of Pekin city. The troops
met with no resistance.

The Americans captured a man who declared
that he was the groom of the Chinese General
Tung Fuh Siang. This man says Tung Fuh
Siang left Pekin yesterday with 15,000 men.

SACRED CITY CAPTURED.

Allles Declared to Have Eatered It on Friday
~Empress Sald te Have Been Canght,
Special Cable Despatches to THR SUN,

LoxpoN, Aug. 21.—~The Admiralty has re-
celved a despateh from Rear Admiral Bruce
dated Taku, Aug. 19, which saye the alliea are
reportad to have enterod the Sacred city on
Aug. 17.

No authentic account of the operations
at Pekin has yet been received by any Euro-
pean Government. This is undoubtedly due
to the break in the telegraph between Taku
and Pekin. The break may mean little, but
Shangha! deepatches suggest that the Chinese
are reassembling about Peitsang after the ad-
vauce of the allles had thrust them aalde.

Possibly there is still a considerable Chinese
army In the fleld batween Pekin and Tientsin,
If 8o, a portion of the mixed contingents with
tho reénforcements now hurrying from the coast
will be required to again clear the road.

The German Government will send an as-
bestos house, contalning seven large rooms,
packed in sections, for the use of Field Marshal
Count von Walderses in China.

Count von Waldersee has arrived in Rome
on his way to Pekin., He will be recelved by
Eing Victor to-morrow, after which he will
proceed to Naples, where he will embark.

A despatch from Shanghal says Yuan Shih
Kal, the Govenor of 8hantung province is dead.

PARIS, Aug. 21. A despatch to the Tempa
from Shanghal reports that the Dowager Em-~
press fled from Pekin with treasure to the
amount of 50,000,000 taels. She has been in-
tercepted and her party is surrounded by
Japanese cavalry.

WONT GO IF BRYAN ATTENDS.

Only Three G. A. R. Posts of Philadelphia
Will Send Representatives to Chicago.

PRILADELPHIA, Pa, Aug. 21.—Because
Willam Jennings Bryan is to attend the
National Encampment of the G, A. R. in Chi-
cago only three posts of thirty-six will go
from Phlladelphla. Department Commander
James F. Morrison {s authority for this state-
ment. He said:

“At no previous encampment has a candi-
date for the Presidency been invited, It has
been a standing rule to Invite the President
to our encampmenta and there has been no
exception to this rule, but we have never In-
vited Presidential candidates. FEven Harrlson

and McKinley, both members of the or-
ganlzation, were not Invited during their
campaigns. There are men of all political

creeds in the order and the only way to keep
it alive, It was early found, was to eliminate
politios,

“I wrote to headquarters in Chicago and en-
tered our protest against the invitation of Bryan,
as [ felt that there would be trouble. As a
result of Bryan's attendance only three of the
thirty-six posts of Philadelphla will go to Chi-
cago next week, Posts 1, 51 and M will be the
only ones to go, and these will take less than
180 members with them. This is the smallest
delegation by far that has attended an encamp-
ment from Philadelphia In over twenty years,
From what [ can learn the same feeling exists
in the posta throughout the entire Fast.'

CONGER MAKES CHARGES.

CHINESE GOVERNMENT BLAMEDRFOR
THE OUTBREAK AT PEKIN,

The President Calls for a Full Report on the
Situation From Gen. Chaffee-Uncertalnty
if & Government Exists in Ohina Neow
—Pecullar Relations Between This Country
and the Empire—Military Preparations for
an Extensive Campaign-An Appeal Frem
Two Vicerays -Minister Conger Reperts a
Tast Attack Made on  the Legations.

WaAsHINGTON, Aug, 21, —A mesaage regarding
the state of affalrs at Pekin whioh was recelved
by the State Department from Minister Conger
last night and made publio in part to-day,
has not given the President and the Cabinet
any clearer view of the Chinese situstion than
they had before. The Governmentfhad, how-
ever, recognized that Mr. Conger's sufferings,
mental and physical, during the long slege
were such as to make it practioally impossible
for b to undertake the hard work and respon-
sibility of making o clear and comprehansive
inguiry into the extent of Imperial participa-
pation in the anti-forelzn utiacks, and in order
that the Goverignent might be in possession
of an unbissed statement of facts upon which

to hase its poliey ar this critical time, the fol-
lowlng telegrum wus =ent to Major-General
Chaffee lust evening by direction of the Presi-
dent

“Report operations, situation, requirements.”

Thewe Insteaction- ure regarded by the Ad-
ministration as< «ufMclently explicit and com-
prehensive to secure from Gen, Chaffee a full
and complete report of the Chinese situation,
diplomatic and military, as it exists to-day.
Gien, Chaffee 1= considered to be a clear-headed,
far-secing officer, whose judgment has always
beon good and whose views are never affected
by prejudice.  To the Mini&ters and those who
suffered with them in the legations, the respon-
sibility of the Chinese Government for the anti-
forelgn outbreak and the violation of Inter-
national pledges has appeared to be complete,
according to officials here who have had the
opportunity of reading and studying the mes-
sages of Minister Conger and of the diplomatic
representatives of other Powers with him
during the two montha of peril
It is belleved that the Ministers were
able to ohtaln ouly a contracted view of the
position of the Imperial authorities, and they
are now naturally so weakened by the effects
of the siege that to intrust to them the reapon-
gibility of niaking full reports on which may
depend the settiement of the question of peace
or war would be unfalir, and in a measure, oruel,
(Jen. Chaffee, fresh on the ground, strong in
health and mind and understanding the possi-
ble effact of any injudicious utterances, {s re-
garded as the man hest fitted to make & free
and impartial investigation of the international
as well as the military aspects of the situation,
past and present. On his report the Govern-
nent may find it necessary to take radical
action, and rellance is placed on his conserva-
tism and judgment in polnting out to the Presi-
dent the line of duty that must be followed by
the United States to bring order out of chaos
in China.

Mr. Conger in his message holds the Chinese
Government responsible for the outrages that
have been committed in Pekin, This and per-
haps other features of the despatoh were not
made public, The message, sent through
Consul Fowler at Chefoo, reached the State
Department at 9:60 o'clock last night, It was
undated, but the context shows that it was
written on the day the legations were relieved,
The Government has not been able to determine
whether Pakin was taken by the allies on Aug.

| Mr. Conger refers to the final attack as a “des-

perate effort to exterminate ua,” the fact that
only one man was killed and three wounded
among the defenders of the legations indieates
that the engagement was short, or that the

legation guards did not expose themselves to
wnv great extent

There never was anothar time in the history
of nations when such peculiar relations existed
between Governments as exist to-day lne!\\‘mn
the [ nited States and China. The United
Btates are actually, although not ofMelally and
technically, at war with a portion of the Chinese
Army, whether under Imperial gontrol or in
revolt nnlnn!{' here knows. At the same time
the Chinese Minister In Washing ton maintains
friendly relations with this Government, a
concition strangely ut variance with the hos-
tilities that are going on at Pekin. While
recogoition of the Government of 4‘hln‘t’ is
involved in the recognition of Minlster Wu's
official status, this Government has been un-
able to determine who and what constitute
the recognized authority of the Chinese Eimn-
pire and where the seat of government i«
altunted. It does not even know whether
there is a real Chinese Government,

This uncertainty as to the Imperial anthority
of the Empire wns emphasized to-day In a
communication addressed to LI Hung Chans
and based on his proposal for the .nlpo nt-
