BRYAN TOURING NEBRASKA.

ON HIS WAY TO TOPEKA FOR THE
POPULIST NOTIFICATION.,

Speaks In the RHaln at Wahoo to a Crowd of
2,800-Makes a Special Appeal to Repub-
leans-His Topeka Speech Ready—FPopu-
lsts Puzzied by Marion Butler’s Attitude.

Laixcown, Neb,, Aug. 21.—Mr. Bryan has com-
pletad his speech of acceptance of the Populist
nomination to be delivered at Topeka on Thum-
day. To-day he gave to the press advance
coples of the document. It contains about
four thousand words, and briefly covers the
fssues on which the Democrats and Populists
agres. He gives some time to the trust ques-
tion and to the prosperity argument. After
disoussing old issues, he takes up militarism
and argues that it would justify coiperation
at this time even if the parties differed on all
economle questions, He pressnts Imperialism
as the paramount {ssus and gives some flgures
to show the burdens which militarism {mposes.
