Whitman beat Larned

i the challenge match for the title ina brill-

fant mateh of four sets, clearly denonstrating

his superfority over any other player in the
country. This victory completes a long and
successful season for the champlon, who has
almost duplicated his wonderful record of
ast summer, when he did not lose a single
mateh, This season Whitmen lost only ona
mateh, and that against Davis in the early
spring, befora ha got into form

The match to-day was & beautiful exhibition
of clean-enut, fast tennis of the most scientific
order. Larned showed one or two streaks
of play, when he was as usual invineihle, but
there was one point in the match, in the third
set, when he “went up into the air.” Then he
kot a lead of 22 0, and was repeatedly within

A single stroke of several of the other games,

only to lose six straight, There was only one

soft spot in Whitman's game, and that was

{1 the second set, when he seemed unable

to pass Larned at the net and did not stop him

&s he did in the other sets

Whitinan gave a masterly exhibition of stop-
ping a rushing net game. He delayed his pass-
ing strokes until he could cateh his opponent
off his balance, and frequently passed him so
close that Larned could easily have reached
the ball had his welght not been thrown in the
wrong direction. Short cross-court strokes
alternated with slow ones down the side lines
kept Larned guessing throughout the match,
