END OF THE CNASE OF ROMANO.

Skiiful at Elading Post OMow Inspectors, He
Was Captured by New York Fellee,

Aftar & chase lasting almost elght months
Glovanni Romano, an Itallan who gous under
two or three aliases, was arrestad hers on Mon«
duy evening, and yesterday was taken bafore
United States Commissioner Alexander, where
he was arralgned on a chargs of forging a signa-
tures on A post oMee money order, payable to
a man named Janos Palngy! at Seranton, Pa
Hugh J. Gorman, a post ofice (nspector from
Philadelphia, has been tracking Romano since
January last, when the alleged crime is sald to
have been committed. Two or threa times
Romano has besn almost in the grasp of the
{napector. but sach time he has succesafully
eluded him. From New York, where the order
was forged, Romano was traced to Westfleld,
N. J. There the inspector tried to trap him by
meuns of a decoy registered letter, but the ruse
didn't work. After recelying notice of the
letter  Romano persuaded a friend of his,
Gluseppi de Fellee, who called himself a “pro-
feasor of penmanship,” 1o poss as Vincenzo
Flengo, which was the allas that Romano was
using in Westfield and slgn for the letter.  They
went to the Post Office together. mano
remained outside and De Felice enterad to get
the lotter. Whilea he was sianing his name
an Inspector arrested htm."rud Romano, who
had seen what had happened through the win-
dow, escaped. The “professor” explained
liow he had been used ns a catapaw to the
United Btates Commissioner in Jersey City
and was held to await the result of the chase
for the real mSprh.

The episode in Waestfleld took place late In
May. KRomano then disappeared until last
week, when he turned up In Hartford, Conn.,
whither Inapector Gorman followed him. A
warrant was seoured for his arrast and the
inspector and a Upited States Marshal went
around to his boarding house to find him.  Ho-
mano was chatting with the postman in front
of tha house when -ha gaw the officers coming.
He turned like a lash and darted into the house
and up the front stairway . l?npermr Gorman
followad and the Marshal waltad below. The
Italian ran down the back stairs. The Inspec-
tor shouted to the Marshal to head him off,
but it was too late, The two officars came
face to face at the foot of thestairsand Romano
had again sscapad

Somehow |t was learnad that the fugitive
bad ocome to this city. Inspector Gorman
notiflad the authorities hare, and some of Capt.
MoClusky's men locatad and arrestad Romano
on Monday evening. The Inspector came
on to this clty and was presant wian Romano
was arralgned vesterday. Romano, through
his lawyers, demandad an examination, but
when he finde that he wlll have to wait here
until next Octobar before being brought to
trinl it is thought probahle that he will consent
to be taken back to Pennsylvania immediately.
His bail was placed at $1,000.

Onts and lce Chesp Signal Was Not Set at
Danger, It Is Sald,

It I= hallavad that the wrack on tha New York
and Harlem Railroad at Kenslco Tuesday night,
which causad the death of three men, was dus
to the negligenca of a brakeman. Had the
danger signal north of the curve whersa the
accident was shown red the collision could not
have occurred, nor could the aeccident have
happaned if the rear brakeman of the regular
train had gone hack 150 feat to tha curve whers
the danger signal shows to south-hound trains

A stralghtway track at least a mile long.  Tha
railroad oMeials are non-committal as to fixing
the blame for the loss of life, hut say that a
thorough investigation hus been begun.

The wreck was cleared sufficiently at noon yes-
terday to permit traffic, but it will he several
days before the wreckags is removed, In
all. seventeen cars were derailed, twelve of
which were destroyed, six being burned to
clear the tracks. One hundred and fifty tons
of ice and 2,000 bushels of oats were strewn
about the tracks. Conductor Henry Jones
was riding on the train that erashed into the
one standing at the depot. He says that the
signal showed clear when his train rounded
the curve. He 18 positive the signal light
showad clear and that no red light was In view
during the run along the stretch north of the
signal.

The Town Recelves the Larger Share In Acre-
age, but the Sectiom Apportioned te the
Smith Helrs Is More Valuable-End of a
Legal Battle Lasting for Half a Century.

After a legal battle lasting for ffty years
between the Smith helrs of the town of Brook-
haven and the trustees of that town the prop=
erty In dispute, which includes a large section
of the Gireat Houth Bay, has been divided and
the [1tigation ended

The diviston of the property was recently
completed by & commisslon composed of
Thomaa Young, Bolomon Ketcham and Jono-
than B. Terry, and the division was made under
An Interlocutory judgment secured in the Ru-
prems Court by the helrs of the late Willlam
Smith, They are Willlam Bidney Smith and
Helen T. Smith and under the tarms of the di-
vision they get a share of the territory and land
and water corprising 13,897 acres, subject to
the dower right therein of the defendant, Cor-
nelin T, Bmith, which dower right has never
been assigned.

The commssionars gave over to the town of
Brookhaven the rtion of the pmportg oast
of an imaginary line crossing the Great South

ay from north to south, the Smith heirs get-
ting the westarn portion. The town's share
of land and water comprises 17,0475 acres

The rearon for giving the town the larger
share In area 1s due to the diffarence in value
of the lands under water in the two sectlons.
I'he town geta 4,65 acres more than the Smith
heire, but (t 1s said that the smallep section
is the more wvaluable, as it brings (n larger
rentals for land under water for oyster heds,
and in many other respecta (s mors valuable,

Prior to the beginning of the last legal pro-
ocending, started several years ago, the Smith
hairs and the town leased the lands under water
Jointly and divided the rentals. Recently
tha trusteess of the town passad a resolution
prohibiting the use of stearn dredges on the
oystar lands and the large plantars threatened
to throw up their leases at their expiration
l--ur!ng a material losa In their income the
Smith helrs applind to the courts for the Inter-
locutory  judgment and the appointment of
commisaionara to divida tha lands nh is now
sald that under the wording of an old patent
the Smith hairs will not only hava cantrol ovar
the u{-«fnr grounds in their section hut they
will also have control over the ascalop bads,
clams and all kinds of gama on their part of tha
water and that they have actually secured
an immensa game preserve which will bring
large revenue alona from rentals and privi-
leges to hunt thareon

THE DEADLY THIRD RAIL.
It May Be Placed Between the Ralls and Be
Guarded by Three-Inch Boards.

Deputy Commissionar Kirwin of the Depart-
ment of Public Bulldings, Lighting and Sup-
plies is investigating the dangerous
character of tha third-rall system now
in usa on the elavatad rallroad structures in
Brooklyn. Ha Intenda to compel the rallroad
officials to improva the system In order that all
danger may bha obviated.

He proposes to have the third rall placed
betwean the tracks Instead of on one side, as
now. The third rall may then be guarded
by upright boards at least threa inches high
This would protect parsons who had ocecasion
to cross the tracks. [t is also understood that
Commissioner Shea of the Dapartment of Bridges
has been notifiad that the third rail on the
bridge must be protactad by upright boards
extanding to a height of at least three inches,
Other -mmunom bave besn made by Mr.
Kirwin which the company Is investigating.

{ag the third rall between the tracks will have
a (rial in & short ime

General Manager Breckenridge of the Brook-
Iyn Rapld Tranalt Company sald that the third
rall on tha elevatad rallroads was entirely safe
and that the cars had been rewired so that
accidents were not likaly to occur. The third
rail carries the electricty which givea the power
to the elactric motors and on damp days show-
ers of electricity come from the rail when the
motor cars pass along.
