BRITISH ARF FOR BRYAN,

President King of the Merchants' Assoclation
Talks Polities.

President William F. King of the Merchants’
Assoclation of New York, who has just returned
from & visit to the British Isles sald yvesterday
when asked for his views of the political situa-
tion in this country:

“f have just returnad from a short visit In
the British Isles. [ found there a great deal of
discontent and dissatisfaction caused by tha
Boer war, and if it were pot for the present
Chinese agitation this feeling would becoma
most extreme. HBritlsh manufacturers ars seek-
ing to develop their own mt\rkmr’mora than
ever before. Realizing as thﬁ{' do that a eoun-
try's prosperity depends largely upon the num-
ber and extent of Its forelgn outlata for manu-
factured goods, they are at loss to under-
stand the anti-expansion feeling, and they are
watching the result of the coming elaction In
this country with much interest at ‘trade
follows the flag’' no one knows better than tha
English. They balieva that wherever floata the
American flag there will follow American ships
and American products. Therefors, from their
selflsh standpoint, the elaction of Mr. Bryan
lwnuld be regarded with satlsfaction in Eng-

POWERS WISH MORE TIME.

NO REPLIES TO RUSSIA'S PROFPOSAL
T0 WITHDRAW FROM PEKIN.

UnofMcial Advices Show That There Is a Gen-
eral Distrust of Rusia by the Powers—The
United States Desire the Powers to Agree
to Remain in Pekin Untll Terms of Feaoe
Are Accepted by the Chinese Government.

WASHINOTON, Bept, & AL the Department
of State It Is sald that no replies have been
recolved from any of the Powers to the notfi-
cation made last week by the United States
in (4 response to Hussia’s proposition to withe-
draw from Pekin and none I8 expected for
weveral daysat least, Unofficial advices received
from the representatives of several of the
Powers show that these countries desire some
time to considor the guestion and to consult
with thelr oMcials in Pekin before making any
reply. ‘These same reports show that there ls
geonerally distrust of Russiaamong the European
Powers. That this lack of confidence s shared
by the United States ls admitted here, Russia's
reason for proposing a withdrawal of troops
at this time was declared by one official to-day
to be that she would be In a better position
six months or a year from now to dictate alone
to China than at this time. If Kussia could
get the Powers to withdraw from China It
would be to her advantage, because of the
close proximity of Russian troops at all times,
Russla, according to this official, is in no hurry
to bring about a settlement, because she will
always be in a position to demand one when=
ever she wants to. In refusing to accede to
Russia's proposition the United Btates ad-
hera to a policy described as follows:

“If the United States Government waa alone
in demanding peace and reparation from China
it would not give up Pekin pending the rees=
tablishment of the Government, but wonld
stay right thera and say to the Chinese officials,
‘You can have your ecity when you have ac-
cepted our terms," "

What the United States desire (s that
the Powers agree to this plan, as it is consid=
ered the best and quickest way to attain peace,
W liie declaring the purpose to bring the Ameri-
can troops away from Pekin unless there 18
an agreement to remain, the President and his
Cabinet have not committed themselvea,
however, that they cannot return to Pekin
from Tientsin should the Powers finally reach
an agreement after the withdrawal of Russia
from Pekin. It is pointed out that should
Rusaia withdraw her troops pending a decision
by the Powers, the United States, to be con-
sistent with the answer to Russia, would necea-
sarily follow, but if subsequent developmenta
should cause Russia to recede from her course
and there should be perfect harmony, the
American troops would again go to Pekin

To a great extent Germany {8 looked upon
to take the step that would causa a modiflca-
tion of Rumsia’s proposition.  Ona motive for
Russia's action has heen to head off the arrival
in Pekin of the German troops. If Emperor
William shonld refuses to atop his troops at
Tientsin and should let it ba known definitely
that he intended to have his army under Count
Waldersea go to Pekin, it ia thought by ofMcials
here that Russia would soon want to return
to Pekin and sea to it that Germany did not
gain any undue advantage because of ita large
military force. Count von Walderses is now
on his way to China, and as Germany {s one of
the countries asking for time, it is believed
that Germany will await his report from China
before making any answer

Meanwhile there is another probabla way out
of the presant diffienlty, which may coma from
the Chinese (Government {tself. The latest re-
port from Ministar Conger sald that Prince
Ching, who 1s Prasident of the Teung-li-Yamen,
was axpected in Pakin,  Other reports say that
Prince Ching haa been deputed by the Empreas
to go thare and boagin nagotiations for a settle-
ment with the foreigners, His arrival in Pekin,
if tollowed by immediate advancea on his part
looking to a return of the Chinese GGovernment,
might so affect the situation as to hring abont a
settlement before Russia carries out her inten-

®O

tions of retiring from Pekin. Thia
Ciovernment is watching with much
{ntarest China's  greatest diplomatist,

Ii Hung Chang. He is not above suspicion
among the officials in Washington, and soma
&5 so far as to lntimate that he is responsible
for the Russian proposition for the troops to
withdraw from Pekin, It la certain that in
his interview with L{ Aung Chang, Mr. Rock-
hill called attention to the desire of the United
States for an immediate determination of the
status of foreigners in China, and Indicated
that his Government Intended keeping troops
tn China until this was brought about. It is
the ballef here that 11 Hung Chang is playing
for time, evidence of which is found in his fail-
ure to reply to tha last memorandum from this
country on the question of an international
conference,

Instrictions to Gen. Chaffee sent a week or
ten days ago told him to be prepared to leave
Pokin at « moment's notice. This step was
taken befdre Russia had even indicated that it
fntended to =and & proposition for withdrawal.
1t was loarned to-night that it was reully based

on information which pointed to a probable
disagreement among the Powers, 4nd the
United States was und i3 determined to avoid
any clashing with the other Powers on any
subiect whatever, It is declared that should
the Amerieno troops leave Pekin before a sei-
tlement has been reached it will be solely to
avold any disugreeable result of 4 lack of unity
among the Powers,

BULLER CROSSES THE CROCODILE.

Boers Retire as He Advances to Lydenburg
~Supply Traln Wrecked.
Special Cable Despateh to THE SUN,

Loxpox, Sept, 8.—The War Office publishes
the following despatch from lord Roberts,
dated Belfast, Sept. 1

“Gven, Buller marched with his foree to-day
from Helvetia on his way to Lydenburg.
He 18 now ancamped on the north bank of the
Crocodila River. The enemy's rear guard s
retiring befors him without opposition

*Paget reports that a small column of Baden-
Powell's foree, under Col. Plumer, despatched
by him, drove off a emall commando under Gen,
Pretorius east of Pienaar's HRiver, Plumer
ecaptured 1,000 head of catte, thirty-one wagons,
twenty-six p soners and ninety Martini rifles,
The families who were with the commando
are being taken care of in our ecamp

“The enemy managed to derafl another
supply train flve miles south of Klp River
early this morning. Two men were killed, one
was wounded, and thirty-flve were taken
prisoners. The engine was blown up and thir-
tean trucks were burned.

“A party of Brabant's Horsa, on duty at the
Klip's River bridee, followad the enemy, as soon
as the report of the accident reached him,
into,the neighboring hills and recovered all of
the prisoners,

“Over 1,700 of our prisoners have come intn
camp. Half of thesa have been sent to Pre-
toria, and the remeainder go to-night.”

Another despatch from lLord Roberts, sent
Aug. 90, savs:

“Major Brooke, commanding at Keral Rall-
way station, reports that with 100 men, he
attacked the Boers who were holding a kopje
about 500 yards from the rallway on Aug. 27
The Boers were completely routed and left on
the fleld five dead, including Hh. Pretorius
Our only casualty was one slightly wounded.
