MEN MADE UFr
OF HER ARMY.

75,000 THE PICK

Five Different Forces Armed With the Latest

Thetir Origin=Tientsla's Many Arsenals, the
Native City and the Foreign Settlements,
From a Staft Correspondent of THE SUN,
TiexTsIn, June 30.~The first thing the old
Tientsiner tells the new comer s that,a’ the
Chinese word “ho” means river, this tow 1s

latter exprossion is equivalent to saying the
Pel River River

‘Tlentsin (s a dual entity. There s the ety
and there are the settlements, The city is the
walled part inhabited almost solely by Chinesa
and missionaries. The settlements are the
forelgn concessions which join the city on the
south., Through the settlements the Peiho
runs approximately north and south, The
connossions are bounded on the east by the
river, and across it from them there were,
before this row began, a lot of mud hut vil-
Ingos and the big military college, The walled
city 1% a reotangla with the long side running
approximately northwest and southeast, Al-
most due south of the sontheast gate of the
city lies the Japanese concession, To the
east and south of that i« the French concesslon,
which is joined on the south by the British
and the German in that order, A little north
of the French settlement the river makes a
bend to the westward, then swings north and
east agaln. In this big bend the man rail-
rond vards and the station wera situated, being
reached from the settlements by a bridge across
the river at the end of the Rue Chemin de ¥Fer
through tha French con essions, Between the
settloment« and the city there wera several
mud hut villages. In fact, practically all the
space was thus ocouploed,

Around the whola of Tientsin, walled city
and settlements, runs a high mud wall, erected
in 1860 to keep out the foreign devils who were
then invading China.  Well outside this wall
on the east was an arsenal where arins and all
sorts of war materigl were manufactured, To
the west, also outside the mud wall, was another
arsenal, used principally as a storehouse or
armory. Inside the walled city Is another
armory and to the north of it was the famous
Tsiku arsenal that the Pekin expedition so
happily stumbled upon and destroyed with its
millions of dollars’ worth of munitions and guns
To the east of the city there are several streams
which unite to form the Peiho. The Grand
Canal joins the river there also, and there are
several other canals,

The railroad comes up on the east bank of
the river, and swings to the westward In front
of the east arsenal, It passes through the mad
wall by a gata about dus east of the north end
of the British concession, and runs northwest
to the station, It leaves the station on & curve
to the northeast thus forming a huge Y. Just
bevond whers it passes tha mud wall to the
northward again, the Chinesa have erected
another battery, and this (= the one that has
heen giving the settloments such a merry time
for the last fow da; s

The Japan-China War gave [ord Curzon the
opportunity to have his fling at the author of
the “Yellow Peril” and he took it. Now the
time seems to have come for the desplsed prophet
to try his skill once more. The China that is
at war with all the civilized world to-day is the
China pictured by him so long ago, yvet still only
in her Infanoy wo far as fighting development
is concerned. She has grown, but the growth
hias been too rapid, and now she has attempted
with what is relatively a small equipment a
task which ahe might have accomplished If she
had been content to wait until the applioa tion
of the methods which the war with Japan taught
her she must adopt had become more general
The Chinese army that is really worth count-
ing as an army now numbers about 75,000 men.
They are armed with the most approved weap-
ona of tho latest pattern. They have the pnew-
est and best ammmunition, Every day they
stand across the river north of the French con-
onsslon and shoot bullets by the hundred cloar
across the settlaments and over the mud wall
on the south. They have the best fleld and
slegn guns made, and great stores of ammuni-
ton for themn. As far as supplies are concerned
the Chinese are quite ready for their war with
all the world.

Five different forces maka np tha plek of the
Chinese Army.  The best of them Is the army of
20,00 men commanded by Gen. Yuan, who
until a few day s ago was Governor of the Prov-
ince of Shantung, and who was relied upon to
keep that provinee quiet and to protect the
foreigners in {t. Thesa men have been drilled
for some years by Capt. Minter, aSwede, who
was promoted to the rauk of Major-General in
the Chinese Army. Capt. Mdnter is now in
Tientsin and one of the most interested obsery-
ers of the progress the Chinese have made in
the art of war. Inthe provinee of Pachili there
were about 15,000 tralned men under Gen, Nieh,
The headquarters of this foree was at Lutal
above Tientsin, These troop s were at first
sent against the Boxers, but it was not a gen-
ulne altack and itis known now that instead of
the 500 reported killad thera were only four
Afterward Nieh came down to Tientsin and
there were constant reports that he really was
trying to preveat trouble between his men and
the allias. Then came the story that he had
sont his mon azain<t the Boxers, who are now
swarming around the walled oity, and that he
had been thoroughly defeated, with the result
that nearly all army had dishanded. 1t
has been learned since that in fact they went
over to the Boxer side and now they are prob-
ably part of the foree that isa making it so in-
teresting for us here in thessettlements. Nieh
himself is reported to have been kidnapoed and
taken away with all his family,

Pekin is guarded by two forces, one of Mane
chus under Ching Wang and the other of
Mohammedans under Tung Fu Shan. This
man is one of the most rabid fgreign haters in
China and a part at least of his army was en-
gaged against the Seymour expedition a little
beyvond Langfang on the road to Pekin. The
Manchu foree niunbered about 20,00 men and
Tung Fu Shan had 10,0000 The other body
of trained men had headquarters at Shanhai-
kuan and numbered about 10,000,  Sung was
the Chinese General in command, but he is in
bad health just now and his second ln command,
Gen. Ma, 18 acting. These troops have comn
down from Shanhalkuan and are now taking
part in the attacks on the settlements of Tien-
t=in

Besides thesa 75,000 men no one knows how
many troops the Chinese have. The Boxers
are unnumbered and innumerable. They are
brave with a fanaticism the equal of any shown
by the dervishes in the Soudan. They abe
solutely believe themselves to be invulnerable
and whenever one of them falls the others
elther say that he has only gone to sleep for a
fow days and will wake again after a little while,
or that he never was a true Boxer, and had not
completad the instruction and exercise which

his

surely would have made him safe against all
the machinations of the foreign devils.  The
Boxer soclety originated several vears ago

in the Provinee of Shantung, when T4 Ping Lu
was & Mawistrate in one of the more considerable
towns, There was a bad year for crops, such
as this has been, and there was more rohbery
and outlawry than couid be handled in the
ordinary course. 14 Ping Lu organized the
Roxers to deal with the brigands, and they
did 1t very satisfactorily The name of the
society s 1T HoTuan, frequently written 1 Ho-
i Chuan It is translated in varfous ways  One
student of Pekinese told me that it meant simply
“one closed fist ¥ Heorein Tientsin | have Leard
three of four wanslations  Mr. Denby, son of
the ex-Minister to Pekin,who is sald to be a very
good Chinese scholar, uses the form I Ho Tuan,
and translates it this way “I" means right=
eousness;, “ho,” means harmony  and

Undoubtedly the Boxers are gaining strength
every day. Thus far all the events of the war
except the destruetion of the arsenals about
Tiontsin have been decidedly In thelr favor,
and even these misfortunes are easily turned
to good account by them, for we have not re-
tained one of thelr strongholds, and they easily
say that they have chased us all out and won
preat victories. The repulse of the Seymour
expedition was in fact a great vietory for them,
and they are in po<ition to win others about
Tientsin now. Above all, they have our Min-
istors and thelr guards shut up in Pekin, It 1s
known certainly that they have killed one of
the Mini«ters, and thero is not much ground
for hoping that any of the foreigners who were
in Pekln when the fighting bexan will get away
allve, What hope there (s centres about
Jung Lo, the Commander-in-Chief of the Chi-
naw Army, who (s a foreigner hater of the milder
and more conservative class. Men here who
know him well say that he is emart enough to
roalize what a play it would be with the Powers
for him to protect the legations and the people
in them, knowing well that the end of this trou-
ble (s likely to be a revolution in the Govern=
ment of China, through which he might come
to great power, Agalnst this hope there s
the fact that several weeks ago, before the
RBoxer movement becama xo widespread, Jung
.o sent word to his good friend Chang Yen
Mo, in Tieutsin, that he was in disfavor with
the Fmpress. Chang Yen Mo took the hint
at onee. He ls the Chinese Director of Mines
and Rallways, and he immediately sent word
to the forelgn director warning him to get all
the foreign staff in from thelr posts in the
country without delay, The warning was in
time, so that all the mining engineers except
two got in, and these two, being well up toward
Mongolia, where hospitality s part of the re-
liglon, stand a good chance to escape to the

NO ANSWER YET TO RUSSIA.

England Is Awalting Information From Her

lLoxpoN, Sept. 5 ~Creat Britain has as yet
made no reply to the Russian proposal regard-
ing the evacuation of Pekin, owing to the fact
that no report on the situation has been re-
the

ceived from Sir Claude Macdonald,
British Minister to China, which
the Government awaits before responding

to Russia. The delay in the receipt of the re-
ports attributed to the slowness of tho Chinese
telograph service, Gen, Chaffee’s messaxe,
showing the diMeulty of keeping open the
line of communication, 18 regarded as slgnifi-
ennt of what would follow if only a part of
the allies seek to remain in the capital.

The Standard prints a Tientsin despatch
dated Aug. 25, which says that the first party
of Pekin refugees, consisting mostly of Ameri-
ean missionaries, has arrived there after a
journey in a boat lasting four days. Ne
hostile Chinese ware met, and there was no
gniping, but the refugees found it lmpossible
to rest and were compelled to eat the poorest
food.

Everybody arriving from Pekin says that
the reporta of the sufferings of the foreigners
besicged there were exaggerated. Most of
the projectiles fired by the Chinese went over
the Amerlean legation und damaged the Chi-
pese on the other side. This caused the belief
that they were fired by the foreigners. None
of the besleged went hungry. The chief strain
was due to the constant fear that the enemy
would rush the defences. Rations sufficient
to last for six months are being forwarded to
the British foree in Pekin,

During the siege the Chinese determined
to break into the treasury of the Imperial
Bank  They managed to mnake a hole in the
musonry large enough to admit a man, who
set fire to the place,

A despatch to the Teleyranh from Hong
Kong, dated Sept. 2, savs that influential nae
tives assert that the flame of rebellion has been
fanned in Southern China, and they prediot a
tremendous  conflagration within a month,
Several reform  parties with  headquarters
in Hong Kong are supported by funds
received from rich Chinese and from the
United States. They have hitherto restrained
aggression, belleving that the Powers would
regenerate the Government, Elnce it was
reported that it was the intention of the Fowers
o withdraw from China, the different societies
bave been combining to ralse the standard
of revolt, The practical vessation of trade
in the north has thrown thousands of men
out of employment and they are preparcd to
join the rebels,

PEACE EDICT FROM THE EMPEROR,

Says He Left Peklo Because the Dowager Em-
press Wished It,
Speclal Cable Despateh to THE SUN,

SHANGIEAY, Sept, 8.1t 18 reported that an
edict in the name of the Emperor to Li Hung
(hang, dated Aug. 16, is on the way from Tal-
vuenfu. It explains that, though the foreign
Powers gave assurances that their only object
in bringing troops to the capital was the sup-
pression disorder, intending no bharm to
the Imperial house, yet the FEmperor felt
it to be his duty, in view of the dangars of an
assatlt on Pekin and the approach of the allies
to the Ferlidden city, to comply with the
Dowagzer Fmpress’s wish that he accompany
her westward after instroeting Gen, Yung Lu,
Hsu Tung and Thung Chi to remain in the cap-
ftal and continue the government, Now fearing
that the forelgn Powers are inecensed and
unwilling to propose a peaceful settlement,
the Emperor ordera the Viceroy to use overy
endeavor through the Foreign OfMces abroad
or the consulates at Shanghal to open negotia-
tions. The edict praises L Hung Chang for his
faithful services and assures him of the grati«
tude of the Throne,

An limperial edict which reached here Aug.
2 fa couched In eoncillatory language. It
transfers the metropolitan oMaoials to Tai-
yuenfu, where it is expected the court will
remain pending the negotiations. The edict
urges the provineial Vieeroys to safeguard
thair territories and bids the Yangtse Viceroys
to econtinue to protect the missionaries and
merchants.

PLAGUE SCARE IN LONDON.

Health Anthorities Deny That There Are Any
Cases-How It Started In Glasgow,
Speeial Cable Despatehes to THR SUN

1oNDON, Sept. 4. —The Evening News asserts
that two cases of bubonic plague have devel-
oped among laborers on the Thames docks

Local physiclans say that there should be no

anxiety, as every precaution has been taken

to prevent the disease from spreading in London

The correspondent of THE SuN has the
authority of the sanitary officer of the port for
denying the Newa's story. He says that there
{8 no case of plague in tha city of London He
explains that the present kcare {8 a repetition
of that caused by the discovery of suspleious
cases in July and that it has no further founda-
tion

On Rept. 1 a suspected case was treated In
the Lock Hospital, but a diagnosis taken at
the end of the first twenty-four hours proved
that the patlent was not suffering from the
plague,

The medical oficer of the Lonudon County
Council, Dr. 8hirley Foster Murphy, declares
that it is impossible for plagus cases to exist
withiout being reported to him

The Atlantio Transport Company's steam-
ships Menominee and Mesaha are now berthed
at the Vietorla and the Albert docks, where the
scare originated,

Late to-night it appears that the statement
that the plague had appeared in TLondon was
entirely without foundation,

GLascow, Sept. 4-—The bubonle plague
outbreak here probably originated last June
in @ house adjoining that from which the first
patient was taken. At that thne a Mrs, Bran-
nigan died. Bhe was living alone and her
body was not discovered until a week leter,
when it had become decomposed. There
were a number of rats in the house and it is
supposed that they carried the infection about,

A Mrs. Edson was employed to clean the
house and she became ill and was removed
to the hospital, where she is now suffering
from enterio fever. Mrs, Brogan, an Intimate
friend of Mrs. Edson, a Mrs Malloy and Mrs.
Brogan's husband subsequently dled The
wake held over the body of Mrs. Malloy com-
municated the infection to others and the con-
ditions are favorable to the further spread of
the disease through the wanderings of the in-
feoted rats,

The health authorities are constantly re-
celving advices regarding restwrictions placed
upon this port by authorities wbrond. The
shipping trude has already suffered severely.

No Sickness on the State of Nebraska.

The Allan State Line steamship State of Ne-
braska, which arrived yesterday from Glasgow
and Moville, had a clean bill of heaith, Never-
theless, all aboard wore put through a thorough
examination, None of her passengers or crew
was found with a suspicion of infeetion from
bubonic plague, which infects Glasgow, or
from any other sort of sickness, Dr. Doty be-
gan the examivation of the 253 cabin and 49
steerage pussengers at 6:30 A. M. and finished
it at 1030 A, M. Many of the cabin passangers
are American tourists. The ship was permitted
to come up to her pler in the afternoon.

CRAYFISH FROM A CROTON MNAIN.

Drawn Off Very Appropriately at the New
York Aguarium,

There was received at the Aguarium last
week, by way of the (roton water pipes, a fair-
sized spocimen of the crayfish, the crustacean
also commonly desribed as the fresh water
lobster. The Aquurium has received by this
route, at one time and another, a number of
eels, but this is the first crayfish.

There I8 placed in the Croton main from which
the Aquarium takes the water needed for the
supply of ita fresh water tanks, in Battery Park
Just outside the building, a strainer to keep
out anything that might clog the pipes and stop
the water supply, or that might be undesirable
in the tanks, as floating vegetable matter.
The strainer 18 changed weekly. Cut-off and
strainer are so arranged that when the strain-
ers are changed anything they may have
stopped can be easily made captive. In
this manner this erayfish by way of the (roton
water pipes was recelved at the Aquarium on
Friday last.

This specimen, which is about three inches
in leneth, has been placed with others in ono
of the Aquarium's exhibition tanks It shed
ita old shell vesterday, but this was in the or-
dinary course of things It was mr‘mrnm]yun-
injured by its loug journey through the pipes,
& ®ood and lively crayfish, notwithstanding.
Just how long it had been in the pipes of course

obody could tell, but it probably came orig-
nally, at some stage of Its existence, (rom some
pond or stream of the Croton watembed. Such
cerayfiah are not uncommon In fresh water
streams and lmmlh. There are, for example,
plenty in the Bronx River. They grow to be as

much as five or six Inches In length

Mortimer H. Wagar, Presldent of the Cone
solidated Stock Exchange at 60 Broadway
received a letter yesterday morning addres<o l
to “The Presiding OMcer of the Now York Stock
Exchange, 60 Broadway."
