The three gentlemen have
had many consultations since thelr arrival,
but this one was supposed to have a bearing
on caudidates and Mr. Campbell was supposed
to act as spokesmuan for Mr. Hil.  Mr. Canp-
bell said that he only represented hinself and
Mr. Hill sald later: “No man is empowered
to speak for me. 1 represent mysell.” It
turned out that Mr. Croker, Mr. Murphy and
Mr. Campbell only chatted about indifferent
detalls on convention work.

Late to-night Mr. Croker and Mr. Murphy

Croker. Mr. Croker replied;

“Mr. Murphy {8 the Democratic State leader
and whoever Le favors as the candidate fur
tovernor, [ will favor.”

Mr. Murphy turning to Mr. Mackey sald
“You are a strong man in many directions, but
we must have the Kings county delegation.

ner. Mr. Hill has declared all along for Coler
and it is his programme that the anti-Hill com-
bine shall shoulder the responsibility of de-
feating Coler in the convention. It may be
said in passing that Mr. Croker and Mr. Murphy
and their allies are quite willing and even eager
to accept this responsibility,

Mr. Hill is to second the speeach of Mr Kemp-
ner, provided the latter is admitted to the cone
vention, putting Coler in nomination, and he
i% to be followed by John N. Carlisle of Water-
town, Charles N. Bulger of Oswego and Elliot
Danforth of Bainbridge It should be eald
right here that John W Webhster, East River
Bridge Commissioner and a colleague of Mr
Kempoer'a from the Twentieth district of
Kings county, has been with Kempner most of
the day begging him not to make that speech
for Coler Kempner remained obdurate.

disaster here was predicted by the United States
Weather Bureau to strike Galveston on last Fri-
day night and created much appreliension, but
the night passed without the prediction being
verified. Conditions, however, were ominous The
danger signal was displaved on the flagstaff
of the Weather Bureau, and shipping was
warn«d The southeastern sky was sombre The
Gulf surf beat high upon the beach, Yrom the
north, just after midnight, the wind began to
comein spiteful puffs, increasing in volume as
the day dawned By 10 o'clock on Baturday
morning 1t was almost a gale

At noon it had Increased in velocity and was
driving the rain, whipping the pools and rat-
ting things up in alively manner, yet no serious
apprehbension was felt by residents remote
from the Gulf. Those near the heach, how-
ever, were soon aroused to the danger that
threatened their homes.  As stupendous waves
began to send their waters far inland, Phey

began & hasty exit to pore secure places in
the city
Two gigantle forces were at work. The

Gulf waves drove high upon the beach and the
gale from the northeast pitched the waters
agninst and over the wharves and abutments,
choking the sewers and ftooding the clty from
that quarter. BStreets rapdly began to fll
