The exodus of women and children still con-
finues.  Almost 1.000 crossed the bay to-day
and want to Houston. It {s predicted that next
weak the rush of the refugees will cease, as con-
ditions are ko ranid!y improving.

Ihere are as vet no indications of more than
pormal sickness. The breezes from the Gulf
m heglthful and the salt water is now de-
pended upon to assist in the work of sanita-
tion

It will be a month before the windrow of
wreckage extending for miles along the beach
‘an be fully destroyad. The burying squads
are burning about two blocks a day. When
thair work {s finished there will be astrip of
vacant territory a half-mile wide and five
miles long, extending the entire length of the
dty along the beach. The houses and bulldings
borth of this wasta and across to the bay are
o condition to be rapaired or rebulit

The Injured are rapidly recovering. It was
#id to-day that not more than 500 were so se-
floualy injured as to be compellad to remain
iodoors The disaster was of the kind that
dlalmed life and laft but few injursd. Thers
wre now enough physiclans on the scene to care
for the wounded, but the demand for sanitary
*Iperts continues

It la balieved that the loss of it In Galyaston
vl not fall below 6,000. Every little town
within & radius of meventy-five miles of Gal-
Yeton was wracked and torn and had people
vlied and wounded, so that the storm’s final
death list will be considerably fn exoess of 5,000,

A plan is being matured for taking care of
the widows and orphans, fust as was done at
Johnstown, Pa, after the great flood thare,
A epecial fund for the widows and orphans
at Johnstown was ralsed and A similar pro-

Thers are many children who have been left
bhoth motherless and fatherleas, and many
women lost their hushands and anly support.
The State s taking care of as many orphans
a=ocanbanconmmodatad in Stata Institutions of
that charactaer, hut there area many othars among
the refugees already sent to Houston and among
thosa remaining in Galveston

The difieulty of transporting the food supply
and clothing to thia city from the end of the
railroad on tha mainland has not yet been re-
moved. It 18 found that the larger dranght vas-
sels cannot get through the channel to this efty,
and the supplies will have to ba brought over in
smaller honta

The ears and trafti-loads of ford and ecloth-
{ng are pouring inta Houston from all parta
of thaStataand conntry They arebelng rushad
forward tn the mainland coast as fast as the
railroads can handle them

FEW NEOROES PERISHED

As the work of rellef and search for dead
bodies here progresases tha fact is discovared
that remarkably few negroes perished in the
storm. Most of them livad in a colony in the
lower part of the coity in insecure houses,
When the water from the Gulf began to rise
they abandoned their homes and took refuge
with the familles of white people for whom
they worked. One wealthy white family here
took in over thirty negroes in the early part of
the storm, and all of them were saved. The
negroes are still being fed and housed by whites,
It seams as if the negroes had a natural sense of
the danger and got to places of safety much
quicker than the whita people.

Six ocean steamships have anchoread {n the
harborsince Tussday. They are awalting grain
CATgOes,

AMr. Robartson, tha grain inspactor, said:

“We will bagin loading the steamers next
week. All this wheat, 2,500,000 bushels, will
be savaed, If we have no rain. Col. Polk, gen-
eral managar of tha Santa Fe, tells me he will
have trains in Galveston next week. Wa never
say die here. Look up and down thess streets
and you will sea an example of the greatest
hustling ever known.”

“The Texas Ice and Cold Storage Company
announces that it 18 ready to deliver loe In
any quantity, 100 pounds or lees, at the factory,
free on doctors’ prescription for sick persons,
and will sell to anybody 100 pounds for 80 cents,
50 pounds 23 centa, 25 pounds 10 centa, 10 pounds
5 centa These are the lowest prices for which
foe has ever been sold in Galveston. The
company will probably be ready to-morrow
to accept on storage in the refrigeration rooms
all perishable goods. "

MILITARY ORDER IMPRESSINO MEN TO WORK.

An {llustration of the military rule under which
the work has been done is General Order No. 9,
issued by Brig -Gen. Thomas Scurry, command-
ing the city forces, as follows:

“Guards, foremen of gangs and working
parties or others ncting under the authority
of this department will use due diligknce
toward preventing any hardships on private
individuals or Impressing for service, The
conditions, however, are so terrible and it is so
necessary that sanitary precautions be taken
to preserve the lives and health of the people
of this stricken eity that individual interests
must give way to the general good. If it is
found feasible to secure volunteers, general
{mpressment will be avoided, but the medicul
fraternity being & unit in the opinion thut
further delay or procgastination will bring
pestilence to finish the dire work of the hurri-
cane, the interests of no individual firm or
corporation will for one instant be spared tn
secure volunteers for work,

“Falling in this, every able-bodied man Is
to be put to work to clear the wreckags, burn
the hundreds of bodles under it, and save, if
possible, the liyes of those who yet remaln.
1 trust this position may be thoroughly appre-
clate1 and understood, and that all persons
will govern themselves accordingly.”

PRAME HOUSES WITHSTOOD THE STORM WHLL.

The frame houses stood the storm
much hetter than the stons and brick
houses. Most of the houses that are

still standing were bullt many years ago,
some of them before the Civil War, and while
the newer houses around them quickly col-
lapsed, they remainad standing The heav-
jest possible timbers and most seours founda-
tions are to be used In the construction of new
homes. They will be put up to stand the fury
of the alements. Major Frank M. Spencer's
home, which weatherad the storm and saved
over fifty people who sought refuge therein,
waa built in the '50s

It I# & frame structure, and was not damaged
by the wind, although the outbulldings are
gone

When It was seen that the stable was about
to go, Major Spencer and his sons wadad through
the watar to the place and got the horses and
mules out of it, and brought them into the
Jowar rooms of tha house, whare they remained
in perfect security throughout the storm
A strange cow also sought refugn in the house

and was taken in.

WasmiNaTON, Sept 16--Tha report of the
safety of the revenue cutter ialyeston and her
erew was confirmed to-dey by lettars received
at the Treasury Department from an ofoer
of that vessel, In a letter written on the 9th
inst. he says

This was
accomplished only by the most herculean efforts
on the part of the men who led out the rope,
but hatween swimming, walking and flounder-
ing along in the teeth of the gale the rope would
| Mnally be made fast. Then it was all that the
craw of one officer and seven mea conld do
to pull the boat against the flerca hlasts of the
cyclone. Ry working all Saturday afternoon
and evening, and up to 1 A, M. Sunday, the
Lrave boys sucoeaded in rescalng thirty=four
men, women and children, whon they put in
a place of saiety and provided with sufficient
provisions for their inunediate wants  Finally,
on account of the darkness, the (ncreasng
violence of the storm and the vast amount of
wreokage in the streets the rescuing party
was reluctantly compelled to return to the
veasel.

GALVESTON'S GRATITUDE,

The Disaster So Great That the Olty Was
Compelled to Ask Sympathy and Ald,

WaisHINGTON, Sept. 15.-Acting Secretary
of War Meiklajohn has received from Repre-
sentative Hawlay of Texas a reply to a tela
gram sent offering assistance. Mr. Hawley
answerad:

“Your telagram of tha 12th arrived to-night.
Assurance of your complete sympathy and your
prompt and substantial ald s received by the
citizens of Galveston with profound gratitude.

Not less than 5,000 lives have been sacrificed.
It is the event of acentury. Two atorms of
tremendous valocity met directly here. The
frightful resulta have been largely discussed
by the press.

The tenta and
rations will be of great service, as you are al-
ready informed.

“The disaster {3 so great we have been com-
pelled to make our condition known and ask
for sympathy and aid of mankind If you
deem it axpedient, no greater service could be
done than to use such agencles as you may for
universal Information concerning our unhappy
state HAWLEY.

Secretary Melklejohn has also received the

MARTIN, WHO BROKE JAIL IN

ROCHESTER, CAUGHT HERE.

Implicated With Topeka Joe, Who Has Just
Broken Jall in Richmond, Va,, in the Rob-
bery of the Peninsula Bank at Willlams-
burg, Va.~Will Go Back to Monree County,

Charles Martin, alias "Michigan Red,” one
of the most notorlous bank and Post Office
robbers in the Fast, was arrested here at mid-
night on Friday by Post Office Inspectors Jacobs
and James and Pinkerton Detectives Dough-
erty and Rogers. The inspectors and deteo~
tives have been on his track for some time
but it was net until Friday evening that they
were successful In finding him. The Post
OMce authoritias want Martin for complicity
in the robbery of the Post Ofce at Nunda,
Monroe county, on Dec. 23, 1800. The Pinker-
ton men were in the employ of the Fidelity
and Casualty Company of this city which was
anxlous to apprehend Martin for his part in
the robbery of a number of banks in Maryland
and Virginia whose safes and bank wvaults
were insured or protected by the company. The
bank robbery for which Martin particu-
larly wanted and in connection with which
he already been practically identified was
that of the Peninsula Bank at Willlamsburg,
Ya, on May 24 last

In the robbery of the Post Office at Nunda
last December Martin and a companion blew
open the safe with nitroglycerine, in the use
of which Martin is an expert, and carried away

They were pursusd by a posse and after
an exciting chase Martin was captured e
was taken to the Monroe county jail In Roches-
ter, from which he escaped after & week. After
his escape from Rochester he want South and
engaged, it Is pretty well assured, In safe-
blowing in Virginia and other Ssouthern Ktates

The robbery of the Willlumsburg bank was
an especially bold undertaking. The
was entared by a band of armed men on the
night of May 24, 1000, and $5,500 cash was se-
ou The nitro-glycerine explosions awak-
ened persons living near the bank and when the
robbers finished their work and attempted to
escape they found the bullding surrounded
by armed men. They fought their way out,
however, and escaped from the town, but were
8o clearly seen thut the identty of several of
them was established beyond a doubt. One
of those identified was Martin and Pinkerton
detectives have been tracking him ever since
One of the other men implicated, Joseph Rapley,
alins “Topeka Joe,” was arrested by Pinkerton
men at Portland, Ore., on July 28 He was
extradicted and taken to Richmond, whe
while awaiting trial, he made a sensatio
escape from Jall on Sept. 3

Martin has served terms in the jalls at Plain-
fleld and New Brunswick, N. J , and a two-and-
