FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

MoNDAY, Bept. 17.

Part of the short interest in stocks that was
oreated in the selling movement on Friday
and Baturday last was covered to-day, and in
addition there was buying for the long ao-
oount. The result was an improvement in
prioes which extended pretty generally through
the list. The change in the attitude of the
speculative fraternity was induced by the fact
that an advance in money rates did not follow
the disclosire in the bank siatement of a large
loss in cash by the banks, and by the prob-
abllity that the anthracite coal miners' strike
would not be of long duration.  Furthermore,
the published uttarances of an operator who
lad the bear campaign of last fall and winter
were calculated to have weight with the trad-
ing element

This operator, who has heen abroad for
months, and has at intervals emitted

doleful views on the financial stuation
in  America, sailed for New York on
Saturday As he was sailing he furnished
an interview, which was ocabled to this
side, In whioch he declared that ha fore-
saw increased prosperity for this country, and
therefore was, by implication at least, a bull
inatead of a hear on the stock market. If he
is to he an active in efforte to advance atooks
on his return as he was formerly in efforts to
put tham down, he may have much to do with
shaping the fiture course of the market If
his remarks are correotly reported, his change of
sentiment was accomplishied by leading Amer-
fean Ananclars whom he met in Europe and who
oonvinced him of the error of his ways.  Pre-
