HARTPORD, Conn., Bept’ 21.—~The Demo-
erata at thelr State Convention here to-day
nominated Judge Samuel L. Bronson of New
Haven for Governor. It was thought up to
last night that Melbart B. Cary of ltagefleld,
chairman of the State Central Committee,
would be nominatad, but the tide turnad sud-
denly. It became evident this morning that
Bronson's strength greatly exceaded former
estimates and Cary withdrew rather than suffer
defeat. The rest of the ticket presents Cyrus
(. Beckwith, Mayor of New London, and ex-
Representative of that town In the General
Assernbly for Lieutenant-Governor: James P.
Woodruff of Litchfield, a leading flgure in the
polities of Litchfleld county, for Secretary of
State; E. C. Pinney of Stafford for Treasurer
and Willlam I. Huntting, a wealthy tobacco
grower and Bryan man for Comptroller.

INGLY FOR M'KINLREY.

They Will Yote the Demooratie Tioket He-
oause of Hace Prejudice, bhut Hope and
Fray That Hryan Wil Be Defeated—-A
New Light on the Great National Issue,
With a view to ascertalning the sentiments

of the business men of the South as to the

present financlal condition of that seotion of
the country and to obtain from them opinions
a8 to the effect of a changs In the national
admioistration, the Manufaciurers’ Record of

Baltimore sent, under date of Sept. 18, a letter

to A bank In every county seat of the South.

This letter asked that the reciplent express

his views upon the present condition of the

agricultural, mercantile and manufacturing

Interests in his particular section. There was

&lso added to the letter the following para-

kraph

“We do not ask for any disoussion of the
politial situation, but If you care to express
your opinion as to whether the business Iin-
teresta of the country would be best served
by the alection of Mr. McKinley or Mr. Bryan
we shall take pleasure o publishing it.”

The Record selected bankers in the smaller
towns, becauss it thought these men would
be more In touch with the people, although less
in touch with the broader business and flnancial
conditions of the country, The paper wanted
to get at the sentiment of the agricultural in-
tarests

A very lurge number of replies was received,
and the consensus of opinfon was that the
election of Mr. Bryan would be a great calamity
to the South. The majority of the writars
were Democrats, but many of them, after the
avowal of their political principles, did not heai-
tate to declare that they hoped for Mr. McKin-
loy's election.  Bome of them said very plainly
that while the peopls in their respective sections
would probably vote mostly for Bryan they
woutlld, nevertheless, be satisfled if McKinley
were reclected, because they felt Republican
sUcoess to be a stronger guarantee of continued
prosperity. The reason that so many of these
people vote agningt their own convictions is,
of course, the race question, which holds the
rank and file In the Democratio party regardless
of the (ssues

After commenting glowingly upon the pros-

JUDGE POWERS DECLINES.

Finally Decides Not to Accept the Appoint-
ment of United States Senator From Utah.

SALT LAKE, Utah, Sept. 21.—Judge Powers,
who was appointed United States Senator
by acting Gov Nebaker in tha absance from
the State of both Gov, Wella and Secretary of
Stats fammond, to-day declined to accept
the appointment, for the reason that in view
of the action of the Senate In the Quav case
there waa no chance of his being soated. At
first Judge Powers declared that he would
acoept the appointinent and make the contest
for the seat, but on mature consideration he
ohanked his mind. Nebeker says that had he
heen aware of the absenoce of both the Governor
and the Secretary of State a little eariier he
would have called a special sesclon of the Legis-
lature and had them clect a Senator to flll the
vacancy, in which case whoever would have
been chosen would have been a Democrat
and would have been entitled to hold the office
for four years.

Gen. Grosvenor Polnts Out a Few Facts fer
the Workingman te Ponder,

Gov. Groavenor of Ohlo, In a recent arti-
cles, calls the attention of the lahoring man
to tha effect of Mr. Bryan's election on Ameri-
oan labor.  Briefly he anys

“Thore is danger that the people of this
oountry may lose sight of the faot that the
election of Mr. Bryan means the overthrow
of the protective tariff system and the in-
troduction of a free trade programme Into
the policy of the Government.

“In his demand that wool be put on the free
list, he declared that he did not care whether
it benefited or hurt the wool growerm, ryan
drove the tariff on coal down to such an extent
as to flood the eastern markets with coal and
stimulate coal development In the northeastern
British posseasions, practically driving ue
ont of the seaboard markets with the soft coal
of central States.
