Interesting Discoveries by Prof, Niven of This
City In the State of Guerrero,

ArsTIN, Tex , Sept 28 - A despateh [from
the city of Mexico saye Prof. Willilam Niven
of New York city, who is in the wilds of the
State of Guerrero, had made some
interesting archsojogleal discoveries
in & letter just received here

“Prehistoric ryins were found on all the ridges,
and at & point called Cacahuatia two columns
of traolivte, 4% feet long by 18 inches in di-
ameter, lay side by side.  They were completely
ocovared with hleroglyplics, with a five-pointed
star on one end. Each of them must weigh be-
tween 400 and 500 pounds  About three hundred
metres up the Lill were ruins of a building
over a hundred feet long.

Morris K. Jesup Purchases the Tandberg
Arable Collecilon for the University,
New Haven, Conn, Sept 23 Morris K
Jesup of New York eity has given to Yale Uni-
versity the collection of Arabic manuseripts
made by Count Landberg, a distinguished
Swedish collector and traveller. Hislibrary

| of Swadish literature was purchased last vear

by Harvard University. The Arabic collection,
which will arrivein this country within a month,
consiets of some 300 manuscripts, four-fifths
of which are rare and over 200 without dupli-
cates.
