THE REPUBLIO AND THE NEW YORK
OPENED WITH NEW FPLAYS,

Herne's “Sag Harbor” Delivered to the First
Andience ts HMammerstein's Latest House
of Amusement — A  Milllon Dollars*
Presented by Hobart, Harrison and Sloane,

The combined interests of & new play at the
opening of & new theatre made an occaslon last
night. James A. Herne's “Saz Tarbor”
was performed at Oscar Hammerstein's
Republio. The houss was finely filled
by paople who saw that It was @as hand-
some a&s the published descriptions had
lod them to sxpeot. Thera was a kindly feeling
that rose to enthu lasm when Mr. Herne, (n &
speech, mentioned the bullder and manager's
name. When Mr. Hammerstein responded to
the applaguse he sald, In & very few graceful
ventenoss, that ha hoped the uses of his newest
theatre would be snoh as to make the city proud
of it Mr. Herne made a much longer addre<s
abott the pleasure of playing to a first-night
andienoce, the poss ble reversal or support of ita
verdict by later assemblages, the oldress of the
theme of his latest play and the skill sbown
by the company in interpreting his work Mr,
Herne s a fluant speaker, but many present
were struck more by what hs did not say than
by what he did. He ecomplimentad all con-
cerned in the afair, and was especially lauda~
tory of Mr, Hammerstein, but he made no ref-
erence whataver to Liebler & Co, his own man-
agers. Why waa that?

The play used at the opening of the Republic,
“Sag Harbor,'' is not the best nor the worst of
the recent stage illustrations of American
couniry life It i« midway In merit
smong them, and, altbough none of the
others has won success in a distinetly
fashionable New York theatre, Mr. Herne
has the advantage of an adulatory fol-
lowing, and (t is to be borne in wind that
his “Shore Acres* gained Its first vogue in
upper Broadway. As In that pilece, he has
located his flotion at a seashors, but it mors
resemblea in both matter and manner the
earlier semi-marine “Hearta of Oak,” which he
helped to adapt from an English original, and
In which he was for vears an actor Helsanex-
pert in that literalism which our people refect
when It Is offered grossly by Ibsen and his
foreign imitators, but sometimes accept when
they see it ln depictions of native rusticity.
His example of it in “Sag Harbor” possesses
iittle originality. A marinér and a shipwright

are brothers In love with the same
girl, S8he thinks that e prefers
the one who is absent afloat, but she
marries the one who I8 present ashore
I'ne husband finds out the truth and
sentimental trouble  ensues, but after
awhile the wife ascertains that she really
loves him, her fancy for the brother-in-

law being past and gone. Nothing that either
of these three persons feels or does is in any
way remarkabie; but they and their commranons
are men and wormen of flesh and blood shown in
scenes of homely life, and not puppets dangled
in theatric gcenes. In thal respect of natural
peas neither this author nor any other writer
in the same veln has done better, The
aotion s startd sluggishly in a
shipyard with a small vessel in coursa of eon-
struetion, carried forward slowly in a workshop
with realitiss o' the trad~, and ended no more
rapidly in the best room of a New FEnglana
home with 4 family meal of real victuals, of
sourse-—this time a elam pie being the maln
dish—among the domestic incidenis. In the-e
places the bride flaures as a good
reature, the bridegroomn as an  lonest
ohap worthy of her, and the rejacted suitor as
a surly fellow who onght to lose her. The oc-
oarrences are roasonable except (n their foreed
osonalusion, but they are not inherently inter-
esting, and so they have to depend on their
reprasentation for favor There is not an ex-
oting minute, but there are perhaps teu of
touching pathos, and a hundred of excellent

Mr Herne had written for himself one of
those rugvedly beuign charac'ers in the fine
portrayal of which be s always at ease  This
was an old boatmuan, to whos+ blunder |
the troubles of the three involve i sweetheu: ts
were due, and whose kindly ifuterterences at
last brought happiness to the two deserving
it. The trio was composed of Forrest Rob-
iason, Liouel Barrymore and Julia Herne, All
the acting in the play had been keyed care-
fully to Herne's own unexageerative pitceh,
ond most of it was a dellight to those
who refer the expert photographer's lens
to the finspired painter's brush in  the
making of 1 ictures for the stage.

““I'he Beatitudes’ in English of Great Beauty,
bat Not Adequately Given,

WoncreTeR, Mase., Sept. 27.—The events of
the musio festival to-day were an excellent
symphouy concert in the afternoon and Cesar
Franok's oratorio, “The Beatitudes,” in the
evening. The symphony was from Mendels-
sohn, other nurnbers beiug a Moskowski suite
and Dvorak's Scherzo Capriccioso. Julian
Walker was the afternoon sololst, sioging
Wolfram's song fromn  Tannhauser, “The
Beatitudes® was performed fn New York last
winter by the Liederkranz Boclely. At that
time the German text was used.

FOUND ROBBED AND DEAD:|

Picked Up Lifeless at Daybreak In & West
Side Street, Watch, Rings and Money Gone
—Mad Been Drinking, bat Was Far From
His Usaal Haunte~No Clue to His Slayer.
Charles 8 Pock, a real estute agent of 30

West Thirtieth street, was found dead on the

sidewalk In front of 217 West Sevenleenth

streot by Policeman Kehoe of the West

Twentieth streaet station, at 550 o'clock yester-

day morning  Peck's body was extended at

full length, face downward, with the bead
pointing toward Ninth avenue The face
was bloody. There was an abrasion over
the right eye, & scratch on the bridge of the

nose and the left eye was blackened as by a

blow, The fmmediate conclusion of the police

was that the man had fallen and died in cons
sequence. No particular effort was made to

Qet at the facts in the case untl Coroners'

Physician Weston made an autopsy in the

afternoon. He found the skull beneath the

abrasion fractured and the brain on the oppo-~
site aide of the skull ruptured He expreased
the opinion that Peck had heen sandbagged.

Then the pollca went to work

The fact that no money or jewelry save one
ring, which was very tight on the finger, was
found on the body was strong evidence that
Peck had been robbed, because Le was known
to have had money and a watch earlier in the
evening. The police admitted this, but they
were inclined to the bellef that he had been
robbed before meeting his death or that some
one had gone through his clothes and had
robbed himn after death.

Peck was 70 years old.  He had been in the
real estate business in this cily since 1806 He
camne hera from Rochester, He was married but
ohlidiess and lived with his wile at 13 West
Elghty-faurth street. Mrs. Peck has been spengd-
ing the suinwmer at lexington in the Catskills
Peck intended to go there yesterday morning by
the day boat which leaves West Twenty-second
strect at 9 o'clock. On Wednesday afternoon
he cashed a check for $30 at the Astor National
Bank for this purpose.  He left his office about
5 o'clock and visited several saloons on Broad-
way. At 7 o'clock in the evening he was in
Haan's calé at 1286 Broadway, dritking with
Edward French, a banjo player of 215 West
Fortieth street, who was & friend of his. They
were seen there as late as 9§ o'clock by Arthur
1. Pierson, an actor, of 282 Kast 1 hirty-fourth
strost, and Thomans H. Poole, an architect, of 15
West Thirtieth street, both acquainlances of
Peck. ‘The four had drinks together.

Pierson and Poole left Peck and French to-
gether in the cate, The enployees there say
they remaiued untld after midnight, drinking
snough to be hilirious, French declures that
e leit the saloon at 10:30 o'clock and  separated
from Peck in the strest when the latter in-
sistad on having more drinks at Jum Corbett's
place. French's wife says he got home about

11:30 o'clock and told her he had besn with
Pock, Manager Graut of Kid MoCoy's place
says that Peck came in there about midnight,
He was alone and drunk.

When Policeman hehoe found the body he
summoned an ambulance from the New York
Hospital Dr Kenyon was the ambulance
curgeon in charge He told the policeman the
man was dead, but no more e expressad no
opinion as to how long Peck had been dead, nor
would he vesterday afternoon The body was
drenched with the rain and the rain had ceased,
Mra, Herbs caid, beforeshe went looking for her
cat. Peck, however, might have been wander-
fng about at that time. The body was sent to
the West Twentieth street station, and later to
Howe's undertaking rooms at i Seventh nvenue,
where the autopsy was porformed  All the or-
gane of the body axcept the brain were in good
rondition for a man of Peck’'s yvears, and Dr
Weston had no hesitation in saying that frac-
ture of the skull was the cause of death He
was convineed that the fracture came from &
blow of a blunt instrument

“ft{a a typleal san bag injury,” he sald, "he-
ecause of the long narrow abraslon three inches
by an ineh and a half, hecause of the thin linear
fractura and the laceration and contusion of
the brain on the opposite side of the skull, show-
fng the blow to have been one of great force,
The inlury eoult poseibly havae heen cansed
by a fall, hut it is not likely.”

LAST YEAR'S IMMIGRATION.

AR Increase of 100,000 Over the Previens
Year-Most of It From Sonthern Earops:
Wasminoroy, Sept. 27.—Commissioner of

Immigration Fitchie, at New York, has sub-

mitted his annual report of the work of in-

speoting immigrants at that port for the fiscal
year ending June 3, 1000, The period covered
is the last year of the first decade of Federal
control of fmmigration, The total number
of allens arriving at New York lust year was

400,542, To this number should be added

90,700 oitizens, making a total of 500,602 indl-

viduals who came within the scope of inspec:

tion at the Barge OMce, Of the latter number

21,057 ware steerage passengers. Of the allens

arriving 345,708 came by steerage; of these

3,004 were in tranait through the United Btates

and 96,765 were alien residents returning 10

this country, leaving 804,947 immigrants within

the common acceptation of the term,

The report shows that there is a steadily in-
oreasing tendency of immigration from South
Furopean and Oriental ocountries. Notwith-
standing the fact that the lmmigration for
last year shows an increase of nearly 100,000
over that of the previous year, the old source
of immigration, Scandinavia, the German Em-
pire and the United Kingdom. altw:ether con-
tributed only 9,733 toward this increase. Tm-
migration from Austria-Hungary {ncreased
87,000 the past year. The fmmigration of
Croatians and Slovaks, which began a fow years
ago, |8 now more than double that of the
English., Roumania sends here practically as
many {mmigrants as Norway, confined en-
tirely to the Hebrew population,

For purposes of comparison the established
oustom is followed In the report of considering

as immigrants the alien steerage passen-
gora, exclusive of those in transit, this
figure being 341,712 Of this number 23%.-
414 ‘were males and 113,208 were females. By

races these were a3 follows: Armenfan and
Syrian, 3,600; Bohemian, 2,320; Croatials and

Comparisons as to illiteracy and money
brought per capita show wide variations as
regards the different races or peoples. The
largest amount of money per capita ($20) wus
brought by the Germans and the English, Becotch
and Welsh, It is estimated that over 60 per
cent. of immigrants come here on prepaid
tickets, purchased in this country, or on tickets
purchased on money seut them from this side,
Mr. Fitchie touches upon the subject of
objectionable Italian {mmigrants and deplores
the faot that there are thousends of persons
in Italy whose sole ocoupation consists in fer-
menting popular discontent and persuading
the people to come to this country. More

objectionable, he claims, than the Itallan immni-
grants are those from the Orient.  These are
syrians and Greeks, who crowd into certain
classas of occupation and may be generally
found as pedlers, push-ca°t venders and (tiner-
ants, practising what is practically mendicancy
and becoming public puisances. The united
Charities of New York, the report says, have
repeatadly, during the past yvear, ca led Mr
Fitchie's attention to the public charge that
these people have beconme

The report says that enough evidence has
accumulated during the past year to convince
the Commissioner that a considerable impor-
tation of women for immoral purposes is con-
stantly going on  New York suffers most
from this, and tha report suggests a special
fnvestigation on this subject
