MRS, AND MISS WOODWARD AND OTHER
REFUGEES REACH SAN FRANCISCO,

Pralse for the Herole Defenders of the Lega~
tlons — Women Made Sandbags for the
Barricades Out of Costly Silks—Worked
Hard to Keep From Thinking of Thelr Peril,

Say Fraxcisco, Oet, 1 —~Mrs, M 8 Wood-
ward and her daughter, Miss Tone W oodward,
of Evanston, 11, who were guests of United
States Minister Conger and his wife when the
logations in Pekin were besieged by the Boxers,
arrivod In 8an Francisco Mst evenlng They
were passengers on the steamer Coptle, and In
company with other Pekin refugees landed
to-day, happy to be once more in their own
country and safe from further molestation at
the hands of mirderous Chinese

“I can't talk of that awful affalr without
living It all over again,” said Mrs. Woodward,
‘and that is any thing but pleasant. It is diM-
cult to describe one's feelings during an ex-
perience such as we went through during thoss
awful two months at Pekin, We were all in
a perllous plight and we all realized it, but we
did not dare to think of our danger. It was no
time to give way to fewrs and emotions. It
wias an occasion for heroie acts and courageous

deccs and the siege showed of what excellent
stifl those legationers were made When we
found that we  were hopelessly  penned
up In  Pekin, threatened with entire annihi-
Intion or & worse fate, we all decided to be
brave and make the most of our situation
As you may know, we started to leave Pe-
ki on June 5 but we wera one day

too late Accompanied by a small guard that
was placed at our disposal by Minister Con-
gor, we railroad station on that
davy and waited from 7 o'clock in the morning
until 11 o'clock at night for a train to take us
to Tientsin.  But the train never came, Con-
nection with the outside world had been cut
off the dav before, so we went back to the le-
gution and prepared for the worst. We were
a howling mob of Chinese at
the railroad station and made our way with
much difficulty back to Legation street,
though none of the Chinese offered to do us
podily harm. It was not long thereafter that
gerious trouble began, however. The very
next day missionaries from the burned Catho-
lic cathedral at Nantung came to the legation
for protection and we had our bands full look-
ing after their wants

I'here were hundreds of wounded native
Christians, I saw little children spear
wounds all over their bodies, and many others,
old and young, bleeding and burned. It was
an awful sight and linpressed us with the fear
ol a worse fate for ourselves, With two chil-
dren at bome and a daughter with me I was
afraid to think, so I turned in and did what
1 couid for the immediate comfort of the sul-
fering ones under our care .

“Alter we all took refuge in the British 1 ga-
tion elaborate pluns for our defence were un-
dertaken. We_expericnced no difficulty in
getting to the British legation, although con
stantly harassed by a Boxer mob.  The Russ-lan
legation stood between the American and
British legations. The men cut through the
intervening walls and then made our retreat
as secure as possible by erecting barricades
There was plenty of work for the women, sew-
ing sandbags, &c. Our forces made a sortie,
captured the establishments of a number of
rich Chipese merchants and appropriated
enough silks and rich stuff= 1o clothe an army
in raiment as rich_as Solomon's.  This all went
for sandbags We made sandbags out
costly =ilks and the richest embroidered fabrics
to be found in the realin of the Empress Dowager
It seemed an awful extravagance but cheaper
material was not at hand and the silk
pothing but an effort. The houses of the
Chinese had to be burned to drive out their
occlipants
“After this there was continued fighting
day and night, The Boxers were not wanting
in diligence and one night captured a wall
held by our forces. It was the wall of Pekin
that separated us from the native city. Wo
regafu d It, however, through the heroism of
Capt. Jack Myers of the Oregon and twenty
of the Newark's men. With his littie score of
brave lads b+ made a rush for the wall and
captured it without a scrateh. Shortly after
that Capt. Myers recelved a spear wound and
on '--l‘ of that suffered an attack of typhoid
fever that threatened his life.

“The siege developed many heroes.  Sir
Claude MacDonald, British Minlster, was made
commander-in-chief of all the allied forces and
Secretary Herbert E Bquires of the American
legation was his chief of staff
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with the adviee and cooperation of the other
Ministers,  Our men made their own ammuni-

tion when ammunition ran short, RBullets
were moulded in the ground. We captured

FRANCE PROPOSFS A NEW PILAN.

Sald to Have the Approval of the Continental
Powers.
Special Cable Despatch to THe SUN,

ViExNA, Oct, 1,=The French Ambassador to-
day delivered t»the Forelgn Ofce a note from
his Government to the Powers outlining
a proposal for the settlement of the Chine<e
question. Tha note reviews all the proposals
that have been made heretofore and ettempts
to harmonize them

The note recommends that the Powers shall
inslst upon the punishmeant of the instigitors of
the outrages and of the leaders of the Boxers. It
advocats ‘mmediata negotiations with the
Chinese Plenipotentiarisarecarding the material
compen=ation to be demanded on a count of
the damage inflicted upon the nii sions and
the commercial intereats of indlvidias
who suffered through the connivance or negli-
gence of the Chinese Government, the<e negoti-
ations to Include also consideration of the
indemnity due to the Powers themselves,
Guarantees are a po to be demanded to prevent
the recurrence of the outhreaks

France, In this note, makes the additional
suggestions that the Chinesw frade In arms
and ammunition be prohibited, the forts
between Pokin and Taku destroved and a per-
manent g ard establis'ed In each legition at
Pekin, with the [deTthat this la'ter shall become
eventually, a composite international guard.
The French note argues that this plan is best
designed to preserve the integrity of the Empire
and the “open door.”

It is understood that an advance assent

to the foregoing proposals has  been
peoured from all of the Continental
Powers, It {s hoped that America will as-ent,
because the Irench plan meets the views

expressed in her reply to the German note,
but doubts are expressed in diplomatic eire es
as to the acquiescence «f Great Britain,
It Is diMeult to conceive the grounds
for these fears. unless the French note contains
something whioh I8 not incduded 1n the fore-
golng summary.

MUTINY ON A TRANSPORT,

French Troops fer China Try te Burn the
Vessel.
Special Cabdle Despateh to THE SUN,

LoXDON, Oct. 2.—-A despatoh to the Times
from Paris says news has reached Marsellles
that 400 French members of the Forelgn legion,
who were on board the transport Guadiana,
which salled from Oran, Alglers, for Taku on
Aug. 21, mutinied while the vessel was passing
through the Buez Canal. They had already
protested against the arrangements aboard
the ship and at being sent to China

Twenty of the men jumped overboard Into
the canal and tried to escape. The officers
fired on them, butonly four were caught. These
men were placed In irons,

Almost simultaneously fire was ‘discovered
in the hold of the transport, the fuel having
been saturated with kerosene. Rigorous re-
pressive measures were taken when the vessel
reached Colombo, Ceylon.

The Standard, which has been a strong ad-
vocate of repressive measures in China and
a chronfe Russophobe, this morning denounces
the withdrawal of the Russian troops from
Pekin In which it seas a sinister policy. The
paper also comments disapprovingly on the
United States following the Russian example.

The Standard asceribea this move on the part
of tho United States to election influences and
considers that the recall of the American troops
from the Chinese capital is a deliberate intima-
tion that Washington Intends to separate ltself
from the other Governments. The paper de-

clares  that it would be an  insult
to the trained intelligence of President
MeKinley and Secretary of State Hay to

suppose that they sincerely bellava that the
work of protecting the lives and property of
American citizens in China has been accomse
plished, but while the other Powers keop on
the spot & suficlent number of troops to pres
vent an acute and dangerous revival of the
troubles, President McKinley may comfort
himaelf with the thought that his action will
not sensibly diminish the physical resources
of civilization.

The Standard magnanimonsly econcludes
its article as follows: “Allowance will readily
be made for statesmen who were prompt and
enereetic when the peril was extreme. The
Administration undoubtedly incurred some
little risk of losing votes by doing its duty
in the rescue of the legationers and may claim
indulgence now that it permits itself to cone
sult electioneering convenience.”

RACE WAR IN GEORGEIOWN, 8. C.

Oavalry, Gatling Guns and Infantry Sent to
the Town-Communication Cut Off,

Convmnia, 8. O, Oct. 1,—Thera has beon
excitoment here all day because of the eritical
situation at Georgetown and the lmpossibllity
of obtaining news from that city, At 2 o'clock
this morning, at the request of the Mayor,
Gov. McSweeney ordered two companies of
cavaly to report to the city authorities in
Georgetown. This afternoon Col. Sparkman,
commanding the cavalry regiment in that dis-
trict, joined the Mayor and leading citizens
In reporting to the Governor that the situation
was very grave and urged that more assistance
be sent them. The hf.yor soon afterward
appealed for a half reglment of infantry to be
there by dark, as there were threats of burn-
ing and great excitemeut,

Gov, MoSweeney ordered Major Henry
Schachte, commanding the independent bat-
talion of Charleston, to proceed to Georgetown
on & spacial train. This train, with three com-
panies of infantry, a mountain gun and a Gat-
ling gun detachment, started for Georgetown,
seventy-five miles distant, at 4 o'clock, The
Sumter Light Infantry of Sumter, a hundred
miles to the north, started on another train
at about the same time, It has been impossi-
ble to communicate with Georgetown for six
hours. Neither the Governor nor newspapers
can get a message from there and this causes
grave anxiety here to-night,

Georgetown is on a spur railroad thirty miles
long and with one telegraph line. The latest
despatch sald that the negroes had recently
gotten beyond control, No connected message
has come through sayving what has caused the
trouble. All that is known is that a white man
was killed by a negro on Saturday night, The
gituation there, whera there are ordinarily ten
negroes to one white, is made more serfous
by the presence of 800 negro lumber mill hands
from North Carolina,

American Bell Telephone Company's President
Succumbs to Heart Disease,

Bostox, Oct. 1. -John FKlbridge Hudson,
Prosident of the American Beall Telephone Come
pany, died suddenly in the rallroad station at
Beverly this morning while waiting for a train
to Boston. He and Mrs. Hudson were sitting
together in the waiting room when he threw
up hi« hands and slipped to the floor, dying
soon afterward, The doctor aseribed his death
to heart disease .

Mr. Hudson had been President of the Amer-
fean Bell Telephone Company for elaven years
and bad been connected with the company for
twenty years,  During his presidency the great
development of the company took place. It
was In hix administration and under his direction
that the long distance serviee was perfected

He was born at Lynn, Aug, 3, 1839, and was

COURT ORDERS MINFRS RELEASED.

They Were Convieted for Stopping a Mall
Train During Idaho Strike

SAN Francrsco, Oct, 1.--The United States
Cireuit Court of Appeals to-day decided favor-
ably on the appeal of the fourteen miners of
Idaho who were sentenced to jall by the United
States District Judge of Idaho for interfering
wit' obstructing and delaying the dalivery of the
United States mails, The offence oecurred on
April 20, 1800, w hon a body of strikers compelled
the engineer of a Northem Pacifle train o stop
between Burke and Wallace and take them
to Bunker Hill and other niites which they
dynamited. Many arrests were made, but
only tourteen were found guilty

I'he court holds that the men are not guilty
under the indictment, as that declared that
they conspired to obstruct the malls, knowing
that they were on the train. It Is no offence
aninst the Federal law to conspire to stop an
ordinary train, as this act must be dealt with
by the State laws. Many trains do not ecarry
minils and there was nothing brought out which
showed that these miners knew there were
mails on this train. The case wWas remanded
to the lower court with instructions to quash
the indictment and discharge the prisoners
from custody. Many of them are in San Quen-
tin Prison.
