The Conservatives of the Dominion seem

products of other countries for their bene-
fit and the Canadian manufacturers do not
want such a concession, because they fore-
see that they would have fo pay arminous
price for it by admitting Dritish fabries
duty free.  If, then, the agricultural inter-
est i3 to be won over to the Conservative
side, some promise must be made to It
