When the check was
presented he took 1% into the office of Walter
(). Wetherbes, another dlerk, and submitted

t to him. The signatures on & numberof old

vonchers of Rice were compared with the sig-

uature on the ocheck and the witness then re-
turned the cheok to Bhort with this statement:

“There’s an irregularity about this check,
There 15 a difference between the face and the
Indorsement.”

Tweo Killed in South Chicago Hoys Arrested
for Cansing the Accident.

CH1I0AGO, Oct, 18, ~The Chicago, New York and
Boston express on the Lake shore and Michi-
@an Bouthern Rallway, which left Chicago last
night at 0 o'clock, was wrecked at Elghty-
blghth street In South Chleago. Nome ane
turned the switoh and the heavy traln, golng
at the rats of forty-five miles an hour, left the
track Two men were killed, one of whom wa
the flreman of the train.  The engineer was
fatally injured and two other trainmen wers
seriowsly Injured. Thedead are: H J. Jerough,
fireman, Elkhart, Ind unidentifed man,
thought to have hean (eorge Donglass, a hag-
gage receipt bearing that name having been
found In his clothing. The Injured are: Towls
Reynolds, engineer, Elkhart, Ind., fatal, skull
fractured and internal injurles. L. C. Buttner,
a npoecial oMoer of the rallway, left side brused
Frank Horton, an operator employed by the
rallway, cut about the head
