fresh from a convent school, and desirous
of taking practical lessons to fit her for ruler-
ship  Almost the first thing she learned was
to love a gallant young nobleman, who had
become a wage earner with revolutionary
deslgne He had no (dea that she
wnsa other than the peasant that she
pretended %o be, nor she that he was not a
commoner until close on to the end of their
troubled courtship, They were cast Into
prison under an edict which she had been in-
duced to {asue, but she escaped by her wits, and
then released him by her sovereign power, She
was not out of peril yet, however, as &
mob invaded her palace to destroy her,
and thereupon ha in turn valorously rescued

her  The adventures were thus both senti-
mental and tumultuous, besides being ultra-
romantic. Miss George found in this role

a means of putting all her natural charms |

and acquired graces Into effectual use. What
ter performance lacked In proficlency, and
its shorteomings were obvious, she will surely
be able to supply if she continues to
work hard under masterful guidance. She
had an audience composed {n part of friends
who did not walt to applaud until she deserved
it, but their help was not needed long, because
she soon gained the interest of the whole assem-
bloge, and only a little more slowly won a great
deal of admiration, until at length the occasion
became one of siuch actual enthusiasm as always
#rises when a talented and agreeable actreas
15 revealed unexpectadly.

ing, it was a pralseworthy composition. In
the way of entirely original matter Mr,
Clarke had put in such a scene of struggle be-

pitiful part. The piaywright's dexterity had

was tenderly sympathetle. She was at no

time foroed beyond her still moderate powers,
The first and last acta were the poorast of Mr
Clarke's work, the first being lowered by carica-
ture to a semblance of burlesque, and the last to
a grade of cheaply violent excitement.

{dea Is to have a complete military unit, with
mounted and foot soldiers nnd artillery

It Is stated on €ood authority that the Na-
tional Bank of the South African Republie
will In the near future he known at the National
Nank of South Africa, The main office will be
in London. The bank is in a thoroukhly sound
position, it having evaded the Government
exactions through the care and vigilance of
the managzement

The men of the colonial regiments have the
option of receiving thelr discharkes now or
taking three weeks' furloughs, after which
they must rejoin their commands, If they
choose to take their discharge they will lose
certain emoluments, About forty members
of the Imperial Light Horse have signified
their intention of taking furloughs, The others
will take their discharges.
