HOW GEN. HARE Nlil'('l’hl CAPT,
SHIELDS AND HIS MEN.

Drove Marindugue losurgents Into the Mo
taine, Where They Counld Get No Food
Then They Guve Up Their Frisoners
Capt, Shields Was Woundid Three Times,
Special Cable Daspateh to THIR SUN
MANILA, (et 18 The rescue of Capt
reaux Nhield« and fifty-one men of Company
¥, Twenty-uinth Reglinent, who were cabt-
ured In September by Insurgents in the islund
of Marinduque, was due to the prompt, aner-
getie and decisive campaign of the ndeqi te
force that was despatched to thelr ald ax =oon
as it was known that they had falien lote the
hands of the enemy Bpeclal credit for their
resoue 18 due to Capt. Anderson, commanding
Companies B and D of the Thirty-elghth Rexi-
maont, who landed at Santa Cruz the very riorn-
ing the Insurgents demanded the surrender
of the garrison who were besieged there. Capt.
Anderson immadiately hit the trail of the rebels
and their captives and followed it closely

Deve-
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Frequently, however, he unknowingly passed |

close to the prisoners and their captors, who
were doubling on their tracks

(Gien  Hare, with 1,100 men of ths First In-
fantry, shortly afterward arrived and occu-
pled the various towns of the island He
foroed the insurgents and those suspected
of alding them Into the mountains, where it
was impossible for them to obtain food.  There
was no fighting, but starvation finally com-
pelled the rebels to negotiate for the surrender
of the prisoners. It was arranged that the
captives should be delivernd at a rendezvous
on the beach at Buena Vista on Sunday and
this plan was carried out, Gen. Hare recelving
the prisoners

Capt. Shields, who was wounded three times
In the fighting that led to his capture, tells a
dramatlo story of the engagement
was wounded he ordered a sergeant to take
command of the troops and that he himself
beabandoned. A faithful member of the Hospl-
tal Corpa refused to leave him and they were
both taken prisoners. luater the company,
which was without ammunition, but still re-
sisting, surrendered owing to 4 mistaken order
The men were than robbed and abused by the
Filipinos,

Capt. Shields 18 now In Manila, where he is
recovering from the effects of his wounds and
the privations suffered while in the hands
the natives, He estimates that there are 40,000
male inhabitants in Marinduque. The (n-
surgents who attacked hiscompany numbered
2,300, Of these 400 were armed with rifles and
the rest ware bolomen. Hare has granted
the insurgenta a week's amnesty, which ends
on Sunday
