ANERICANS IN LUXURY
SPLENDID SURROUNDINGS.

Pekin Orderly Becamsn of the Vengeance In-
fileted In Cases of Sniping Our Camp In
the Temple of Agricuitare—Silks and Fine
China for Privates -Question of Supplies.

PErIN, Sept. 12—Hinee tha capture of Pekin
there has been little for the Awmerican troops
to do but patrol their precinots, arrange their
quartars and forage for food. It has fallen to
the lot of tha ' nited State; troops to govern the
southwest corner of
oity and a part of the Tartar city three or four
miles (n area lving in the southweastern corner.
Although the work of the patrols (s tedious [t
s not arduous, for so meek and lowly a set of
inhabitant4 never existed hafore as the meagre
population of Pekin at present. To those who
witnessed the turbulent times (n Manila dl-
rectly after the outhreak of the Filipinos, Pekin
at the presant day s a revelation. Although
there 1 nothing to hinder Boxers and de«nerate
oharacters from sneaking in and infesting
the acres and acras of habitations, which can
be likened to great collections of ratholes,
the city at all hours now {¢ as quiet and peace-
ful a= & country village. A Chinaman dare not
oonsider an attempt to pot the guard, for he
knows that the'firing of a single shot means
almost the wining out of the guarter from
which It comes and the shooting of every
Chinaman who shows his head. Such ven.
geance, perhaps, would not be infilcted by the
Americans, but the leswson given by tha Fure-
pean troopa (n other parts of the city has bean
too tarrible te permit the natives to attempt
any foul plav aven in the American quarter.

A small body of troops composed of Frenoh
and Russlans, while advancing to the rellef of
the Pel Tang mission In the wastern city, re-
oelved an unexpected and spiteful fire from
a number of houses on thelr flank. Retribu-
tion speadily foll upon the snipers and the
ianocent people around them alse suffared,
for, dashing Into the buildings the soldlers
began dragging forth every male they en-
countared, With thelr queues as haltams the
prisonars were led with little ceremony to
an open space and exacuted by sharp, qulek
blows of heavy sabers. When thia horrible
slaughter was completed and the quarter
from which the firing emanated had been
purged of its belligerent as well as {ts [nnocent
inhabitants, upward of three dozen corpses
lay about the sxacution ground within a radius
of twenty-five yards. For soveral davs these
bodles remalned there, all In the postures
in which the victima fell,

Buch leasons as thess, It seeams, have been
appreciated, and they werefjplentiful enough
throughout the city In the days following its
oapture to make the patrol of the place a mere
formality at present,

The main camp of the United States troops
ianituated at the Temple of Agriculture, a vast
eatale of grassy pastures, graceful elm trees
and gaudy bulldings In the southern or Chi-
nese city. Oneltherside of the wide macadam-
1zed road which leads out of one of the south-
ern gates to the rallway station are the Temple
of Agriculturs and the Temple of Heaven,
great domains shut off by high walls whose
precincts were sacred to the Emperor. He
lssued forth from the palace once each year
to worship at the Altar of Heaven, the most
sacred temple In the city, and he also went
once sach year tothe Templas of Earth, where
he supplicated for the prosperity of the cropa
of the kingdom and with his own hand, so
they say, ploughed a furrow,

About a thousand acres of land surround the
huge bulldings which lift thelr green-tiled
pagoda roofs above the graceful trees. Faw
handsomer parks could be found anywhere.

The green of the grasa and the stately trees |
blends beautifully with the terra cotta of the |

walls and gateways every fow hundred yards,
to say nothing of surprising little round build-
ings here and there, evidently the resting place
of some holy image, or one of the many shrines.

Potutoes und sides of bacon are piled on the
huge stone piattorm which fronts the entrance
bullding of the main temple, and in the cool
cavernous lnterior among tiers of cases of
hardtack and ereat pl W of army provisions
COMINSArY sergeuntla ure Nsuying rations to
the American command in Pekin, Beyond the
bullding and across a huge paved court is the
main temple, and this has been cleared of (8
paraphernalia to make room for the cowws of
sick men, Between 126 and 150 men are (o the
hosplital at present, and they are comfortably
eatablished, The tooring is of stone, Great
doors fold back and leave the place almost in
the open alr, The great beams and rafters
of the ceiling are gorgeously painted in the
usual rich style of Chinese tamples, with pur-
ple, red and gold dragous and figures of every
description.

The duty men and the ocMocers are encamped
In tents on & gruss~covered area bordering on
an inviting elm grove, and the tenta, especially
those of the men, would make a study for a
painter, They are mostly of looted materials
nearly all the shelter halves of the command
having been Jost or abandoned duriug the march
from Tientsin to Pekin, large sections of
matting bave been built into tepees and ar-
ranged according to the fancy of the men,
Some of the tenta are made of big sections of
blue cauvas awning. These show up gor-
geously with their sides covered with large
white Chinese characters, which can be read
all over camp,

The strict line drawn on looting covered
Jewelry and valuables, but did not extend to
tenting materials, bedding and camp furniture,
5o the American buck private stretches his
weary limbs at night under flulfy =ilk coverlets
intended for the couch of some slant-ayed beauty
with tiny teet, His tent is floored with & tiger-
skin rug that would grace the hallway or draw-
ing room of some New York residence. In-
stead of sitting crosslegged on Lhe ground
&t mess time he draws a heavy carved ma-
hogany chair up to & table enamelled in red
and gold over which a great paper parasol hos
been hoisted to keep off the sun's rays, and he
proceeds to consume cump hash or “cook's
my.u-ry,' stripse of bacon, hard bread aud
coffee from dellcata porcelain dishes, e wains
himselt of the approach of drill hour, for drills
are again required, by a glance at a costly gold
enamelled ciock he has in his tent without the
knowledge vi the ofMcers, lor clocks are contra-
band and must be given up or returned to the
place they were taken from, if 1t yet exists,

A meal with the officers of the Fourteenth in
the little grove where their tents are pitched,
during one of these sunny autumn days, is a
pleasant experience, With the branches of the
trees for a canopy we slt at some massive tahbie
the ‘strikers® have lugged In and eat fried
chicken or roast goose from fine chinaware,
I’orhaps the cook has adorned the board with &
handsomely ambrolderad tablecloth and sup-
plisd the diners with strips of unhemmed mus-
lin for napkins

Suoch Is army life In Pekin. The United
States troops do not all live sut in tents llke the
Fourteenth Infantry and thes cavalry sguadron
at the Temople camp, for the marine battalions
have ensconced themselves In family residences
fn the west Tartar eity, Now, a family resi-
dence In Pakin doas not imply a solid strcture
of many fioors and rooms, but rather & dozen or
0 one-story spacions houses bullt around
successive little stonepaved courts, Imasine
one-half of a city hlock ta be taken up with low
bulldings and courts arranged in the manner of
a checkerboard, with an ocensional garden in
place of 4 court, the whole to be surrounded by
a high wall, and you have the abode of some
rich Pekin family. Often thres generations
and all the family branches lived in these homes,
with great numbers of servants, The famllies
have fled, and the marines are making them-
selves as comfortable as posciblein their abodes,

The Ninth Infantry i= camped hefore the
south entranca to the palace, in one of those
vast paved enclosures which extend from one
great gate to another Ihe men are nicely
domliclled In tents oceupled by the Chinese
Imperial troops hafore they wera dislodeed by
the Unitad States soldlers during the severe
clty fighting of Aug. 15 It would be hard to
describe the officers' quarters, for they range
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from the simple tent to the grand echoing halls
of & temple ~the temple of what, no one knows,
for thore are temples avery where

Capt, Fiank De W, Ramse; , Brigade Quarter-
master, has for his ofMlce and storeroom &
vast ancestral hall at the end of a leaf: alsle
In & side park of the Imperial eity where for-
elgners perhaps never trod before. From
Liere he rules the army's transportation sys-
tern and attends to a thousand and one im-
portant matters, from bringing the extra tent-
Ing and baggage of a regiment up from 'T'lent-
sin to supplying Private Jones with shoes,

Supplies are brought from Tientsin up the |

river as far as Tung ( how, fourteen miles from
Pekin, by river junks towed by coolles who
follow the river bank in much the same man-

ner a4 the canal hor<es dragging at the tow !

line, which, astonishing as It seems, (s attached
to the top of the mast. Huge =alls of bamboo
matting catch what favorable winds may be
blowing and help the craft along At Tung
Chow the supplias are recelved by Commissars
Captain Thomas Franklin, who recently earned
promotion from a First lieutenancy in the
Twentv-third Infantry by phenomoenal service
at Manila on the picturesque river gunbost
laguna do Bay. The big wagon and mule
pack trains haul the supplies into Pekin. This
tran<portaton system Is slow and lahorious,
Up to the precent it has been Impossible to
gt An excess of =uppliss on hand In Pekin.
Generals are hoping for the completion of re-
pairs on the railroad to reliave the strain when
the winter sets in and the river freezes up

Gen. Chaffee has forsaken hls klaki and
oampaign trappings, donned a Major-Gen-
eral's hlue uniform and taken up quarters
with Minlster Conger. Gen. James H. Wilson
arrived In Pekin on Sept. 7 and wns at once
Assigned to the command of the First Brigade,
which comprisas the troops in Pekin. He
has eatabllshed headquarters at the Temple
of Agriculture. Col. E. H. Moale of the Fif.
teenth Infantry commands the Second Hri-
gade, with headquarter: at Tientsin

There is much apprehension as to the state
of the food supplies during the winter If the
present foraging keeps up. Flocks of sheop
and herds of cattle are one of the dally sighta
in Pekin as they are driven Infrom the country
to becoms food for the armies of oocupation,
whioh aggregate probably 25,000 men It is
the aystem of the Americans to commandear
these animals and pay for them a just price
Orders have been lssued permitting no other
course of acquiring mutton or beaf It might
be Interesting to atate that the armies of cer-
taln other nations representad hera do not con=
sider paymeut for food supplies Lo be neces-
sary inall lustan es

During a reoent trip Into the country after
fo.d a detachment of the Sixth Cavairy under
Capt. Forsythe bumped Into a walled town
and almost before they knew it had a tlght on
their hands, A cleaning out of the Boxers
who infested the place was what followed
Twenty-three were killed and about that nume
ber of small arms taken and destroyosd A
rather disappointing aggregate of thiriy-lour
sheep wers brought In and a portion of thia
number went to Mr. Hobart, the missionary
who guided the cavalry on its expedition

Not only the sheep and cattia in the country
ara suffering from these raids but the geese
and clilckens as well. Owne countryman re-
cently sold his entire poultry yard to the United
States commissary oMceer. The private who,
with the aid of coolies, drove In one hundrod
nolsy, shwly waddling goesa from several
miles outside the wall remarked he would
much rather herd cattle, although his com=-
rades, upon his arrival in camp, lined up and
gave three cheers for the white squadron and
complimented him on his abllity to steer it

Preparations are being ruade to make the men
comfortable when the cold weather catohes
tham Big Sibley tents are bheing brought
from Tientsin and it ' proposed to erect them
in the Temple of Agriculture Park, using cameat
for flooring. The stoves for these tents will
also be brought into Pekin at once Investi-
gations are being made as to a supply of coul
A cavalry scouting party visited a colliery
{n the hills ifteen or twenly miles west of Pekin
and found it had gone through a course of
treatment the Bortera use on =uch modern
arrangements as shaftsa and tunnels filled with
labor-saving machinery The mines are use-
lesa, but planty of coal has been found piled up
around the place Its quality is so inferior,
however, that an effort will be made to obtain
a supply from some other point

The United States military telegraph wire |

ought to be the subinct of a sketeh of an inter-
esting nature, for it has had its ups and downs
but the downs have been so much more nutLerous
than the ups that it would be difficult to make
otler than a genuine hard luck story out of it
The Clinese have chopped out enough sections
of the wire betwesn Pekin and Tientsin to bulld
an entire new line. But Bergt. Tom Ackers
and his men have sallied forth from this end,
as have the Signal men down the line when
the break was near them, and have faithfully
done the necessary mending until now for two
or three days at a time the wire lahors faith-
fully. The British are operating the line jointly
with the Americans, and the diglomatic and anmy
businesa of these two nations Is so great and
the relavs between Pekin and Tientsin are so
many that it {s no uncommeon thing for a messages
to take three days In covering the eighty miles
The American press correspondents, who are
entitiead to use the wire for short messages wter
ofMelal mattar is out of the way, had to tnd other
menns of getting noews out to the world while
the congestion lastad  This helped thiugs
littles, however, and the result of the dificulty
{s that Gen Chaffee has orderad Major Serivens,
Signal oMeer of the divigion, to build a separate
and permanent line to Tientsin for the exclusive
use of the Americans. The work Is proceeding
rapidly and onght to be rompleted in ten davs
In the meantime the world is being supplied
its news by telagrams which are sent by carrier
from Pekin to Tientain and fromithers torwarded

to the cable at Taku or even sent by mail to |
