RAILROAD CAMPAIGNING,

One Novelty Developed by This Year's Presi-
dential Election.

The political campaign of 140 «aw a marked
devalopment of rallroad campalgning, a form
of vote getting carried on notably by William
J. Bryan for the Democrats and Theodore
loosevelt for the Republicans. The earliest
form of campuign speaking in the United States
was bused upon the English meothod of Par-
Hamentary oontest known as speaking in the
hustings, the hustings being a nlace in which
the voting for Member of Parliament is car-
ried on. Subsequently, with the usual Ameri-
ean regard for fair play, #ven in the most acri-
monlous political contests, the favored plan
of campaigning was the division of time, whera-
by rival eandidates for the same ofMoe would
appear before one audience, dividing evenly
the time for speeches, and having a chalr-
man selected with reference to his lmpar-
tiality rather than to hLis partisanship.

The most notabla of thesa divided-time
campalgns was tha ona held fointly by Abra-
ham Lincoln and Stephen A, Douglas when
they were rlval eandidutes for election ns
United States Senator from  llinois. Mr
Daonglas prevalled in the contest, hut as a res
sult of it Mr. Lineoln beeame tha Eepublican
nominea for President of the United States
and was eleoted in 158)  As the citica of the
United States hava grown in population, and
as the incitements in them to violence have
increased, the plan of laint po'liical debates
has had to be abandoned, axcont {n thnee Statee,
the number of which {s steadi'v diminishing,
in which there are no ‘arge ¢ itios

The next phasa in the develonment of cam-
paign oratory in the 1 nited States wae that
of sounding the kevnote, ns it was genepally
ecalled. A paolitieal Yeader of the {mportance
in public 1ifa of Roscoa Conkling Thomas
A. Hendricke, Oliver . Marton, Horatin Sev.
mour, Charles Sumner, Gocrge . Pendlaten
Samuel 1 Tiden or James A Garfleld would
arloct with tha aid of the State Commitiee
of his party a town or citv in which, many
fayvsin advance of the accurrence, he wae hilled
to spoak. The town selectad was usually
a centralone and n=ually the capital

The speaker, Pepullican or Democrat, as
the case mieht be, would be heard ueually
for two or three hours, during which ha wonld
fine in detall the varioua (sg08 of the cane
vass as his party was exnpected to understand
them, and many thousand copies of this epaech
were circulated for the guldnnea of ¢ cam-
paien speakers on the same side of the polltion)
house.
