WasHINGTON, D C, Dec 4 At the second
day's sesslon of the National Women's Chris-
tlan Temperance Unlon Convention reports
were read from the “Y," or Young Women's
Branch, and the lLoyal Temperauce Legion
Branch.  In presenting the report of the de-
partment of peace and arovitration Mrs Bailey
stated that not less than 150 disputes between
nations in the past century had becu settied
Ly arbitration. The department  opposes

military drill in schoaols and colleges, capital
punishinent, prize fehting, lvnchings and
supuiving children with tov firearms

Resolutions were adopted, asking the
President of the United States to exiend to
the Philippine Islonds by Executive order,
or through the Pridippine Commission, the
rull prohibition now in foree in Indinn Terris
tory, or at |east the prohibition for native
raves pow in elfect in Alaska, with an addi-
tiona ti-saloon amendment for whites
