Colored Preacher I;oi From the Islande With
Favorable Reporte for Flls Race.

BAN PRANCINCO, Do, 27 --The Rev John
Menry Cook, & colored proacher of Misslasippl,
who recently went to Hawnil to inspect the
migar plantations and the cpportunities they
offerod to negro Iaborers, returned by the
Zodandiato-day  Hemuyalis g much plassed
with tha outlook, and the ecorupanion who
went with him remained ot ! ohada nnd begin
work onaplantation Cook aays he will advise
the people of his race to enmigrate to Hawall
and he will nccompany them He says the
advantages 'awnil offers over any of the
Routhern Stutes are higher wuges, shorter
hours of labar snd no extremes of heat and
oold. In addition he suys the gquurters pro-
vided free by plantations are better on the
average than the negroes ara able to provide
for themmelves In Mississippl Then there
are free medioal attendance and other advan«
tages, which make the retl wnges much lurger
than the apparent ones There is a good
syatem of frea schools and an nbeemce of rice
antigonism. He 1s ernthusiastio regarding
