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PALISADES AND BOCIAL SNUBS.

ealdent Hadley of Yale Suggests a Wider Use
of His Trust Antitoxin.

The trustees of the SBoclety for the Preserva-

tion of Scenic and Historic Places and

Objects, which secured the legislation last

winter creating the interstate Palisndes
Park Commission, adopted the following
resolutions at a meeting held on Saturday
evening

“Resolved, That this society has learned
with great satisfaction the conclusions reached
by the joint commission of tha States of
New York and New Jersey, appointed to
devise means to preserve the Palisades, and
that it sees, In the conclusions and recom-
mendationa of the commission, a reasonable
and practicable means of attaining an ob-
fect in which this soclety has taken for vears
a deep interest, and to the consummation of
which, as an organization and through the
work of one of ite committees, it has materi-
ally contributed

“Resclved, That thoe results reached by
the joint commission, aided, as it has been,
by liberal personal ocontributions, would
ssem to make the great work of preserving
the Palisades for all time praoticable by the
indicated appropriations, which are Insig-
nificant as compared with the magnitude of
the interest and value of the objects to be
attained thereby.”

The trustees also discussed with interest
a letter received from President Hadley
of Yale University, in which he extends the
application of his theory of social punish-
