LONDON PAPERTHINKS IATTER IS THE
MORE LEPRESENTATIVE.

Sixty-six Per Cent. of Lawvyers in Congress and
Only 23 Per Cent. In Parllament - Other
Interests Represented -Herr Krew's Alr-
ship -An Interview With the Engineer of
the Fastest Traln fn the World,

T.oxpox. Dec The Daily Neica has been
antlyzing the personnel of the British Houss
of Commons and of the American Congress,
and asserts that the former Is far more rep-
redentative of the varlous lnterests of the
conntry than Is the latter

“In this country,” days the Dady News,
“the lawyer Is the most popular of all can-
didates. In the United States not only Is
he the most popular candidate, but he Is
virtually the ruler of the country. In the
Amerioan upper house there are sixty law-
vers in a total membearship of eighty-seven;
In the lowsr house thare are 283 in a total
of 557 members. Lumping both houses to-
gether, there are 203 lawyers in & total of 444
members. This is equal to 68 per cent. Our
own Parliament has 140 lawyers, or only 22
per cent. of the whole House The farming
Interest In America Is hetter represented than
in England, thers being twentv-five farmer
members of Congress to sixtaen British M P&
Bankers and financlers are about equally
represented In both countries, the numbers
amounting to slightly over 8 per cent in
Ameriea, and nearly 8% per cent in England

“There are thirtv-three Engllsh journalist
M P.'s, equal to 8 per cent of the House,
while thers are only fourteen Amarican press
Congressmen—equal to 8 per cent of Con-
grees. Dootors are singularly scarcs in the
Amoarican legislature, Thare are only two
of them, whila our Parliament has nine
There I8 only one brewer {n Congress, only
one representativa of the vast tobacco In-
Gustry. only one eotton planter, ona ofl pro-
ducer, one grain denler, ona fruit packer,
one miller, and five membera interested In
the soal and fron industries and mines  We,
by contrast, have seventeen colliery pro-
prietors ‘And coal merchants, twentv-three
brawars, distillers and wine merchants,
and eighteen iron masters and metal mer-
chants Fducation has four, compared with
our thirteen represantatives There {s not
a singls ship owner or builder in Congress
Wa have eightean M P ‘s of this class The
American Congrees has elght merchants,
three rallway Presidents and agents, flve
real estate men, one contractor, ona printer,
two civil engineers, one dealer in advertis-
ing signs, three “retired” gentiemen, aix
public ofc~fals (we have soventeen), two
members of no occupation, and a score or
#0o of nondescripte Thereisno Parliamentary
viass to correspond with our sixty-five gentry
and landowners, our thirty-one peers’' sons
and brothers, nor, curiously, with our thirteen
Inbor represantatives ”

Herr Wilhalm Kresa, who, nwing to the
Emperor Francis Joseph's gift and con-

The inventor
attended the technical schools to study ma-
chine construction when he was almost 50,
because he did not like to trust any detall
of his invention to other hands than his own
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He hopes that the first exjeriments with |

his full-eized air ship will be made in the
spring on the lLake of Neusiedel acroes the
Hungarian frontier, not many miles from
Vienna. He calls his invention “Dragon-
fiyer.”
