PUBLISHERS JUST NOW KEEN AFTER
LITERARY PRIZES.

it Is & Result of the Recent Great Success of
Novels by Asthors Previously Unknown
~Process a Manuscript Goes Through
—Profits From the Work That Succeeds.

“You don't happen to have the manu-
script of & readable and fairly well written
novel concealed about your clothing, do
you”" joecularly inguired the head of a pub-
lishing firm  when & uon-literary friend
dropped in on him the other afternoon

“Well, not in this clothing that I'm wearing
now,” replied the visitor. “Why, are you
shy of material to make up into books? I've
alwavs had the impression that the supply
of readable, falrly well-written novels ex-
ceeded the publishers’ demand in the ratio
of about 100 to 1 *

“I don't doubt in the least that vou've
had that impression,” said the publisher,
mora soberly. “That's a very widely prev-
alent impression and one that does us a
lot of harm It keeps many a clever man
and woman out of the literary hunt

“The market for cloth-bound works of
fletion is in better shape than it ever wns
hefore, so that, fur from disconraging new
writers, the publishers are actually reaching
out for promising novels.  I'll give you an
inkling of the reason why Publishers have
learned in the last few vears that the pub-
lication of new works of fiction s the hugest
kind of a gamble, and of late the prizes have
been won by the previously unknown au=
thors«

‘For instance, who had ever heard of the
author of ‘David Harum' bhefore the publi-
cation of that record-breaking seller? And
I could mention hall a dozen other novels,
written by previously unknown  anthors,
published in the last two or three vears,
the sales of which have amounted into the
hundreds of thousands.  These lessons have
taught even the most conservative pub-
lishers to scrutinize aversvthing that floata
their way in the fiction line with the hope

of capturing prizes  We're all looking out
for ‘David Harums' and we're all taking
more chances in the lotiery than we ever

did befora the boom jeriod of the unknown
anthor setin .

“There's another very foolish ldes with re-
spect to publishers that obtains very largely
in the minds of folks capable of domg good
writing, and that that the average
lisher doesn't know a good book when he sees
it. 1t would be about as sensible 1o =ayv that

thelr books succeed. A writer who slarts
in on the 10 per cent. basis will get 16 per
cent,, say, if his book reaches the 76,000 mark
and 20 per cent. when it passes that mark
Only one book, of course, out of a great
many gets into figures like thesa.  Yet there
are many novelisi® of note whose books,
year in and year out, achisve sales of only
8,000 or 10,000, on the average, and who muke
fine livelihoods out of the royalues, old and
new

“So, I say, let the hashiful writing folks, or
thosd who share «the  geperal misappres
hension &s to the inaccessibility of publishers,
come on with their nurslings. In taking a
chance they may win, but they can't do any
worse than losa ” .

THE MAN WITH THE DOLIL.

A Napoleon in the Advertising Line - Some of
the Queer Tricks Which Made His Fortune.
Paris Correspoudence of the Courrler des fitats Unis,

The oldest and most famous of all ventril-
oquists bas just dled at Lyons at the age of
91, He was known as “Mousieur Valentin®
or “The Man with the Doll.”™  His real nae
wus Valentin Dewaecghenaere. He was born
at Ypres tn Belgium in 1810, During forty
