11avANA, Feh 27, —The Constitutional Con-
vention sat until 2:30 o'clock this morning
fnishing up the debate on the question
of the relations to exist between Cuba and
the United States, and drawing up a pre-
amble, which was read and adopted at a
publie session this afternoon.

[he preamble, which is lengthy, says
that the convention received from the
miitary government a letter telling the
convention what were the wishes of the
administrative branch of the American
Government regarding future relations.
The convention understood that the object
of the Administration inwishing these rela-
tions to exist waa to preserve the inde-
pendence of Cuba, the United States wishing
coaling etations for this purpose. This,
Lowever, would in itself militate against
tiat independence which it was the desire

With regard to the other conditions
which the executive branch of the United
ntate (iovernment suggested, the ohject
of thosa which tended to protect the inde-
pendence of Cuba, such as stipulating the
conditions under which Cuba might raise
|rans, were fully covered by the Constitu-
t:on, which, in the opinion of the conven-
t an, fully protected the independence of
« itha  Regarding hygiene, the preamble
stated that the future government of Cuba
shonuld make laws and arrange with the Uni-
ted States how hest to preserve a good state
of hygiene in the (sland.

I'he preamble concludes by stating that
the convention considers that the follow-
ing relations might exist between Cuba
and the United States provided the future
government of Cuba thinks them advisable
