damages Incurred by them an ! the Amner
can missionary socteties have declined 1o
accept indemnity for murderad missis
artea. It s well known rhar by
ments levied upon villages and local officinds
some misdonaries have more than reim-
bursed themselvas and their converta for
losses experienced. In such cases, of
course, there would be no equitable claim
for any further indemnity. Evangelists
cannot oconsistently Insist upon the impo-
eition of damages for exemplary or punitive
purposes, and we understand thatour State
Department also Is disposed to hold that
the allied Governments should limit their
demands to the actual cost of the expe-
ditions undertaken for the restoration of
order, supplemented with reasonable com-
pensation for the lives lost at the hands of
the Chinese.

Such moderation is dictated, first, by a
recognition of China's present disabilities
from a financial point of view, and, sec-
ondly, by the determination that Cliuna
shall not suffer territorial mu‘ilation, pro-
vided she shows a diaposiilon 1o make any
pecuniary sacrifice in her power. Acoord-
ing to Sir RoBeRT HART, her power extends
no further than to furnish seourity for the
interest and sinking fund incident to a
forelgn loan not exoeading $300,000 000
According to one report from Pekin, the
aggregate Indemnity will even fall short
of that amount, provided the reat of the
allies shall show themselves as reasonable
as the English intend to ba. Unhappily,
there is no certainty that this will be the
cuse. On the ocontrary, the ltalians and
Spaniards, who have taken but an insig-
nificant part in the rescue of the Pekin
legations and in the restoration of order
in the Province of Chihll, are =aid to be
exorbitant in their demands. The adjust-
ment of the various pecuniary claims
would be likely, therefore, to involve con-
siderable delay, aven if all the Powers were
honestly desirous of relieving China from
the necessity of satisfying Ler creditors
with territory instead of money

Ostensibly, all the Powers represontad
at Pekin-including even Russia--have
agreed to refrain from any further dis-
inemberment of the Middle Kingdom. [t
s dificult to reoconcile with this agreement
the negotiations reported to be carried
on by the Chinese Minister at St. Peters-
burg, negotiations that have in view what
would be tantamount to a cession of the
spacious and populous Province of Man-
ohuria to the Czar. In return for such an
aoquisition, Russia ocould, of course, afford
to renounoce any claim to pecuniary Indem-
nity. Suoh an act on her part, however,
would, manifestly, upset the plans of her
allies. It would render almost inevitable
the application of the policy of dismemiber-
ment to the Chinese territories south of the
Great Wall. Why? Because her allies,
in calculating their respective claims for
indemnity, would have to begin by esti-
mating the money value of Manchuria,
whioh, if we may judge from the actual
revenues of Newchwang alone, would be
very great. Evidently, the aggregate of
the foreign demands, if computed accord-
ing to such a standard, would altogether
excead China's ability to pay In money,
and would have to be liguidated by terri-
torial concessions

There ix no end to the trouble that would
be caused by Russia's rupture of her com-
pact with her allies, and by her separate
agreement with China to ery quitsin return
for the estahlishment of the (7ar s ascen-
dancy in Manchuria. The tmediate hos-
tlity of the Japanese could only he averted
by the abandonment of Coreato the Mikado,
and the conseaquent juxtaposition of the
Japanese and Russians on the Aciatic main-
iand would render war inevitable at an
varly day It is  doubtful, moreover,

The operation of the detailed staff ays-
tam, for which Secratary RooT and the most
advanced and competent officers of the
army have long bean working, was save]

from an indefinite postponement late last |

Secretary Roor detailed eighteen
officers from the line to the most in-
portant staff departmentes not affected
by the terms of the orizinal Army bill,
and the President has sent to the Sen-
ate the names of eighteen Captains of
the line to fill the vacancies caused by
this detail; for under the Army law nQ
a certain number of line oMeers arn
to be detailed to the sta econstantly, va-
canciea are created In the line, which are
filled by promotion. That i<, the line rogi-
ments are no longer to be kept short of
officers, but are to have, &0 far as possihle,
their proper and needed comploment.
OfMcers returning from their staff details

retain thelr rank, and will he assigned to .

duty with fhat rank; if, by their return from
staff details, there are more of any rank
than the legal limit, no further promotions
to such rank are to be made until the num-
her is reduced to that authorized.

“The Torrent” and “The
Waterfall,” representing in the former the
slugeish suggestion that winter gives to
water and in the other its buovancy and
animation under summer sunlight Each
phenomenon s interpreted with fAdelity,
though the harder problem Involved in the
winter scene niakes its successful realism mo
ruuch the more out of the ordinary. An
entirely different kind of animation is ren-
dered in the “Barnvard,” the foreground of
which is doited with poultry, while figures
are seen further back It is brimful of life
and movement, cheery in color and excellently
