Ilenjamin Harrison on Our Relations
to Great Britain.

While we are unahle to coneur in all the
opinions expressed by ex-President Hag-
RISON upon current topies in the North
American Review, we heartily approve of
what he says this month about the alllance
sometimes mooted between the United
States and Great Britain. The subject,
perhaps, would not he worth discussing,
had not Mr. CHAMBERLAIN reforred
to it as an impending, if not accompli=hed,
fact. The trutl, of course, is that no con-
vention to that effect has ever been signed,
nor is there any evidence that the subject
has been diccussed, even informally, by
the representatives of the
nations.

With regard to the so-called tie of kin-
ship, Gean, Hakrrigox admits thai, while
the Seat, the Irishman, the Welsianan, the
German, the Frenchman, the Hollander,
the Dane, the Swede, the Norwegian and,
lately, the Ttalian and the Slav, have all
brought contributions to the complex
American product, our speech is wholly,
and our derived institutions are chiefly,
English. Indisputably, we have pride in
the great poets,
torians and story writers who have hon-
ored the tongue we use, an:l we are yrate-
ful to them. Gen. Hagrpisox s careful
to point out, however, that the debt is
personal, not natisnal.

Would not any attempt, he asks,
to put Great Britain and the United States
in the relation of allies have an inevitable
tendency to raise up and strengthen an
anti-British party in the United States,
and an anti-American  party in Great
Britain? Would n t buried injuries and
grudges be dug up and exploited for a
domestic party advantage? These are
forces that become destructive if they are
pent; from this point of view opinions and
gunpowder are in the same class.’

Gen. HarrisoN holds that, if a friend
ship between Great Britain and the United
KBtates, that will make their immediate re-
lations cordial and combine their influence
for peace and human progress, is to be made
permanent and become a fixed status,
it must he founded on a moral, instead of
basis. Morals abide; ®om-
mercial  interests shift. The friendship
miust not involve enmity to the rest of the
world, or exact an approval by the one
nation of every public act of the other.
It must not be put upon grounds too teni-
ously sentimental, nor must the quid pro
guo argumen' he too much pressed

In a word, if the great English-speaking
nations are to be lasting friends, if they are
to hive togetherinamity and work together
in their foreign policies, it must be upon a
basis that does not repel, but invites, the
participation of all other clvilized peoples
in every project for the development and
peace of mankind not upon the perni-
cious and futile project of an Anglo-Saxon
domination,

DEPORTED FROM MANILA.

The Case of Editer Rice, Who Was Sent Home
by Gen. MacArthur.

MANTLA, Jan 28 —A series of attacks on
Tieutenant-Commander Braunersreuther, the
Captain of the Port of Manila were printed
last November und Deoember in the Daily
Bulletin, a paper devoted to shipping inter-
ests Its editor at that time was (irorge T
Rice 1In consequence of these attacks Mr
Rice was ordered by Gen MacArthur to be
deported to the United States on the transport
Pennsylvania which sails to-day

This action was not taken until all the lead
ing charges ruade by Rice had heen carafully
inveatigated and found to he without founda-
tion  The result of the investigation was
communieated to iice, but he replied in a
deflant manner that he would reiterate tiese
churges wien and where he saw fit  As Lo
persisted in maintaining this position an ordear
was isstued saying that “he Is therefore e
garded as a dangerous incendiary and a men
ace to the military situation,” and ordering
Lils deportation

Ihe clilef charge aga'nst Rrannersrenther
was that he and his head clerk, Tavlor. were
pocketing one-sisth of all the net pllat re.
ceipts, which, wooording (o the Bpanisl law
in foree, are pakd into the ofilce of the Captain
of the Port This charge grew ont of a mis-

understanding of spanish law and its inte;

In Spanish days the Captain of the Port
was by reason of his office the President of
the Pilot Association. Not a bl was pre-
rented by the pilots unless it was first slgnad
in the office of the Captain of the Port. At
the end of each month all bills against tha
Pilot Asgociation, such as claims for damages,
repairs to pilot boats, lamps, gear, &c., wera
dedueted from the monthly receipta 1t was
the custom Iin view of the services rendered

hy the Captaip of the Port, to pay him ax a
kind of salary, one-sixth of all the ne pllot
receipts monthiy, and the captain in turn

gave asmall part of the money to his assist
ants
