mise reached in Boston in the matter of
@e contest of me will of Thomas Thompson,
the ecoentrio milllonaire who left his fortune
tor thea support of poor seamstresses and
shop girls in Rhinebeck, N. Y, and Brattls-
poro, Vt, marks the end negotiations
which have been (n progress for several years,
sMartin Heermance of this city, who repre-
santed the Attorney-General of the State of
vew York In the negotiations, said to-day
that the stipulation entered Into between
the heirs and the trustees under the will,
provides for the distribution of the income
from the bulk of Mr. Thompson's eatate in
the manner outlined by the testator in his will,
which was drawn in 1887, The sum of $200,000
pald to the heirs was in full settlement of any
jaims they might have. The decision to
give Bratteboro the income from two-thirds
of the residue of the estate and Rhinebeck
anly one-third, was based on the fact that
Brattieboro has a larger population of the
alass reforred to in Mr. Thomipson's will than
Ruineback. There are 400 seamstresses and
shop &irls in Brattieboro, which is a place of
3,000 inhabitants and only 100 in Rhinebeck,
which has a population of only about 8,000,
Tha former is & factory town, while Rhine-
beck s & quiet country village, the Inhabi-
tants of which are generally well-to-do

\Ar. Heermance thinks that ths income
trom Khinebeck's shareof Mr. Thompson's
estate will provide refief for about all the
poor people of the town, so that it will not be
nacessary in the future to appropriate monay
tor a poor fund. Tha residue applicable to
chanty purposes in Brattleboro and Rhine-
back s about 81,100,000, and under the com-
promisa sti ulution Rhinebeck will receive
the income from one<third of this sum.

Rut little sk nown in Rhinebeck of the man
to whose generosity the town is so deeply in-
dabtad. There is a local tradition that back
ntha ‘08 he was driving through the country
his wife, and among the villages he
passed through was Rhinebeck. He was

York, the amount to bs equally divided be-
tween the two towns. The testator empows-
erad tha trustees If the whola of the Incoma
approprinted for either of sald towns Is not
needed for the relief of the class of persons
abova described In that town for any one
year, to apply the surplus to the relief of the
same class in the other town, If needed, and If
ant to apply such surplus to such kindred
charitable purposes in sald towns or else-
where, but not, however, in Bosaton, as shall be
determined by the trustees, or, in their discre-
tdon, added to the capital,

The trustees are lawrence Minot and
Richards M. Bradlay of Boston. They wiil
nave absolute power in distributing the I
oome of the trust fund, subject to the restric-
tons of the compromise decree.
