The question now before the Secretary of
War is what disposition to make of Aguinaldo
An oficial stutement was made this afternoon
at the War Department as to the policy of
the Administrgton In granting amnesty to
Insurgents who take the oath of allegiunce
to the United States. 1t was sald that when
they take the oath thelr professions are ace
cepted, and they are permitied to return to
their homes. On the same authority it is
learned that the Administration has no in-
tentlon whatever of executing Agulnaldo,
and should he advise his people to accept
Ameriean supremaoy and put his own advice
Into practice by taking the oath of allegiance,
his freadom will undoubtedly be given him.

This does not mean that he will be released
from custody immediately upon his issuing
an address, but an opportunity will be given
him under parole to prove to the satisfaction
of this Government that his professions of
loyalty are sincera Should he refuse, how-
ever, to accept this offer of amnesty, some
method of placing him where he can ocause
no further trouble would be adopted It is
held by the Secretary of \War that Aguinaldo
fs beyond question a prisoner of war, and
as such is subject to all the rules and regula-
tions of war The authority for his arrest
s based upon the same rules and r"ulannns
which were in effect at the time of The arrest
of Jefferson Davis and nromulgated and ap-
proved by President Lincoln. The section
of the regulations governing the arrest of
Aguinaldo says

“A prisoner of war fa A public epemy,
in or attached to the hostile army for active
aid, who has fallen mto the hands of the
eaptor, either fighting or wounded, in the
ficld or in the hospital, by individual surren-
der or by capitulation

As a prisoner of war Aguinaldo can be
sent to Giuam and there placed in exile with
Mabini and other insurgent leaders Tt s
