THEIR MARRIAGE VALID.

Canadian Superior Court Overrules the De-
cislon of the Catholle Church.

MONTREAL, Quobee, March 20 An  im-
portant ludgment aNeeting the claims of the
Roman Catholie Chureh regarding marriage
was rendered here to-day by Judge Archi-
bald, sitting in the Superior Court  In May,
1803, the Rev W K Bames, a minister of the

Unitarian Church, married E. Delpit, private

secretary  to the Lieutenaut-Governor ol
Quebec, and Miss Cote
together as hushand and wife for several
vears, thres children having been born, Mr
Delpit asked the Ecclesiastical Tribunal of
Justice to declare his marringes null and void
on the ground that as he and his consort
were Roman Catholies the Protestant min-
Istar who married them was not n competent
oMeer to perform the ceremony and his aet
was of no effect The Ecclesiastical Count
granted Mr Delpit's demand and he then
asked the Civil Court to confirm that judg-
ment

Mrs. Delpit contesied the action, alleging
that at the time of her marriage she was o
recognized non-Catholie, and Mr  Delph
had also deelared himself a non-tCatholi

that the Rev Mr Barnes was a competent !
offlcer to perform the ceremony, even if hoth !

the marringe bond is purely spiritual and
religious, and all that remaing to he done
for the civil authority i8 to con=ider and
admit the enactments of the Church authori-
ties on the matter  Judga Archibald =aid
he conld not sea how #uch a view could he
maintained  In England, the consent of
the individunls pledeed to one another was

riage without the intervention of u clergy-
man, which intervention merely added the
sanctity of a sacrament o the marriage con-
tract.  No ecclesiastical courts were ever
sstablished here, and the Church of England
ia not the established Clurch of Canadu
Under the common law of kngland, certi-
find by George I11.. there could be no doubt,
the Judge =aid, that any marriage solamne
ized by any minister in hily orders of any
denomination was recognized as valid  This
