Blind Inmate of Jersey Poor Farm Was Born
When George 111, Was King.

New Bruxsawriex, N. J., March 80.—Noah
Raby will celebrate what he says is his 120th
birthday on Monday next at the Plscataway
township poor farm, where he has lived for
thirty-six years. He declares that he will
racelve no visitors on that day, although
In late years the anniversary has brought
a great gathering to the farm. Last vear the
old man was overrun by persons who asked
him so many questions and gave him so many
things to eat that it took him some time to
get over It

Raby says he was born on April 1, 1772,
in the settlement of North Carolina, during
the reign of George 111. Ha does not recol-
laet much about revolutionary days, but
remembers well having heard George Wash-
ington make a speech wt Yorktown abont
1799, About 180 he joined the American
Navy and served until the outbresk of the
War of 1812, He wa# about 40 years of uge
when he drifted to New Jersey. He sottiod
in Plscataway township and has lived there
ever since. Overseer Henry . Hummer,
who 18 well past middle age, savs that Raby
was @ very old man when he himself was a
boy.

Raby's futher was an Indlan. The old man
eays he was never drunk but once in his li1e,
when he had to be carried home In a cart.
He felt so ashamed that he never ropeated it.
He says that he has smoked a pipe since he
wins 8 years old.

Raby sleeps a great deal and does not leave
the house now that he s totally blind. He
has grown much weaker and emaciated In
the past year. He used to be fond of nom=
pany and would talk by the hour. Now he
doas not care to gee any one except the over-
seer and a few inmates of the farm.

Though a good many of Raby's friends
are sooptical ahout his age, thara is no doubt
that ha {8 wall over the century mark 1 i3
sald that he came to this Stata bheoause ne
had been disapnointed in love in North Caro-
lina.

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CUBANS DEMAND ACTION,

PEOPLE TIRED OF THE CONVENTION'S
DELAY ON OUR DEMANDS.

Feeling That the Terms of the Platt Resolu-
tion Should Be Accepted Sald te Be Grow-
ing Strenger —Convention te Meot To-

Special Cable Despatch to THE SUN
HAVANA, March 30 —A prominent member
of the Conservative party is authority for
the statement that there has been a reaction
of mentiment throughout the island as to
the Platt amendment, and that the fecling in

favor of its acceptance s daily growing
stronger I1a says that compllance with
the wishes of the United States, however,

is being urged solely because the exigencies
of the situation make such a course desirable.

Notwithstanding this view, many members
of the convention fail to realize the situation
in which Cuba is placed.  These men, having
no property at stuke, find the p esent condi-
tion of affairs mora snitable 1o themselves,
for while affaire are allowed to drift their
power, with 1ts perquisites, continues Many
of these men are unstable of character and
lack self-reliapce and their opinfons are
hased upon no more solid foundation than
frupulse. If they were in the provinces they
would be influenced, probably, by the re-
aetton in popular sentiment, but being in
Havana they have been subject to influences
with which their training and knowledge
have not fitted them to grapple.  The daily
comments of the Havana press upon sugges-
tions of certain Americansa that by reslsting
the Platt amendment the delegates were
dolug a very clever thiing has tended to
{ncrenss the strength of the most radical
elemoent, which bates and fears American
influence

The Cuban people are becoming tired of
the convention and are clumoring to have
it do one thing or the other. The knowledge
that many of tha delogates ara not of the
same mind for two days running makes «
forecast of their action iimpossible

The National party, after having
sidered two nights ago & motion wherehy
all those accepting the Platt amendient
were to be branded as traitors, cheered one
of those at whom the motion was aimed,
Delegata Rose, as he enterad the party meet-
ing last night This may be taken as evi-
dence of the little rellance that may be placed
