Ten days in Jail for Councilman Stewart
M Brice and a fine of 8473 35 are the penalty
Imposed by Justice Scott of the Supremo
Court on Brice for his failure to obey the
mandamus of Justice Fitzgerald issued in
July, 1509, directing the Municipal Assembly
to pass the Cassidy resolution approving
an Issue of bonds for tha work of Contractor
John Peirce on the new Hall of Kecords

When the penalty imposed upon Mr Brice
became known vesterday afternoon his
colleagues on the Tammany eide of the Coun-
cil manifested the utmost concern They
dlscussed waye and means whereby ~ Mr
Brice might evade the discomforts of a cell

It 18 understood that shortly after Justice
Beott made his order one of Mr Brice's friends
sent word to him to keep out of the wav until
next Tuesday's meeting of the Councll when
matters would be “fixed” in such 4 wav that

of the navy and Marine Corps for servics
rendered during the war with Spain should
not interfere with the reguiar promotion of
offlcars otherwise entitlad to  promotion
The Department has interpreted the law to
mean that an officer who has been advanced
by numbers for services rendered during the
wur with Spain I8 not to be regarded as addi-
tioral to the number allowed by law in his
grade until he is promoted 1o 4 higher grade
than the one in which he was when he received

MORGAN EXPOSES CHEATS.

CATCHES TWOCARD SHARPERS AT WORK
ON THFE TEUTONIC.

Helps a Swindled Passenger to Get Back a
Check for 8230 Arrives in London and
Goes Direct to the Firm's Ofces - Says
Most of the Storfes About Him Are Bosh,

Loxpox, April 11.--Mr. J. P. Morgan
arrived here from Livorpool about 3 o'clock
this afternoon. In an interview he said
that the stories printed in the newspapers
crediting him  with being interested in
many schemes were practically all bosh
and guesawork. A few personal friends
met Mr. Mor an at Euston station, He
drove direct to the office of J. 8. Morgan

& Co, where he workeduntil late in the
evening.
The correspondents who awaited Mr

Morgan at Liverpool say he hastened,
aluniost rushed, from the gangway to the
train, where he instantly began writing
replies to a sheaf of cable despatches,
The reporters were told that Mr. Morgan
world reserve anything he had to say until
he reached London, He did say, however,
that he was not responsible for the stories
cabled 10 Englan!

Among those who welcomead him at Euston
station were hisson and two grandchildren,
An interviewer who approached him to
remind him of his promise to talk in London
found him stooping smilingly over the
children, who were holding their grand-
father's hand, and was met with the appeal:

RUMOR ABOUT AN

TWENTY LEGISLATORS.
Charges of Bribery Sald to Be Based Upon
the Assembly’'s Action on Assemblyman
Anti-Scalping  BIll - Scalpery
Behind the Prooeeding.

Ainany, N Y., April 11, -1t was
rmimored about the city thia evening that
the Albany county Grand Jury at the in-
stance of District Attorney Dyer would
muke indictments on charge of bribery
agtinst a prominent Albany lobbylst and
some twenty members of the Legislature.
The ground for these indletments, it was
sald, grew out of the Assembly’s actionfon
Assemblyman Everett's Anti-Soalpingfbill.

District Attorney Dyer oould not be
found this evening to confirin or dsny the
report, and the truth of the rumor was very
gonerally doubted.

It was said that Albany ocounty palitios
may have had eomething to do with
the starting of the rumor, or, indeed,
with the proposal to indict the lobbyist,
sinee there are violent political differ-
ences between the lobbyist and the Distriot
Attorney and the Herrick faction,
