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OIL MADNESS IN TEXAS.

DREANMS INSPIRED BY THR FLOW OF
THE BBAUMONT GUSHERS.

An Industrial Revelution From the Use of Ofl
as Fuel Talked Of—In the Meantime Thero
Is Verlous Speculation ia Ol Shares
—Standard Ol Company's Pesition.

Nxw OnrLrans, April 10 —The oll craze,
which has been prevalling in southeastarn
Texas and southwestern Loulsiana for some
weeks, has struck. New Orleans. Large
numbers of ofl shares ars belng dealt In here
and all kinds of projects relating to oll are
being discussed

There was quits & boom In Beaumont and
the surrounding country thers befors the
ofl craze struck {t. The Texas city is a lumber
town, the very centrs of the yellow pine
district of Texas, and until two years ago it
knew of nothing except lumber, But the
Jumber Industry while profitable is not per-
manent, and Beaumont siw tha day when
its yellow pine belng sxbausted it would sink
back to Insignificance, Two years ago the
experiment was made of growing rice. It
sucoeaded and a rice boom was started
Lands which had been quoted at $2 an acre
when the lumber waa cut from them rose
to $25. The oll craze has now completely
killed the rice boom. 1f the rice boom In-
creases tha price of the land tenfold, the oll
cruze has multiplied {t forty times. It la now
evorywhere held at $1.000 an acre; and In
soma favored localitles commands $25,000,
Nor are these prices merely fancy ones, for
the court records of Jeffarson and Orange
counties show many «ales at thesa figures

Now that the country is shown to be full
of oil, the wonder Is that it had not been dla.
covered sooner, ‘The explanation lies in the
fact that the flat countiy of Loulstana and
Texas, lving only a fow feet above tha level
of the Gwlf of Mexico, presents to miners
and minaral exparts the most uninviting
fleld possible  Ono would scarcely dig for
minerals In a swamp

UP-TO-DATE MAY MOVING.

Astomoblle Vans Promised This Spring—Dogs
and Parrots Stored.

The old-fashioned furniture mover and
the old fashion of changing one's dwelling
on the first of May have been themselves
moved back into the past. The truckman
of twenty years ago was the real monarch
of Maytime. With the arrival of spring’s
&ludsome month his chest swelled and his
prices went soaring skyward. Country peo-
Dle started to clean house with May's ap-
proach and city people moved,

Even those owning their houses in town
fell into the moving habit and migrated to
Europe or to their country places. But now
avery one in citles ia on the move The
peopls of leisure go from yacht to country
house, to winter resort and seashore cottage,
and are only in town for the Horse Show and
the opera season's beginning. As for the
flatters, they are like butterfiies, fitting
from one apartment to another, lured on by
many baits in the way of added luxuries and
lowar rents  They are never satisfled.

Some Indeed, have perfected an ingenious
and beautiful system of paying one month’s
rent In sowe new apartment in which it has
become the custom to offer inducements in
the way of one month's and sometimes, two
months’ tenancy, rent fres. When thistime
has expired the flatter departs. This simple
but effective plan grew to be so popular that
real estute dealors have recently formed a
protective association. They now have lists
of the chronic movers among the flatting
population and such find it more and more
diflenlt 1o pursue their plans,

Modern moving methods huve become 80
«dinMe, scientific and safe that few dread the
ordenl as of yore.
