RAINES BRIDGE, BILL WINS.

IT IS PASSED IN THE ASSEMBLY BY A
VOTE OF 95 TO 46.

Comptroller Coler Says That if the Governor
Signs 1t the City Will Fight It to the Bitter
End Clear Up to the U, 8. Supreme Court,

ALBANY, April 28 —After debating It at
length lust night, the Assembly to-day dis-
cussed and passed the Raines bill to per-
mit the New York and Now Jersey Bridge
Company to bufld a terminal on West street,
New York city. Mesers. Davis, Morgan,
Fitzgerald, Everett, Duross and Harburger
attacked the measure, which was defended
by Messrs  Allds, Fish and Bedell. They
said that the charter was grantad to the
company by an act of the Legislature, and
signed by Gov. Hill. The reason that the
company had not built its bridge was be-
ocanse the city authorities had shown no
disposition to be fair or just in the matter
It was necesaary to pass the bill at this time
in order that the company ocould secure the
necessary permission from Congress to ereot
ita bridge over the river

Mr Allds denled vehemently that thera was
any deeira to rush the bill, and said that
he was willing to trust the Governor. He
felt confident that if it was not a proper bill
to sign the Governor would not give it his
approval. He therefors thought it would
ba safe to leave the reasponsibility of the
bl becoming a law with the Governor

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REAPPORTIONMENT BILL PASSED.

Amended 80 as Not to Exclude 38,000 People
From & City Congress Distriot.

Aumaxy, April 23. - The Congress Reappor-
tionment bill was passed in both houses
to-day only after being amended so as not
to exclude the residents of the lower half
of the Fifth Assembly district of Manhattan
Island from a Congress district. Under the
original bill that portion of the Fifth Assembly
district was embraced in the Ninth Congress
distriet.  When a new Congress distriet
was constructed hefora the h’ll assed the
Senate 50 a8 to make a possible Republican
district, with the Eighth Assembly district
as the nucleus, half of the Fifth Assembly
district was dropped out without being
ttached to any other Congresa district,
eaving 25,000 pmople without any voloe in
the elaction of a Congressman. This was not
dircoverad until Senator Martin called at-
tention to ft. Thin error was remedied by
placing that part of the Fifth Agsembly dis-
trict in the l-‘.‘la\'nmh Congress district,

It has been expected that the establish-
ent of the new Congress district on Man-

Mr
Norton replied that he could suggest no ons;
